On the day before Christmas,
we buried our friend, Fred Ore-
hek, well-known Chicago Slove-
nian who left a legacy of devo-

tion and dedication to his Slo-

venian American heritage.

As a top newspaper reporier
and editor for over 33
Fred was one of the most know-

ledgeable interpreiers of
Chicago political scene.
He covered a variety of

“beats” including city hall and
the céu:liy and federal build-
ings and was on first name
basis with all the well known
leaders of Illinois government
and politics. We often saw his
by-line on {he front page of the
Chicago Tribune, one of the
(world’s most influencial news-
‘papers with which he was affi-
liated for the past three years.
