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BILL TO REPEAL THE FED-
ERAL EXCISE TAX ON TELE-
PHONE SERVICE. Last week I in-
troduced a hill (H.R. 4062) to re-
peal the Federal Excise Tax on

communications services and facil-
ities, This is one of the few so-
called “luxury” taxes, imposed as
a wartime measure, that has not
vet been repealed. Originally, the
tax was placed on telephone and
other comumunications service to
discourage overloading these vitai
wartime facilities with non-essen-
tial use.

Today, telephone service is the
only household ‘utility subject to a
Federal excise tax. This places tele-
phone service, which is really a nec-
essity for practically all families, in
the same tax category as alcoholic
beverages, jewelry, caharets, ete.
For this reason, I feel that it is
a discriminatory tax, and an added
burden on all citizens.

The removal of this tax would
mean that telephone users would get
the full benefit. The telephone com-
panies merely act as a collection
agent for the Federal Government
in collecting the exciss tax, pass-
ing on all money collected to the
Government. It is my hope that
we will be successful in getting
this tax repealed in this session.

In particular, he added, Canada’s
friends need repeated and firm re-
assurance that “Canada has no in-
tention whatever of retreating into
economic isolation.”

“The only expense
to the person sending the record-
ing is five or ten minutes of his
time and the postage needed for
mailing. A Red Cross volunteer op-
erates the machine and funds made
available through the United Ap-
peal pay for the materials.”

Mrs. Fox recommends that let-
ters be written in advance so that
“you don’t forget anything the folks
back home would be interested in
hearing.”

Nearly every Friday there is a
naturalization ceremony the new
citizens may make “talking letters.”

What a wonderful and per-
sonal way to cend a letter to your
family overseas .. . in the sender’s
own voice and manner of speaking.

“New citizens of al] ages have
made these talking letters . . . from
little children saying “hello” to
grandpa and old folks sending a
message to their children,” said
Mrs. Fox.

Red Cross “talking letters” have
gone to every corner of the world
including: Roumania, Sweden,
Switzerland, Turkey. USSR, Yugo-
slavia, the Phillipine Islands, Nor-
way, India, Nicaragua, China, Cu-
ba, Canada, Brazil Belgium, Aus-
tria, Denmark, Ireland, France,
Germany, Great Britain, Greece,
Hungary, Finland, Japan, Italy and
Czechoslovakia.

nizetti’s little charmer, “ELIXIR
OF LOVE,” with lovely Laurel Har-
ley and the Met's latest tenor dis-
covery, Dino Formichini, Saturday
afternoon, April 29; and Friedrich
Von Flotow's “MARTHA,” sung in
English and often remembered by
one of its arias, ““'Tis the Last Rose
of Summer,” on Sunday afternoon,
April 30. Victoria de los Angeles,
soprano, heads this superb cast with
Rosalind Elias, Richard Tucker and
Giorgio Tozzi. Nino Verchi con-
ducts.

Erich Leinsdorf will conduct the
new production of ‘“Turandot”
which has ~it§"premiere in New
York on February 24. The gifted so-
prano Lucine Amara, Franco Go-
relli, tenor, and baritone Frank Gu-
arrera, are in the cast, which also
includes Cleveland’s own Robert
Nagy.
