Slava rdedemu
krvniku v Moskvi, ki je imel neverjeten pogum, da je po-
moril na milijone dobrih Rusov, pa se je bal skriviti en las
na glavi dednemu sovrazniku Slovanov!

Pa to ni prvi in zadnji di€ni Cin ruske diplomacije in
njenega “‘poslanstva’ za odreSenje slovanskih bratov.
