Although 1 appreciate . the
necessity of a uniform drink-
ing age, I, like many Ohioans,
resent federal pressure in areas
where states are clearly
sovereign. A recent Ohio Poll
completed in February of this
year, revealed that while 75
percent of all Ohioans favored
restoring the drinking age to
21, 41 percent opposed the
federal coercion.

I was also disappointed by
the Supreme Court’s decision.
While it may have provided
the necessary impetus to sup-
port legislation restoring the
drinking age to 21, for those
reluctant to do so on the bill’s
own merits, the decision dealt
a heavy blow to states’ rights.

The first two articles regar-
ding the St. Vitus Calendar
event contained general infor-
mation. This article will at-
tempt to be more specific
about this fund-raising pro-
ject.

The Calendar event is a six
year project beginning with
1987 and ending in 1993. Thus
the conclusion of the Calendar
event will coincide with the
100th year anniversary of St.
Vitus parish.

Each calendar will cost ap-
proximately $30.00; less than a
dime per day. Each person
purchasing a calendar will be
eligible for a daily gift. A per-
son will also be allowed to pur-
chase more than one calendar.

Each Monday seven numbers
will be selected to represent the
days of the week. Therefore,
there will be 365 selections per
year, except during a leap year
when one more day is added.
