Praised by Rockne

“Mink” Melinkovich’s rise to grid
fame has been as colorful as are his
actions on the football field. As a
freshman in 1930 he won the praise
of the late Knute Rockne.

Having entered Notre Dame as a
haliback, Melinkovich was all set to
understudy Marchie Schwartz at left
half in 1931, when a fullback blight
set in on the Ramblers,—and‘Mink”
was shifted to the regular fullback
position at which job he starred in
1031 and 1932, As fullback in 1932
he led the Notre Dame feam in scor-
ing with 48 points.
