Shultz in Sevardnadze resila probleme v
zvezi z raketno pogodbo — Zvezni senat bo
verjetno zavlaceval z ratifikacijo

ZENEVA, Svi. — Drzavni sckretar
George P. Shultz in sovjetski zunanji mini-
ster Edvard Sevardnadze sta resila Se odprta
vprasanja v zvezi z raketno pogodbo med
ZDA in ZSSR, ki sedaj ¢aka na senatno rati-
fikacijo. Pretekli ponedeljek je senat odloZil
ratifikacijo pogodbe zaradi teZav, ki jih Sov-
jeti povzrodajo v zvezi z verifikacijskimi po-
stopki, v&eraj je pa Shultz dejal novinarjem,
da so vse vetje tezave reSene. Od Casa do
¢asa bodo nesporazumi med sovjetskimi in
ameriskimi skrokovnjaki, ki bodo izvrievali
inSpekcije, je pripomnil Shultz, vendar taki
nesporazumi ne bodo bistvenega znacaja.

V Washingtonu je vodja demokratske
vetine v senatu sen. Robert Byrd rekel, da
kljub Schultzovi izjavi v Zenevi, bodo mora-
li pristojni senatni odbori pogodbo odobriti,
Sele potem bo razprava v senatu z glasova-
njem da ali ne. To bo vzelo nekaj ¢asa, je re-
kel Byrd, ki je dvomil, da bo pogodba ratifi-
cirana do 29. maja, ko bo zacel predsednik
Reagan svoj obisk v Sovjetski zvezi. Sen.
Sam Nunn, demokratski konservativec, ki
naceljuje odboru za obrambne zadeve, je de-
jal, da Zeli imeti ve¢ sej tega odbora, na kate-
rih bi pri¢evali strokovnjaki o pogodbi s po-
sebnim poudarkom na verifikacijski proces.

Na njegovi tiskovni konferenci v Zenevi
je Shultz potrdil, da ni govora o tem, da bo-
sta Reagan in Mihail Gorbatov podpisala
novo pogodbo, ki bi zmanj3evala obseg stra-
teske jedrske oboroZitve za 30 do 50 odstot-
kov. Reaganova administracija je zelo Zele-
la, da bi dosegla tudi to pogodbo, pogajanja
pa niso rodila uspeha.

§¢ina potrditi, da ima vlada Branka Mikulica
vedinsko podporo. Slovenija in Hrvatska na-
meravata glasovati proti Mikuli¢evi vladi, ki
mora dobiti logeno vedino v obeh domovih
skupi¢ine. Ako te vetine ne bi dobila, bi bila
po ustavi prisiljena podati ostavko, kar bi bil
prvi tak primer v povojni zgodovini Jugosla-
vije. ;

Milan Renovica, ¢lan vodilnega partij-
skega predsedstva, je priznal, da je zamrzni-
tev dosegla le nekatere pozitivne rezultate.
Tako ima Jugoslavija sedaj pozitivno trgo-
vinsko bilanco.

The Slovene American Community

““Putting First Things First’’

Earlier in this series it was
emphasized that the Slovene
American community as a
whole is essentially on its own.
We can get some assistance in
a cultural sense from contacts
with~ Slovenia and Slovene
communities in Austria and
Italy, but this can have an
effect only if we maintain our
own existence. To preserve a
sense of identity, we need to
have organizational expression
of this. We must retain the
numerous groups we now
have, or at least as many of
them as possible.

The point here is that Slo-
vene American organizations
ought to focus primarily, if
not exclusively, on helping the
community as a whole, on
helping each other first. Many
of our organizations through
all sorts of fundraising ac-
tivities, from dances and pic-
nics to bake sales, generate
funds that they then donate to
various charitable or commu-
nity groups. I have the impres-
sion that in the last several
years more and more of our
organizations have been do-
nating funds to charities that
certainly are worthwhile, but
in essence have nothing to do
with our community. These
are charities to which many of
us contribute separately, as
individuals. I would argue that
specifically Slovene organiza-
tions, those which draw the
bulk of their funds and sup-
port from the Slovene com-
munity, make every effort to
be ‘‘charitable’” to that com-
munity before they look far-
ther afield.

