Actor Stages Crime

Before Packed Audience

In the face of a packed hall of
spectators and a large cast of the St.
vitue Dramatic Club which was pre-
senting “Girl
Shy,” Joseph
Skerbeo, alias
QOke Stimson,
stole the
show last
Sunday eve-
ning.  That,
it seems. was

& . the opinion
of a large number of people who at-
tended the performance that night.
Dramatic Club members expressed in-
dignation at the audacity of one of
their members perpetrating such a
crime, and so brazenly. One member
pointed cut to reportexs, following the
general confusion, that no one had
suspected for a moment that Stimson
would pull off such a job. The membgr
added that the actor had appeared in
numerous other plays; he had stut-
tered his way through many a role for
Father Jager's Slovenian plays, as well
as avpeared in the last few English
dramas. At no time did actor Stim«
son .alias Skerbec, show any inclina-
tion or even tendency towards notori-
ty. Therefore, it was a complete sur-

rise.

: 1t developed during the controversy,
that Dramatic Club' members, but par-
ticularly officials, were considering ser-
jously to instifute proceeding against
actor Skerbec. No one was prepared
to state what charges would be plac-
ed against him, although it was learn-
ed from an unquotable source that sev-
eral misdemeanors had already been
brought against him.

The president of the club, Jean
Skander, then told reporters that theft
was a serious crime and could not be
tolerated by the actors’ group. But
she felt that “Stimson” had not done
this in spite, that he had been to-
tally unconscious of ‘what had taken
place, and therefore could not be
held fully responsible. To this Produc-
er Stanley Frank retorted vehement-
ly that such a scandal could mot be
permitted, and that Skerbec had
known what was going on. While pun-
ishing severely the perpetrator was not
recommended, Producer Frank believed
that scme form of penance should be
invoked:; ho thought a voluntary cut in
salary was the least that could be ex-
pected. Director Frank asked not to be
quoted, so don't,

At this point, Reporter Anthony
Oreliek of the H, N, Junior Journal,
asked how proceedings could be started
against the player, when he did not
steal the show. There was a chorus
of boo's from thecast and some of the
intcrested listeners. But Orehek main-
tained that the show was not stolen.
He insizted that the show was just as
it had been before the Dlay started
and thus Skerbec, alias Stimeon, was
guilty of no crime. Orehek added that
he had watched the whole performance
and at no time did he see the show
stolen by the actor. It bad remained
where it was even now. The group
then went into the auditorium to see
if the show really had not been stolen.
Apparently ft was not, for several
weoikers wepe seen dismantling chairs,
in preparation fcr a dancing session,

This hrought on more confused chat-
ter. There could be no doubt that
Skerbee had otolen the show, yet the
show was not stolen, for it was obvious-
1v in the same positjon it has always
Leen. The discussion «night have end-
ed there, but Willlam Tome, one of the
members ¢f the cast explained that
the word “show" was really two words
This brought a laugh from the crowd,
but Mr. Tome insisted that the werd
had a double meaning. “Show” as ré~
ferred tog by Reporter Orehek really
meant a building for showing pictures
or exhibitions, it was a structure
whereln people duly assembled to gaze
patiently at actors’ attempts to Te-
produce an author’s work. Stage Man-
ager Zelle now interrupted to say that
it was not work but play, to write a
play. But this passed unnoticed. Mr,
Tome continued by explaining that the
definition of the word ‘“‘show” would
be found on page 892 of Webster's
Collegiate Dictionary (Fourth Edition),
and that the “show” which was Ie=
ferred to in the beginning had a de«
finite meaning of a play, performance,
drama, exhibition, or something like
that, In that case, Skerhec did not
steal the shew, but he did steal the
show. - Which sounds pretty batty.

