family’'s front lawn, fust idling the
time away. A group of us are detailed
to 37th Div. command post to serve
as bridge “destroyers” in the event the
enemy (the blues) are seen approach-
ing. But for two days nothing has oc-
curred with the exception of yesterday
afterncon, when a small group of blues
made a daring attack of the C. P. but
were quickly overpowered. This sudden
altack threw the headguarters szction
inte a big confusion, v

The Engineers regiment has been in
this maneuver country for a month
already. We left Shelby only three
weeks after we came back from our
June maneuvers to make preparations
fcr the rest of the 37th Div. Our work
was primarily . repairing roads and
bullding small bridges for trucks to
pass over, The latter part of last week
all the soldiers that were to participate
in _ these  maneuvers  arrived ,
area. The third army soldiers of which
Wwe. are a part, are strewn from Alex-
andria. La.. through Lake Charles, La.,
abcut 250,000 of them. 'Our opponents,
the 2nd army, has approximately the
same number,

Before the maneuvers started which
was Saturday of last week, and by the
way .are only Corps nroblems, I had
made two pleasure trips to Beaumont,
Texas, and almost nightly went into
Lake Charles, La, While we were the
only soldiers in this area. it was an
easy matter to hiteh hike a ride, but
now it's almost impossible. People
think we are waving at them, when
we held up that thumb, and all they
do is wave back. Can’t say as I blame
them though, there are so many sol-
diers trying to thumb rides,

So far as the maneuvers have pro-
gressed they have been much more in-
teresting than the June games were,
Fer one thing I have finally seen a
tank, in fact the cther night while we
were lying around, 27 of them passec
us. It was an eerie sight to see them
rumbling down the road lke huge
monsters, in pitch darkness only their
blue blackout lights showing. Later
that same evening a tragedy*occurred,
a M, P.odriving a motoreyele at a fast
clip somehow or other swerved into
ancther cyeclist and was thrown from
his bike onto the pavement, He died
of injuries before aid could be glven
to him. Frcm reports “we hear, there
seems tc be at least. one casualty per
day. The traffic is awful at times,
miles and miles of trucks speeding
down the road, along with civilian ve-
hicles, it becomes a serious problem to
handle.

We are no longer with the Div. com-
mand post. We were informed to 're-
turn to our own unit, so here I am in
‘a field near a burg called Fulton. This
makes the third area we've been at
since Saturday. We were at Gillis for
three weeks, then we started our jump
game, From Gillis to DeQuincy to De-
Rider and now Fulton, always on
the move. One thing that we are
thankful for is that it appears that we
are in the dry season for these war
games, (in fact it has rained only
twice since the last week of July. The
heat is terrific; it's been hovering about
the 100 degree mark continuously,

Next menth’s maneuver will be the
climax for these war games when the
entire 2nd army vs 3rd army hurl
treops, tanks, mechanized forces, and
plancs against one another to see
whose forces are superior. I wonder
what the prize is going to be for the
winner?
