BENEFIT HIKE URGED

A report by the trustees of the
Social Security Trust Funds shows
the funds to be in sound, healthy
condition and “clearly proves” that
cocial security benefits can be in-
creased without any boost in pay-
Toll taxes, AFL-CIO Social Secur-
ity Dir. Bert Seidman has poirted
out. ‘

The report singled out by Seid-
man covers the two trust funds
from which cash benefits are paid
— one for old-age and survivors in-
surance and one for disability in-
gurance.

The trustees state that new cost
estimates show a favorable actuarial
balance of 0.53 per cent of taxable
payroll compared with a previous
estimated actuarial balance of 0.01
percent. 3

“This new balance,” Seidman
said, “means that Congress could
grant 5 to 6 percent of a badly-need-
ed increase in benefits without. any
increasz in the social security tax,
shared equally by employer and
employee.”

Meanwhile, the trustees also sub-
mitted to Congress reports for fis-
cal 1962 covering Medicare hospital
insurance and supplementary medi-
cal insurance (doctors’ bills) under
social security.

Trustces for the funds in this fis-
cal year are Social Security Com-
missioner Robert M. Ball and three
members of the Johnson Cabinet:
Treasury Sec. Joseph W. Barr, La-
bor Sec. Willard Wirtz and Health,

In the report on the cash benefits
trust funds, the trustees cited two
factors accounting for the increase
in the actuarial balance:

One, 1968 earnings levels were
higher than the 1966 levelc which
were used as a base for estimating
cortributions in determining the
previous estimated balance.

Two, use of an assumed 4.25 per-
cent interest rate on trust fund in-

interest rate on which previous bal-
ance estimates have been based,’

The trustees said that combined
income into the old-age and survi-
vors and disability trust funds in
fiscal 1968 exceeded outgo by $2.6
billion, Assets of the two funds to-
talled $28.1 billion at the end of the
fiscal year.

In the five years ahead, the trus-
iees foresaw income to the funds
exceeding expenditures by about
$45 billion,

Based on the present *ax sche-
dule and taxable earnings level,
they predicted that the funds will
have sufficient income from con-
tributions to meet the cost of bene-
fits and administrative expenses
“for the next 15 to 20 years!and for
the distant future!’

In the report en the hospital in-
surance trust fund, the trustees said
there would be- an unfavorable
actuarial balance — 0.29 percent of
taxable payroll — based on an as-
sumption that the present taxable
earnings base, $7,800 a year, remains
unchanged. !

However, the trustees emphasized
that if the .earnings base 18 increas-
ed proportionately with increases
in the gereral earnings level there
will be an actuarial balance in the
fund — about 0.07 percent of tax-
able payroll.

Total income to the hospital in-
curance trust fund in fiscal 1968
was reported at $3.9 billion, about
$100 million in excess of outgo. The
fund’'s total assets were $1.4 bil-
lion, an increase of $87 million over
fiscal 1967.

Estimates ~ for the three-fiscal
year period of 1969-71 looked

and disbursements.

Income to the supplementary me-
dical insurance trust fund in fiscal
1968 was $1.4 billion, while outgo
was $1.5 billion, the trustees repor-
ted. But this high outgo, it was poin-
ted out,was due to a big backlog of
claims for services renderecd in. the
early period of the program’s ope-
ration.

While total assets of the fund
decreased from $486 million to $307.
million between June 30, 1967, and
June 30, 1968, the report noted that
assets were back up to an estima-
ted $446 million by Dec, 31, 1968,
as the result of an increased pre-
mium  rate and payment of some
government contributions for past
years, :

The trustees indicated that the
financial future of the supplemen-
tary medical insurance program de-
pends upon rates of utilization of
doctors’ services and costs, particu-
larly how much doctors’ fees con-
tinue to increase in the future.
