THE HISTORY OF EARLY |
JOLIET

Joliet, I1lL.—In 1831 settlers first

came to Joliet. There were many dif-
ferent tribes of Indians here. The Illini,
Cattawatamies, Shawnees, Sacs and |
some other tribes. In 1832 these set-
tlers built Fort Nonesence. It was lo-
cated on Broadway between Spring St.
and Western Ave.
When the first mill was built 50 years
ago the population increased. [n 1833
John Normand built a mill near the |
penitentiary. A, Cagwill built a saw- |
mill by Hickory Creek and was the first |
to build a frame house.
By 1877 there were five stone schools
and thirteen wooden schools.
Joliet’s first bridge was built over
the Desplaines River in 1837.
Whenever a new settler came into
Joliet he always took up land which no
one claimed, Claim owners sold their
land for $1.25 an acre. After a while
the people organized a court to protect
their claims. 4
The name Joliet was taken from an
early French explorer, Louis Joliet. It
remained so until about 1835, when
James Campbell changed it to Juliet,
after his daughter. It remained so for
10 years, then the people changed it
back to Joliet. The name of Joliet’s
first permanent sertler was Reebes.
Charles Clement published Joliet’s
first newspaper in 1839.

HISTORY OF WILL COUNTY

Joliet, 111,—No honor is too great for
those sturdy leader pioneers who broke
trails and piloted slow-going oxen and
covered wagons containing all of their
earthly possessions to find new places
to live.

On July 17, 1833, a sailing vessel,
the Amaranth, anchored in Lake Mich-
igan opposite Fort Dearborn. This ves-
sel had 75 people aboard. Next day
three of the families secured “prairie
schooners” and started for their desti-
nation. With little trail to follow, they
pressed on through tall rosin weeds to
Lawton’s (now Riverside), then to Flag
Creek. They stopped at E. Went-
worth’s log cabin, which in years after
became a noted stage station, partook
of a meal and wenY on their way again.
At noon they reached Big Spring, near
Lillicash grove, now known as Thomas
Sprague’s farm. Another meal and they
started on again, crossing the Des-
plaines River at what was known as
Buttenfields, opposite the present city
of Lockport.

A mile and a half east of the river
they found some other settlers. This
place was known as the “Yankee set-
tlemen.” These three pioneers were
Capt. Jinch Rawley, John Lane and
Charles M. Gray.

In the preceding year,
1929, Portland led, Seattle was
second, and Minneapolis third.

Among. the 10 largest cities in
the country in 1930, two are tied
for first place, Chicago and St.
Louis, each with an infant mor-
tality rate of 54, Cleveland
stands next with 55, and New
York follows with 57. Boston
and Pittsburgh foot this group
with 69 as their figure. Nine of
ihese ten cities, however, show
lower rates in 1930 than in 1929,

Long Beach, California, with
a rate of 43 leads the cities in
the 100-250,000 class. Oak Park,
1llinois, stands at the top of the
50-100,000 class with a rate of
28. Alameda, California with 21
as its figure, ranks first in the
25-50,000 class.

Bullet’s Specd Doubled

Those of us who have
marched away to war and even
those who have not know that
bullets travel too fast {o be
dodged.
they will travel at double the
speed they passed over No
Man's Land. H, Gerlich, a Ger-
man inventor, has perfected an
invention that doubles the
speed and triples the effect of
bullets fired from ordinary
rifles.

At present most bullets used
for military purposes leave the
muzzle of the rifle at between
2,600 and 3,000 feet a second.
Herr Gerlich’s bullets attain a
speed of from 5,000 to 6,000
feet per sacond, While the real
secret of his invention is not
known, it is understood that
the inventor gets this high
speed and greater accuracy
from a new and secret kind of
powder. He calls his speed bul-

MOON IN ORBIT

Two forces, working in opposite di-
recti?ns. neutralize each other and de-
termine the orbit of the moon. Like
any other moving body, the moon tends
0 fo_!low a straight flight path. If the
gravitational pull of the earth were sud-
denly annihilated the moon would move
away on a straight line tangent to its
flight path at the instant of release.
The earth is continuously pulling the
moon in from this tangent path which
it tries to follow. If the speed of the
moon were reduced it would move in
closer to the earth. Mere motion of an
abject does not overcome gravity. For
instance a bullet fired from a horizontal
gun will start to fall immediately and
will fall at precisely the same rate as
another bullet of the same size and
weight dropped from the hand at the
same elevation.
