On March
28 he left for Vienna, stopping
enroute to visit his friend Bi-
shop Anton Slomsek who is him-
self ‘a candldate for beatifica-
tion.

On April 4, 1854, Bishop Bara-
ga arrived in Vienna, where he
stayed for three weeks. One rea-
son for staying there so long is
that the Cardinal Archbishop
Rauscher wanted him to be pre-
sent for the wedding of Emperor
Francis Joseph and the Bavarian
Princess Elizabeth as representa-
tive of the American clergy.
Shortly after the wedding the
Imperial couple received Bishop
Baraga in special audienca. On
this occasion they presented him
with a golden pectoral cross and
chain, two beautiful chalices en-
riched with jewels, one of which
is still used for special occasions
at the Cathedral in Marquette,
and an episcopal ring. After a
stop in Prague to visit the for-
mer Emperor Ferdinand and in
Munich to wvisit King Ludwig,
he’ started his way back to
America.

The purpose of Bishop Bara-
ga’s trip had been achieved. He
returned from Europe with sev-
eral volunteers, as well as with
funds and with articles needed
for liturgical worship. Only on
Aug. 21, 1854 did Bishop Baraga
finally arrive back at Sault Ste
Marie to take over his vicariate
and to assume his episcopal
functions. _
