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CONGRESS RETURNS, — The
Congress has returned to Washing-
ton to pick up the loose ends of
legislation dropped a month ago
when the spotlight centered on the
selection of the two Parties’ Presi-
dential cardidates at Miami Beach
and Chicago. It would have been
possible to wind up the essential
work of the Congress and adjourn
before the Conventions if a doncen-
trated effort had been made. As ‘it
stands ‘now, predictions from the
Leadership express “the feeling and
the hope” that Congress can ad-
journ about October 1st, although
some believe that it may be neces-
sary to recess several weeks before
the November election and then
return again.

Virtually all of the “must” bills
involve appropriations legislatien fo
cperate various Federal ‘activities
for the fiscal year. So'far, eight of
the 13 regular. money; bills have
been enacted into law. Action must
be completed on the five others,
plus a catch-all supplemental mea-
sure. The House has completed ac-
{icn on two of the remaining. bills,
and the House Appropriations Com-
mittee has considered all but :one
of the regular bills — the Foreign
Aid appropriations. Action on the
foreign aid funds is being delayed
pending final approval of the autho-
rizing legislation.

The House Rules. Committee. ap-
parently intends to stick to its deci-
sionn not to consider any new legis-
lation. If this decision stands, vir-
tually no new proposals can reach
the House Floor — only those mea-
sures which could be passed on the
Consent Calendar which requires a
unanimous vote or under suspen-
sion of the rules which requires'a
two-thirds vote to pass.

The big imponderable in the Con-
gress is the debate over the appoint-
ment by President Johnson of Jus-
{ice Abe Fortas to be Chief Justice
of the United States Supreme Court.
How long this debate continues will
be the principal factor in determin-
ing when Congress adjourns. Since
only the Senate confirms  White
House appointments, House Mem-
bers will be only spectators in this
debate. : ¢

Historically, post convention ses-
sions of Congress have not proven

to be very productive. It is hoped
that the leadership will concentrate

aori necessary legislation and keep
polities at a minimum.

HOME IMPROVEMENT LOANS.
Easier terms on home-improvement
loans backed by the Government
are provided in a little-noticed sec-
tion of the new housing law enacted
recently (Public Law 90-448). The
limit on such a loan, insured by
the Federal Housing Administra-
tion, is raised from $3,500 to $5,000
to compensate for the increasing
costs of home improvements. The
Maximum Trepayment period is
lengthened from five years to seven.
To induce lenders to make more
money available for loans to im-
prove homes, the law raises the
maximum rates that may be charg-
ed on these discount loans. On the
first $2,500 of a loan the discount
is increased from 5 to 5.5 percent
and on the remainder the maximum
is raised from 4. percent to 4.5.
Officials of FHA say many lenders
around the U.S. indicate that the
fncreases in discount limits will

make more funds available for in-
sured home-improvement loans.
These loans can cover not only
structural additions to a house, but
also landscaping or built-in applian-
fces such as a range or central air
. conditioning. Wall to wall carpet-
ing is not eligible,

constituents regarding injuries from
hazardous household products. It
will help this Commission in dis-
charging its duties if such corres-
pondence could be brought to our
attention. The Commission will *be
pleased to look into these cases
premptly ard give you 'a‘ full re-
port. Ir. addition, in many cases
we may be able to see that correc-
tive action is’taken.”

If anyone has complaints about
the safety of household products, I
will ke glad to'pass them on to the
Comunission.

United Stales Coast
Cyuard Academy Exam

The 93rd annual competition for
admission to the United . States
Coast Guard Academy, located at
New London, Connecticut, will com-
mence with the December 7, 1968
administratior. of the College En-
trance Examination Board tests giv-
en in over 3,000 test centers thruout
the country. Appointments to the
Academy are tendered solely on a
competitive basis with no congres-
sional appointments or geographical
quotas. Applicatiors to participate
in the December CEEB tests must
be made to the Educational Testing
Service prior to 2 November 1968.

To qualify, an applicant must be
unmarried and must have reached
his 17th but not his 22nd birthday
by July 1, 1969. The minimum ‘edii-
cational requirement is -a  high
school diploma, however, :high
school seniors assured of graduation
by June 30, 1969 are eligible to com-
pete provided they have at'least 15

credits by that time. Applicants
must have completed three units
ir. English, and three in mathema-
tics including.algebra and plane or
coordinate geometry or their equi-
valents. Applicants must be in ex-
cellent physical condition, between
64 and 78 inches in height, with
proportionate weight, and have at
least 20/30 vision. in each eye, cor-
rectable to 20/20.

Qualified young men are urged
to enter this nationwide competi-
tion for appointment as cadets in
the nation’s oldest seagoing service.
Those appointed will receive an ex-
cellent college education which em-
phasizes engineering-physical sci-
ence, social science, or marine
science-oceanography and leads to
a Bachelor of Science degree and
a commission as an Ensign in the
Coast Guard.
