A R T IC L E  I

T he fees due to  civil engineers an d  a rch itec ts for professional services re la tin g  to  th e  
construction  of popular houses b u ilt w ith  S ta te  loans or con tribu tions, sha ll no t exceed th e  
a m o u n t resu lting  from  th e  ap p lication  of th e  professional ta riff  (1st class, category  b) se t fo rth  
in  O rder No. 158, d a te d  26 Ju n e  1949, a fte r deduction  of 25%  (tw entyfive  percen t) an d  afte r 
due com pliance w ith  th e  provisions of th e  following Articles.

A R T IC L E  I I

W henever th e  ta s k  has been e n tru s te d  to  a  B ody  of civil engineers an d  arch itec ts , th e  
S ta te  loans an d  con tribu tions m a y  be bu rd en ed  w ith  one com pensa tion  on ly  c o n tra ry  to  th e  
provisions of A rticle 7 of th e  aforesaid tariff.

A R T IC L E  I I I

I n  cases of p a rtia l services th e  calcu la tion  of th e  com pensation  a t  a  pe rcen tag e  ra te  shall, 
fo r th e  purposes of th is  Order, be m ade on th e  basis of th e  ra te s  specified in  Table B , annexed  
to  th e  tariff, excluding th e  increases p rov ided  for b y  A rticle  18 of th e  said tariff.

A R T IC L E  IV

W henever th e  p a r ty  concerned an d  th e  civil engineer o r a rch itec t agree th a t  accessory  
com pensations be p a id  on  a  lum p-sum  basis, in  accordance w ith  A rticle  13 of th e  ta riff, th e  
am o u n t agreed upo n  shall no t exceed, for th e  purposes of th is  O rder, 30%  (th ir ty  pe r cen t) 
of th e  fees calculated  a t  a  percentage ra te .

A R T IC L E  V

The provisions of th is  O rder shall also be applicable to  liqu ida tions n o t y e t com pleted , 
of fees re la ting  to  task s en tru s te d  prio r to  th e  effective d a te  of th is  O rder.

AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSOLIDATED TEXT ON POPULAR AND ECONOMIC
BUILDING

A R T IC L E  I

The popular houses w hich have been b u ilt b y  th e  bodies specified un d er Nos. 2, 3 and  6 
of A rt. 16 of th e  C onsolidated T ex t 28 April 1938, No. 1165, m ay  be assigned for lease under 
th e  condition  of fu tu re  sale upo n  a p revious au th o riza tio n  of th e  D ep artm en t of Public  Ser­
vices an d  u n d e r observance of th e  restric tions an d  conditions to  be prescribed b y  th e  said  D e­
p a rtm en t p u rsu an t to  A rticles 34 an d  42 of th e  sa id  C onsolidated T ext.

F or leases concluded u n d e r th e  condition  of fu tu re  sale th e  p rovisions of th e  Consoli­
d a ted  T ex t 28 A pril 1938, No. 1165, and  those  of A rt. V of Order No. 117 d a ted  25 M ay 1949 
shall be applicable.

A R T IC L E  I I

A rt. 31 of th e  C onsolidated T ex t 28 April 1938, No. 1165, is hereby  su b s titu ted  b y  th e  
following :

„Econom ic and  popular houses m ay  no t be assigned in  ow nership to  persons who, in  th e  
sam e Com m une, own buildings en te red  in  th e  tow n land-reg ister an d  y ielding a  tax ab le  incom e, 
e ither assessed or presum ed, exceeding 18,000 Lire ,or, generally, a  dwelling com prising a t  
least th ree  room s an d  accessories.

F rom  th e  assignm ent of th e  houses m en tioned  in  th e  foregoing p a rag rap h  th ere  shall 
likewise be excluded those  persons who have  a lready  the  assignem ent in  ownership of o ther dw el­



lings b u ilt w ith  S ta te  subsidies or con tribu tions or who, being owners of o th er flats, have  a lien­
a te d  th em  a fte r 1 Ju ly  1947, as well as those persons inscribed in  th e  rolls of d irec t tax e s  for 
a  tax ab le  incom e exceeding 150,000 L ire or whose p roperty , as assessed for th e  purposes of th e  
progressive ta x  on p ro p erty , exceeds 3,000,000 Lire. I n  calculating  th e  incom e no accoun t shall 
be ta k e n  of th e  q u o ta  re la tin g  to  th e  proceeds of work.