We need to take care of first
things first, at least when we
look at what groups we want
to support. We have national
homes, religious institutions,
cultural groups, recreation
centers, the Slovene Home for
the Aged, individual actions to
support persons or families
that have been struck by
misfortune. In exceptional
cases, such as an earthquake
or other natural disaster, we
would no doubt join in gather-
ing support for Slovenia. This
is where we should concentrate
our efforts as a community,
helping our own needs first,
rather than outside groups,
however worthy of support
they may be. Again, if we as a
community don’t take care of
first things first, no one will do
it for us. And, too, if we ig-
nore or shortchange ourselves,
we will find before very long
that we won’t have any kind of
Slovene American community
left.

There is no wish here to
offend anyone or any organi-
zation. Those who raise the
money ought to be the ones to
say how it will be distributed,
which non-Slovene as well as
Slovene American groups
should be the beneficiaries.
But I do argue that we ought
in our various organizations as
we discuss the merits of sup-
porting this or that group keep
in mind the thought that if our
primary purpose isn’t to sup-
port each other, why bother
calling ourselves and our
organizations ‘‘Slovene
American’’?

. Laments loss of St. Clair streetcars

1988

_some reason St.

This year marks the 35th year
since St. Clair and Superior
Avenue streetcars made their
final runs (1953).

Motor buses replaced the
streetcar and many former
paying passengers have since
been disappointed by the
change.

The buses currently used are
polluting the air with their ex-
haust; also, there is much less
room and less seating than the
old streetcars.

It seemed that our St. Clair
~Avenue streetcars always had
the most passengers, but for
Clair Ave.
streetcars were always the
most out-dated and decrepit.
When Edward Kovacic
became the CTS-City of
Cleveland liaison, it was only
then that St. Clair began
operating the new P.C.C.
modern cars that were a great
improvement over the old
streetcars. Sadly, though, they
were replaced after only a few

postwar years of operation

and the inferior motor buses
were initiated on St. Clair and
Superior lines and elsewhere.

Many Clevelanders probably
were not aware that the old
Cleveland streetcars were
made in Collinwood, at E.
140th and Deise Ave. The G.
C. Kuhlman Car Company
began producing the early one-
door streetcars around early
1900s (see picture). In the
1910°’s the streetcars were
equipped with a front door,
too, and boarding a streetcar
was speeded up greatly. Many
of our Slovenian pioneers
worked at G.C. Kuhlman.

The heyday of the Kuhiman
streetcars, the 1930’s , street-
car fares were $1.25 for a
weekly adult pass, 50¢ high
school student pass, 10¢ fare
for adults, 2¢ for grade school
children, and transfers were
free.

On Sundays, the Cleveland
Railway Co. (as it was then

- called), would offer a 25¢ Sun-

day pass which many people
would use to ride all over the
city.

For funerals, a streetcar with
black furnishings would be
chartered for the sad trip to
the cemetery. The casket
would be brought aboard and
placed at the rear of the street-
cars. Mourners would accom-
pany the departed, some
would also pray aloud for the
deceased on the way to the
final resting place.

In the 1939 photo, safety
islands were constructed on St.
Clair which enabled patrons to
wait without danger for their
streetcars. It was much safer
than running from the curb to
board the streetcars. The
islands, however, were
unintended targets of many an
auto mishap.

In 1910 at East 38th and St.
Clair a Pennsylvania train col-
lided with a streetcar resulting
in many casualties. Since that
time the Pennsylvania train
has crossed over St. Clair and
other streets on bridges instead
of at ground level.

During rush hours, the street-
cars would have a trailer car
hooked up to the front vehicle.
A sole conductor in the trailer
would open and close the
doors, accept fares and signal
the front car’s conductor with
a bell or buzzer, once to stop
and two to proceed.

In the older streetcars during
the winter, a small coal stove
provided the heat. It was
located behind the motorman
and the first seat there would
be the beneficiary of too much
warmth. Under that same first
seat was a pile of coal with a
small shovel. In later streetcars
the heat was furnished with
electric heaters.