Moot of the spectators in this argu-
ment were quite confused by now, as
was everybody else. “If Skerbec, alias

‘Stimson,’ only stole the show,” re-
marked an unquitable source, "I ask
who can vrove that he stole the show.”
Someone immediately exclaimed that
the thought Teddy Zak had stolen the
shew, ‘and a chorus of feminine cheers
followed this remark. It was apparent
to reporters that the crowd was some-
what divided as to who actually stole
the show. In fact they began to won-
der if anyone had stolen the show, For
Zelle thought Katie Tome was tops;
Stage Assistant Herman Ogrinc voted
in favor of Jo Zust; Custodian An-
thony Urbas said it was Dean Frank
Dedack; “Broad” Nick said it 'was
Tony Baznik. Other names burst in,
like Nettie, Asma, Gertie, Peaches,
Purrnack, Sylvia, Bill, Vidmar, Shoop-
er, and some others. Fists began to 1y,
with screams of  women renting the

_air, when suddenly Matt Mlinar's Or-
chestra hit into some treadmill melo-
dy and the crowd broke up into danc-
ing pahrs. \

Reporters  were left flat, so they
compared notes and decided to join the
crowd. Nothing more was said of the
“scandalous affair!’ Although it is
generally believed that Skerbec stole
the show, no charges have been placed
against him officially thus far.

One of the most important pieces of
legislation facing the present city coun-
cil, the Cleveland Electric Illuminating
Company franchise, was passéd upon
favorably last Monday night, May 27th,
by a 20 to 13 vote, calling for a rate
reduction of $778,500 in the city of
Cleveland and $599,500 outside of the
city or the suburbs.

Being of such vital interest to the
people in our immediate community,
1 feel it would be well to elaborate on
some of the details ccntained in the
franchise, .

At the outset I wish tp report that
I voted against the franchise. Follow-
ing a brief resume or history of the
case it will be cbvious to my constitu-
ents why I voted in the negative on
this particular issue. ;

Last June the old franchise expired
with the subsequent results; after hav-
ing a survey made by its own engi-
neers, ccuncil in September, 1939
passed an ordinance calling for a re-
duction of $1,385,000 for the custom-
erg of Cleveland only,  This figure was
attained as a reswlt of the survey
which stated that the Cleveland Elec-
tric TNuminating could well afford to
reduce the rates $2,099,099 in the city
alone and still maintain a fair rate of
return on their investment,

Stockholders Get 209 Dividend

In addition to these facts it was
shown that during the depression years
1928 ‘to 1938 the common share stock-
holders in the Cleveland Electric Il-
luminating were recelving on an aver-
age of 20% dividend during this or
$20 on a $100 share as compared to
the Cleveland Railway Company, an-
other public utility of 6% per share
to its stockholder.

The city law department prevailed
upon the councilmen that it would be
easier to get a smaller reduction if it
was necessary to appeal to the Ohio
Public Utilities Commission or if
forced to go to court with the case,

Council passed the $1,385,000 reduc-
tion ordinance, which also ccntained a
three-year clause, and was immediate-
ly approved by Mayor Burton.

The Cleveland Electric Illuminating
refused to accept the ordinance using
as its argument the uncertainty of
pending European war and its affect
upon American and local business and
emphatically oppcsed any contract
that extended over a one-year period.

All of the figures used in this or-
dinance rejated to the business year of
1938, whereas last ye.nﬁ.mv company by
ite admissicn had an Increase of $600,-
00 in their husiness over the previous
year and in spite of this, refused to
give any reduction over and above
$718,600 figure and proposed in their
zompromise a five-year clause (in di-
vect contrast to their attitude some six
months ago
chaos), The period of time in the
new ordinance just passed, provides
for a four-year contract and repeals
the old crdinance passed by Council
last September, .

According to the new rates, anyone
using 35 K. W, H, or less or in terms
of dollars and cents paying $1.40 or less
per month--will receive NO reduction
—meaning lbetween 25,000 to 37,000
residential customers receiving not one
cent reduction in the new rates.

Many residents in this community
come within this bracket and I felt if
a reduction was to be made, all of the
users should benefit and not only those
in. the upper brackets. In passing it,
is aloo noteworthy that although the
suburbs are getting a substantial re-
duction of nearly $600,000 they did not
centribute one cent or pay legal as-
sistance to Cleveland during the en-
tire negotiation period,

The law department had previous-
ly sent communication to-city council-
men, stating that a cut between .$900,-
000 tc $1,000000 could successfully be
defended.

A check for $50,000 will be given the
city in lieu of waiting 40 days before
the ordinance can become effective.