The above exclusions shall also be applicable to  persons w hose spouses are in  th e  fore- 
said situation , p rovided such spouses are no t legally  se p a ra ted .“

A R T IC L E  I I I

A rt. 48 of th e  C onsolidated  T ex t 28 April 1938, No. 1165, as am ended  b y  th e  law  25 
M arch 1943, No. 290, is h e reb y  su b s titu te d  b y  th e  following :

„There shall be considered  as popu lar houses for th e  purposes of th is  C onsolidated T ex t 
th e  houses b u ilt b y  th e  bodies an d  com panies se t fo rth  in  th e  foregoing A rt. 16.

E ach  dwelling s h a l l :
(1) have  no t less th a n  tw o an d  n o t m ore th a n  five hab itab le  room s, besides th e  usual 

accessories consisting  of th e  k itchen , ba th room , to ile t, storeroom  an d  th e  en trance  ;
(2) have  d irec t access from  th e  land ing  of th e  sta ircase  ;
(3) have its  own to ile t ;
(4) be fu rn ished  w ith  th e  w ater-p ipe  w ith in  th e  prem ises of th e  dwelling, p rov ided  th ere  

exists a  d rink ing -w ater system  in  th e  to w n  ;
(5) correspond to  all o th e r sa n ita ry  req u irem en ts p rov ided  for b y  hygiene and  building 

R egulations. The usable surface shall no t exceed th e  following lim its :

fo r dwelling com prising tw o  room s an d  accessories ........................................... 65 square  m eters
for dwelling com prising th ree  room s an d  accessories ........................................ 80 square  m eters
for dw elling com prising four room s an d  accessories............................................  95 square  m eters
fo r dwelling com prising five room s an d  accessories ...........................................  110 square  m eters

T here shall no t be allow ed insta lla tions an d  equ ipm en t w hich, b y  th e ir  n a tu re , canno t 
be considered useful an d  no rm ally  necessary. Accordingly, th e re  m a y  be p ro jec ted  heating  
in sta lla tions p ro p o rtio n a te  to  th e  local clim atic  conditions, an d  lifts  for build ings of m ore th a n  
four stories. L ikewise th ere  shall be  allowed supply-pipes connected  w ith  th e  d is trib u tin g  in ­
sta lla tio n s for gas an d  electric  energy.

F or fam ilies consisting  of m ore th a n  seven m em bers, 16 square  m eters m a y  be ad d ed  
to  th e  above lim its  for each  person exceeding seven. I n  calcula ting  th e  num ber of th e  fam ily  
m em bers, th ere  sha ll be considered, beside th e  fam ily-head an d  his (her) spouse, on ly  children  
who are  n o t m arried  or a re  no t m  possession of an o th er fla t b y  t itle  of ow nership or lease.

P o pu lar houses b u ilt b y  in d u stria lis ts , b y  land-ow ners o r lessors of lan d  for th e ir  dep en ­
den ts , em ployees, w orkers, ag ricu ltu ra l labourers, m a y  be leased  to  th e  la t te r  o r sold on  a  p lan  
of sim ple o r insurance am ortiza tion , p rov ided  each dwelling is com posed as se t fo rth  in  sub 
num ber (1) of th is  A rtic le .“

A R T IC L E  IV

The first p a rag rap h  of A rt. 90 of th e  Consolidated T ex t 28 April 1938, X o. 1165, is h e re ­
b y  su b s titu ted  b y  th e  following :

„Cooperative societies w hich are no t c o n stitu ted  exclusively  am ong  m em bers a p p e r ta i­
n ing to  th e  categories se t fo rth  in  A rt. 91 and  have ob ta in ed  th e  S ta te  c o n trib u tio n  for th e  p a y ­
m en t of in te res ts, m a y  b u ild  an d  purchase  popu lar econom ic houses on ly  on  th e  basis of u n d i­



v ided  a n d  inalienab le  ow nership. I n  case of d issolu tion  of such cooperative societies th e  bu il­
dings sha ll be  ceded to  th e  in s titu te  for popu lar houses. T he sa id  cooperative societies m ay, 
w ith  th e  consen t of th e  financing  in s titu te  a n d  u p o n  au th o riza tio n  of th e  D ep artm en t of P u ­
blic Services, be  tran sfo rm ed  in to  „cooperative societies on  th e  base  of ind iv idual p ro p e rty “ 
a fte r  e x p ira tio n  of te n  years from  th e  d a te  of assignm ent of each building b u ilt b y  th e m .“