Few citizens know that
Superior Avenue began using
cable cars in 1890. The cable
would move by huge
underground pulley wheels
and electric power was pro-
duced by the electric plant
formerly on East 49th and
Superior.

By 1900 cable cars were phas-
ed out because they were too
noisy and too costly to

The May economic review

In last month’s report we
discussed the possibility that
the Federal Reserve would
pursue a more restrictive
monetary policy in an effort to
reduce the potential for higher
inflation. Now that possibility
has evolved into a near cer-
tainty. In fact, by the time this
report reaches our readers, the
Fed may have already tighten-
ed.

Assuming that a tighter
monetary policy is in the off-
ing, what impact would this
have on interest rates in
general and on the level of
economic activity?

St. Clair and Superior
originally had mass transpor-
tation around 1852 with horse
drawn cars that ran from
downtown to the St. Clair
neighborhood, but it was in
the 1890’s that they were
replaced with electric street-
cars.

This writer has always
lamented the demise of the
streetcars. They were much
more comfortable and they
did not spew any gas fumes. [
believe streetcars were sacrific-
ed on the altar of the ‘‘pro-
gressive’’ interests.

Who knows, maybe the
streetcars will return someday
when necessity and desires for
clean air demand it and once
again citizens of Cleveland will
benefit by it.

I have heard that irradiation
now is being used in this coun-
try to preserve certain foods.
How will I know if the food I
buy is irradiated? Is it harm-
ful?

It currently is legal in this
for certain
foods—including wheat,
spices, teas, pork, fruits and
vegetables—to be irradiated
for the purpose of preserva-
tion or decontamination.

Radiation can be used at

them from reproducing; and
to kill the insects that cause
spoilage. Even though ap-
proval has been granted by the
Food and Drug Administra-
tion (FDA), you can be
reasonably sure that you are
not purchasing irradiated
goods.

The process of irradiation is
different from microwaving,
in which molecules are merely
“stirred up’’ to create heat. Ir-
radiation is powerful enough
(in fact, about 250 million
times as powerful as a chest
X-ray) for individual
molecules in the food to ac-
tually break open.

When a whole food has been
irradiated, it must be labeled
with an international logo that
resembles a flower within a
circle. However, since foods
that contain irradiated ingre-

dients are not required to carry
this label, there is no way to
know for sure if your food has
irradiated contents.
Proponents of the treatment
say that regular use of irradia-
tion will result in fresh,
contamination-free food:
blueberry season would last
longer; fish would taste ocean-
fresh anywhere in the country;
sausages would last for years;
food poisoning would be
nonexistent. More important,
irradiation would help to fight
world hunger, because large
quantities of grain could be
shipped to countries where
people are starving, and grain
could be stored without risk of
spoilage or contamination.
Opponents of irradiation
argue that there are better and
safer ways to preserve food
and to prevent contamination.
While irradiation arrests the
growth of certain con-
taminating organisms, it may
produce mutations that are
even more dangerous. Op-
ponents also point out that ir-
radiation destroys certain
vitamins and may create

chromosomal abnormalities 0o
their white blood cells. Thesfl
FDA disputes the validity of fup
this study, although numerous=y
scientists stand by the fi
dings.

Belgrade, Yugo. — Debt-
ridden Yugoslavia has secured
only half of an expected $500
million bridge loan from the
Bank for International Set-
tlements, forcing it to continue
a partial wage-and-price freeze
that had been due to end Sun-
day, officials said.

Extension of the freeze,
which has failed to stem ram-
pant inflation but has helped
spark unprecedented labor
unrest, couldn’t have come at
a worse time for Premier
Branko Mikulic’s Communist
government. It has been
criticized for failing to tackle
pressing social and economic
problems and faces an attempt
to unseat it this weekend in
parliament, following the deci-
sion by the legislatures of the
Yugoslav republics of Croatia
and Slovenia to seek a vote of
no confidence.

If the move succeeds, it
would be the first Yugoslav
government since World War
Il to be forced to resign.