A R T IC L E  V

A rt. 100 of th e  C onsolidated  T ex t 28 April 1938, No. 1165, is hereby  repealed.

A R T IC L E  V I

T he provision  of A rt. I l l  of th e  C onsolidated T ex t 28 April 1938, No. 1165, shall be a p ­
plicab le  to  a ll dw ellings b u ilt b y  cooperative societies benefiting  from  S ta te  subsidies and  con­
tr ib u tio n s  ; in  such  cases th e  „Cassa D epositi e P re s ti ti“ shall be su b s titu ted  b y  th e  loan  giving 
bo d y  as regards th e  consen t to  cessions.

T he dw ellings referred  to  in  th e  foregoing parag raph  m ay  n o t be ceded or anyhow  alien­
a te d  unless 10 years h av e  elapsed from  th e  d a te  of th e  assignm ent of such dwellings.

T he first p a rag rap h  of A rt. 113 of th e  C onsolidated T ex t 28 April 1938, No. 1165, is h ere­
b y  repealed.

P A R T  I I

FISCAL AND TRIBUTARY FACILITATIONS FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF DWELLING
HOUSES

A R T IC L E  V II

D w elling houses, even  if including offices an d  shops, no t hav ing  th e  character of lu x u ry  
dwellings, th e  co n stru ctio n  of w hich is s ta r te d  w ith in  31 D ecem ber 1953 an d  com pleted w ith in  
tw o years from  th e  com m encem ent thereof, shall be exem pt for 25 years from  th e  ta x  on bu il­
dings a n d  re la tive  su rtax es  as from  th e  d a te  of declara tion  of h ab itab ility .

A R T IC L E  V III

T he benefit of th e  fixed  reg iste r ta x  and  th a t  of th e  reduction  to  one fou rth  of th e  lan d  
register ta x  („im posta ip o tecaria“ ) are hereby  g ran ted  for th e  purchase of building grounds 
and  for build ing  co n tracts, w henever th e ir  ob ject is th e  construction  of houses m entioned  in  
th e  p receding A rticle, p rov ided  th e  construction  be com m enced an d  com pleted w ith in  the  
tim e-lim its se t dow n in  th e  said  Article.

On th e  g round  ad jo in ing  th e  build ing  an d  exceeding th e  double of th e  b u ilt a rea  th e  
o rd in a ry  reg ister ta x  a n d  th e  lan d  register ta x  shall be due  upo n  com pletion of th e  construction .

A R T IC L E  IX

E x em p tio n  from  incom e ta x  is hereby  g ra n te d  on  th e  advances m ade to  th e  building 
cooperative  societies b y  th e ir  m em bers for th e  purchase of th e  grounds and  for th e  com m en­
cem ent of th e  constructions. /



E xem ption  from  th e  consum er ta x  is he reb y  g ra n te d  for th e  m ateria ls em ployed in  th e  
construction  of th e  houses m en tioned  in  th is  Order, p rov ided  th e  construction  be com m enced 
and  com pleted w ith in  th e  tim e-lim its se t dow n in  th e  preceding A rticle V II.

T he sam e exem ption  is he reb y  g ran ted  for th e  m ate ria ls  em ployed as from  th e  effective 
d a te  of th is  O rder in  houses n o t hav ing  th e  ch aracte r of lu x u ry  houses w hich are a lready  in  
course of construction , prov ided  these houses are com pleted  w ith in  tw o years following such 
da te .

Taxes a lready  pa id  shall no t be refunded.
This exem ption  shall no t im p ly  app lication  of th e  s ix th  p a rag rap h  of A rticle  80 of th e  

C onsolidated T ex t 14 Septem ber 1931, No. 1175.

A R T IC L E  X I

On transfers of ownership of houses b u ilt in  accordance w ith  A rticle  V II, tak in g  place 
w ith in  four years from  th e  declara tion  of h a b ita b ility  or from  ac tu a l h a b ita tio n , re d u c tio n  is 
g ra n te d  of th e  reg is te r ta x  to  one ha lf an d  of th e  land  reg ister ta x  to  one quarte r.

The sale of shops n o t m ade  w ith  th e  sam e deed of tran sfe r of th e  whole bu ild ing  shall 
be  excluded from  th e  facilities.

The sam e exclusion shall also ap p ly  to  th e  sale of shops w hich co n stitu te  separa te  econo­
m ic un its .

A R T IC L E  X I I

L oan con trac ts  s tip u la ted  for constructions in d ica ted  in  A rticle V II  or for th e  first sale 
of these  constructions, p rov ided  th e  la t te r  tak es place w ith in  four years from  th e  d ay  on w hich 
th e y  are declared hab itab le  or are  actu a lly  inhab ited , shall be sub ject to  th e  p ay m en t of th e  re ­
gister ta x  and  lan d  register tax es reduced  to  one q u arte r.

In te re s ts  of th e  loans shall be exem pt from  incom e tax .

A R T IC L E  X I I I

The provisions of th e  preceding A rticles shall also a p p ly  to  th e  en largem en t of houses 
m entioned  in  A rticle V II  as well as to  th e  reco n stru c tio n  of those  in  a n y  w ay  d estroyed , p ro v id ­
ed  th e  enlargem ent or reconstruc tion  are  te rm in a ted  w ith in  31 D ecem ber 1955.

A R T IC L E  X IV

E xcep t in  cases of „force m a je u re “, th e  benefits co n tem p la ted  b y  th e  p reced ing  A rticles 
shall be fo rfeited  if th e  new  constructions, th e  reconstruc tions o r th e  en largem en ts a re  no t 
te rm in a ted  w ith in  th e  tim e-lim its fixed b y  A rticle V II  and  A rticle  X I I I .

The sam e forfeiture shall tak e  p lace excep t in  cases of „force m a je u re “, if th e  loans con­
tem p la ted  b y  A rticle X I I  are no t ac tu a lly  em ployed for th e  co n stru ctio n  of th e  houses m en tio n ed  
in  A rticle V II  o r for th e  p ay m en t of th e  price of transfer.

I n  th e  cases foreseen b y  th e  preceding pa rag rap h s besides th e  no rm al tax e s  a  su r ta x  
equal to  one te n th  of th e  am oun t of these  tax es shall be due.

A R T IC L E  X V

There shall be no prejudice to  th e  m ore favourab le  fiscal an d  t r ib u ta ry  facilities p e rm it­
t e d  b y  existing  laws.



EXPROPRIATIONS

A R T IC L E  XVT

T he prov isions con ta in ed  in  A rticles 46 an d  47 of th e  C onsolidated T ex t 28 A pril 1938, 
No. 1165, concerning ex p ro p ria tio n  an d  occu p a tio n  of build ing  areas and  grounds for th e  con­
s tru c tio n  of p o p u lar houses, a re  h e reb y  ex te n d ed  to  all bodies an d  com panies con tem pla ted  b y  
A rticle  16 of th e  above m en tioned  C onsolidated T ex t a n d  shall be applicable regardless of th e  
Com m une w here th e  a rea  or grounds to  be ex p ro p ria ted  an d  occupied are  located .

T he Zone P re s id en t shall, if n eed  be, declare th e  u rgency  an d  undelayab le  necessity  of 
th e  w orks for th e  purposes of th e  tem p o ra ry  occupation  of th e  area, th e  expropria tion  of w hich 
is being  asked.

A R T IC L E  X V II

U p  to  31 D ecem ber 1953 i t  shall be perm issible to  proceed, in  accordance w ith  an d  for 
th e  purposes of th e  Law  25 Ju n e  1865, No. 2359, an d  subsequent am endm ents, for th e  e x p ro p ria ­
tions needed  for th e  co n stru ctio n  of dw elling-houses of a  popular character, on  th e  in itiative, and  
on beh alf of p riv a te  persons or of bodies n o t con tem plated  b y  A rticle 16 of th e  C onsolidated 
T ex t 28 A pril 1938, No. 1165, provided th e  co nstruction  of houses is considered useful for 
general in te res ts.

T he existence of general in te res t shall be recognized b y  a  decree of th e  Zone P re sid en t 
upo n  req u est of th e  p a r ty  concerned, a fte r hearing  th e  owner an d  th e  opinion of Genio Civile, 
of th e  In sp e c to ra te  of A griculture  and  of th e  Com m unal A dm inistra tion .

B y  th e  sam e decree th ere  shall be fixed th e  tim e-lim its for th e  com m encem ent a n d  te r ­
m in a tio n  of th e  constructions w hich m ay  no t exceed four m o n th s an d  tw o years respec tive ly  
from  th e  d a te  of no tification  of th e  sa id  decree.

The decree of th e  Zone P residen t shall be notified  „ex officio“ b o th  to  th e  ap p lican t 
an d  to  th e  owner. An appeal m ay  be m ade against such decree, w ith in  th e  tim e of th ir ty  days 
from  th e  no tification  to  th e  D ep artm en t of Public  Services who shall m ake a  final decision 
thereupon . I f  th e  decision of th e  D ep artm en t is no t m ade w ith in  60 d ay s th e  appeal shall be con­
sidered  to  have been re jected . I n  such cases th e  tim e-lim its m entioned  in  th e  preceding p a ra ­
graph  shall ru n  from  th e  d a te  of the  com m unication  of th e  decision or from  th e  d a te  on w hich 
th e  decree of th e  Zone P resid en t becom es execu tory .

The decree recognizing th e  general in te res t shall be eq u iva len t to  th e  declara tion  of public
u tility .

The owner m ay  su b s titu te  th e  app lican t in  th e  execution  of th e  w ork, in  w hich case he 
m u st und ertak e  to  s ta r t  th e  co n stru c tio n  w ith in  six  m on ths from  th e  d a te  of no tification  of th e  
decree of th e  Zone P residen t an d  to  com plete i t  w ith in  two years from  th e  beginning. To g u a r­
an tee  th e  u n d ertak en  engagem ent th e  owner shall give a  secu rity  equal to  one ha lf of th e  am oun t 
of th e  in d em n ity  ind ica ted  in  th e  decree of th e  Zone P residen t ; th e  secu rity  shall be collected to  
th e  benefit of th e  Public  T reasury , b y  a subsequent decree of th e  Zone P resid en t, if th e  works 
have no t been  s ta rte d  or com pleted  w ith in  th e  aforesaid  tim e-lim its ; exception  sh a ll be m ade 
in  cases of „force in a jeu re“ . The secu rity  m ay  be co n stitu ted  b y  a  „fidejussio“ g iven  b y  public  
c redit in stitu tions („ is titu ti di credito  di d iritto  p u bb lico“), b y  B anks of na tional in te re s t or b y  
Saving Banks.

If  th e  app lican t does no t s ta r t  or te rm in a te  th e  construction  w ith in  th e  tim e-lim its, fixed  
b y  th e  Zone P residen t for reasons n o t depending on „force m ajeu re“, th e  p a r ty  who h a d  been 
sub jected  to  expropra tion  m ay  ask th e  com peten t Ju d ic ia l A u th o rity  to  declare fo rfeited  th e  d e ­
c laration  of public  u til i ty  form erly  ob tained  and  to  g ran t re s titu tio n  of th e  expropria ted  p ro p e rty  
against reim bursem ent of one h a lf of th e  in d m en ity  received for th e  expropria tion .



I f  th e  owner or th e  ex p ro p ria to r fail to  te rm in ate  th e  construction  works w ith in  th e  tim e ­
lim it fixed  b y  th e  Zone P residen t for reasons th a t  canno t be a ttr ib u te d  to  th em  an d  have  been  
ascertained  as such, on  th e ir  in itia tiv e  an d  tim ely , b y  th e  Office of th e  Genio Civile, th e  Zone 
P resid en t m ay  g ra n t a n  extension  no t exceeding six  m onths.

T his Order shall en te r in to  force on  th e  d a te  of i ts  pub lica tion  in  th e  Offioial G azette .
