Koncem letodnjega junija je vojskovanje v JuZnem
Vietnamu nenadno zacelo popuscati'in nastopilo je “zatis-
je”’. Stevilo vojnih Zrtev je na obeh straneh mo¢no padlo,
vietnamska vojna. je stopila nekam v ozadje javnega zani-
manja kot pred 16 leti korejska vojna, ki so jo zaradi tega

poimenovali kar “pozabljena vojna”. Vojskovanje v Viet-|

namu ni pozabljeno, ¢eprav vidimo poro¢ila o njem manj-
krat na prvih straneh listov kot v preteklosti. Ne smemo
pozabiti, da je tudi ¢as pocitnic, ko se ljudje skuSajo od-
tegniti vsakdanjim brigam in vsaj za kratek ¢as na nje po-
zabiti. .

Vietnamska vojna ‘je velika skrb predsednika Nixona
in njegove vlade. Zavedajo se v Beli hisi predobro, da mora
biti vojskovanje v Vietnamu omejeno, $tevilo vojnih Zrtev
mo&no zmanjsano, precejSen del et umaknjen domov, Ce
naj Nixon in njegova stranka uspeta pri kogresnih volit-
vah prihodnjo jesen. Nixon bi rad vojskovanje koncal, to-
da za to sta potrebna dva. Rde¢im se za enkrat e ne mudi
preve¢ in Se vedno upajo, da bodo dotakali konec ameri-
ske potrpeZljivosti. Tako je na bojis¢ih Vietnama zatiSje,
pri razgovorih v Parizu pa zastoj.

Ameriski vojaski strokovnjaki ne vidijo v “zati§ju” na
bojid¢ih Vietnama nobenega posebnega ozadja. Za nje je
to obifajen tok vojskovanja, ki ne more biti vedno v pol-
nem zaletu. Med velikimi napori in obseZnimi nastopi na
bojis¢ih - so vedno daljsi ali krajsi premori, “zati§ja”, ko
dete polivajo, se krepe in pripravljajo na nove boje. Za
vsak vecji nastop je treba namrel zbrati zaloge streliva,
hrane in drugih potreb$¢in. Za ameriSke Cete je to soraz-
merno lahko, ker imajo na razpolago moderna prevozna
sredstva.

Rdeci morajo vecino vseh potrebs¢in spraviti do bojis¢
na hrbtih nosaev. V zadnjem letu so svojo oskrbo izbolj-
ali v toliko, da vsaj del potreb3¢in in moStva vozijo do me-
je Laosa in od tam delno $e dalje po HoCiminhovih potih,
dokler je to pa¢ mogoce. OroZje in druge vojne potrebs&ine
<a juzZni del bojis¢a, zlasti za podro¢je Mekongove delte,
prihaja zadnje ¢ase v glavnem po morju v pristani$¢e Si-
hanoukville v KambodzZi, od tam pa precej varno s tovor-
njaki dalje do meje JuZnega Vietnama. KambodZanske o-
blasti za to vedo in menda pri tem celo same pomagajo.
Princ Sihanuk je pretekli mesec sklenil z rdeCimi dogo-
vor, ki omogoc¢a tem mirno rabo KambodZe za oskrbo Cet
v JuZznem Vietnamu. Sihanuku so za to rdeCi obljubili, da
se bodo ob koncu vojne umaknili iz KambodZe in da ne
bodo tej delali nobenih sitnosti vec.

Leto$nje “zatije” na bojis¢ih v Vietnamu ni ni¢ nove-
ga, podobno zatiSje je vladalo tam tudi lani vse do konca
avgusta. Za letos napovedujejo, da bo “zati§je” trajalo Se
dalj, morda celo Se ve¢ mesecev. AmeriSki vojaski vodniki,
Ki so Se do nedavnega napovedovali novo rdeto ofenzivo,
sodijo zdaj, da do kaj takega ne bo prislo, vsaj ne Se dva
do tri mesece. Nikjer niso namre¢ odkrili ve¢jega zbiranja
rdeCega mostva in vojnih potrebs¢&in.

ZdruZene drZave hocejo vojskovanje v Vietnamu ome-
jiti, kar se le da in kakor hitro je to mogoCe. Ker ne verja-
mejo, da bi rde€i bili Ze pripravljeni na politi¢no reSitev
spora, skudajo osposobiti Juzne Vietnamce, da bodo oni
prevzeli teZzo boja, iz katerega se naj ameriSke Cete postop-
no umikajo. To bo zmanjSalo ameriSke vojne izgube in
vplivalo pomirjevalno na ameriSko javno mnenje in na
razpoloZenje volivcev. Zal “vietnamizacija” vojskovanja ne
napreduje tako naglo, kot bi v Washingtonu radi.

ZDA opremljajo in veZzbajo juZnovietnamske oboroZe-
ne sile po izdelanem nacrtu, pa tem samim manjka potreb-
nih skusenj in dobrega vodstva, da bi mogle hitrejSe pre-
vzemati na sebe breme vojskovanja. Vojaski strokovnjaki
sodijo, da bo minilo dve leti ali celo vec, predno bodo juz-
novietnamske sile sposobne prévzeti vecji del vojskovanja
in Se to le ob mo&ni podpori ameriskih letalskih sil, topni-
§tva in oskrbe.

Tudi Severni Vietnam ¢&uti teZke izgube v ljudeh in
sredstvih za vojskovanje v Juznem Vietnamu, tudi tam so
zadeli nekaj bolj upostevati izgube v mostvu, ki so pov-
pre¢no od pet do desetkrat ve¢je od ameriskih in juZno-
vietnamskih. Tako je tudi Hanoiu “zatisje” na bojis¢ih do-
brodoslo. Kon&ali ga bodo nemara Sele, kadar bodo videli,
da je to potrebno zaradi politi¢nih ciljev v Parizu ali pa v
— ZDA.

Washington je med tem zacel v vojskovanju omejevati
obseZne nastope, s katerimi naj “bi nasprotnika odkrili in
uni¢ili”’, povecal pa je Stevilo manjsih vojaSkih operacij. V
boj ne hodijo ve¥ cele divizije, niti ne polki in bataljoni.

Prevelika omejitev ameriskih
in ostalih zavezniskih vojaskih operacij bi dala rde¢im moz-
nost krepitve in izboljSanja njihovega poloZaja, utrjevanje
njihovega vpliva med prebivalstvom. Prav za tega pa boj
gre. Na Cigar strani bo prebivalstvo, tisti bo konéno pre-
vladal. Rde¢i se zavedajo, da prebivalstvo ni z njimi v taki
meri, da bi iim svobodno ljudsko glasovanje prineslo zma-
go, zato volitve, ki jih jim je ponudil Van Thieu, odklanja-
jo. Nepristranski proudevalci razmer v JuZnem Vietnamu
trdijo, da bi pri svobodnih volitvah pod mednarodnim nad-
zorom dobili rdeci kve&jemu “okoli 209" glasov.

| liament, according to late reports, is considering legislation to
repeal certain clauses of the Magna Carta, the ancient charter’s
most important legacv remains intact. It provides that no free
man should be seized or imprisoned, or stripped of his rights or
possessions, or outlawed or exiled, or deprived of his standing
in any other way, except by the lawful judgment of his equals
or by the law of the land.

Many of us may have to learn again what the English Kings
learned at Runnymeade seven centuries ago. The enduring force
of law is the basis of civilization and freedom.

These
samples have been taken in the
past at various locations through-
out the Greater Cleveland area. Dr.
Castele’s research has indicated that
there was little variation among the
four sampling stations on a day to
day basis.

THIS PROGRAM involves four
lab technicians and Dr. Castele and
is taken twice daily with analysis
and counting at Lutheran Hospital
labs. Reports of the count are made
available free to the press, radio
and TV stations by the Cleveland
Health Museum upon request.

It has been pointed out by promi-
nent allergists in this area that pol-
len counts of this nature, although
part of a national survey, have little
association with allergy symptoms
displayed at this time of year. In
some cases this may lead to confu-
sion of the hypersensitive person.

It has been pointed out that many
factors combine with pollen to pro-
duce the individual's discomfort,
People are reminded not to use the
count as a basis of self-diagnosis
but rather to consult competent al-
lergists for specific sensitivity test-
ing and diagnosis. Only in this way
can the causative agent be identified
and proper medical treatment ini-
tiated.

Drying meat in the form of
sausage is one of the oldest and
tastiest ways man has used to
preserve his food. ~

As fa1 back as the pre-Chris-
tian era, writers were promoting
dry sausage — indicating that
cooks for centuries have realized
the menu possibilities of this
meat product.

Modern cooks too, can take
advantage of these fine products
if they know what the label
means on the sausage they buy.

All dry sausage is ready-to-
serve, but differs from other
ready-to-serve sausage in that
the meat is not cooked. Instead,
it undergoes a long process of
air drying. This drying process,
together with the relatively high
salt concentration in dry sausage
enables it to be kept indefinitely
under refrigeration.

Dry sausage adds pep and
sparkle to a variety of dishes,
and is high in nutritive value,
too. It contains the same amount
of vital proteins, vitamins and
minerals as the fresh meat from
which it is made.

Because of its rich flavor and
firm texture, dry sausage should
be served thinly sliced. Use it to
top pizza or as an addition to
spaghetti or other dishes and
casseroles, And it’s a natural for
sandwiches and antipasto, too.

Small cubes of dry sausage
add zest to scrambled or cream-
ed eggs, macaroni and cheese,
scalloped potatoes, potato salad
and many creamed vegetables.

Or, use slivers of it in tossed
green salads. The possibilities
for hors d’oeuvres and tidbits
sre almost endless.

- Many shoppers, however, are
‘bewildéred by such foreign
names as Arles, Milano, Sopres-
sata, Landjaeger; etc, which
prevents them from discovering
the wonderful world of flavor
contained in these dry sausage
products. Join those in the know
— start by reading the sausage
labels.

First, look for the mark of
Federal meat inspection. It is
your assurance from the U.S.
Department ~of Agriculture’s
Consumer and Marketing Ser-
vice that the sausage you buy is
safe to eat, was processed under
sanitary conditions, and is truth-
fully labeled. '

This Federal inspection mark
must be on all meat products
manufactured in plants which
gell any portion of their pro-
ducts across State lines.

Many dry sausage products
are imported, and thus do not
carry a Federal inspection mark.

produce sausage for export must
be approved by C&MS for sani-
tary facilities and procedures.

Even the sausage formulas,
jabels and preparation techni-
ques are subject to review and
approval by C&MS officials.

Imported sausage also must
pass certain physical and labo-
ratory tests at the time of impor-
tation. These are iust some of
the steps taken by C&MS to
protect the American consumer
{rom unsafe and misrepresented
fuod products.

Dry sausage products may be
classified into two general types
~ dry (hard) and semi-dry
(soft). The two most popular
varieties are salamis and cerve-
lats, both of which may be of

cither the dry or semi-dry class. |

Salamis are probably the most
widely used variety of dry sau-
sage in America. Most of them
criginated in Europe, with the
largest number coming from
Italy.

The warm climate of Italy sti-
mulated the development of sa-
Jami. Preserved with an abun-
dance of salt and spices, the sau-
sage was thoroughly air, dried
¢end aged, generally without
smoking. Treated in' this way,
salamis could be kept for long
periods in a cool place.

Many communities gained
fame for their own style of sa-
lami, using different combina-
tions of meat, spices and casings.
But, in general, Italian salamis
are made of coarsely chopped,
cured lean pork and some finely
chopped, cured lean beef. They
are frequently moistened with
red wine or grape juice, and
flavored with garlic and spices.

Italians . from the southern
part ‘of Italy liked their salami
heavily' seasoned, ' especially
with red pepper, while those
from the northern part preferred
& milder sdusage, =

Controlled curing, drying and
aging processes have been deve-
loped in this country for manu-
facturing today’s salamis.

The fresh meat is chopped

ment paper, tinfoil, or tissue.
“Zome are even tied with distinc-
tive patterns of twine.

BC salami simply refers to a
salami stuffed into beef casings.

Calabrese salami originated in
southern Italy and is usually
made entirely of pork seasoned
with hot peppers. Faster nola is
coarsely chopped and mildly
seasoned pork containing black
peppers and garlic.

A distinctive feature of Genoa
calami is the cord looped around
the length of the sausage and
from end to end. It is usually
made of pork, although it may
contain some beef, The coarsely
ground meat is lightly seasoned
with garlic. It may be moistened
with wine or grape juice, or
aged in wine for about 120 days.
It is not smoked, and often
comes wrapped in parchment
paper or cellophane, printed
with the Italian colors — red,
white and green.

Sopressata, another Italian sa-
lami, is lightly flavored with
garlic and generally hotly sea-
soned with paprika and black or
red peppers. It is smoked to
varying degrees depending on
regional tastes, The finished
weight is from % to % pound
per link. '

Milano salami is similar to
other Italian salamis except that
the meat is finely cut. It is spic-
ed with garlic and has a distine-
tive cording.

Alesandri and Alpino are both
Italian-type salamis of American
origin. Apennino salami is made
of coarsely chopped pork and
beef seasoned with garlic but
not smoked. ;

Arles is a salami of French
origin. It is similar to Milano
although it’s made of coarsely
chopped meat and corded “criss-
cross” style.

German and Hungarian sala-
mis are less highly flavored but
usually more heavily smoked
than Italian salamis. German sa-
lami is made of beef and pork
seasoned with garlic It may be
tied with loops of {wine drawn
tightly into the casing about
every two inches to give a scal-
joped appearance.

Cooked salami is another clas-
sification of salamis that is often
confused with the dry varieties.
Cooked salamis are made and
seasoned about the same way as
dry salami. The fresh meat is
permitted to cure for 48 hours,
but then it is cooked and air
dried only a short time or not
at all.

They are much softer in tex-
ture than dry salamis and usual-
ly come in larger slices. Cooked
salamis are preferred by many
for sandwiches because they are
less “chewy.” Beer, cotto, and
kosher salami are cooked sala-
mis.

Beer salami is. made o! porx.
beef and spices and sometimas
undergoes a short period of ai.

Cotto is a mildly flavored Ita-
lian salami containing whole
peppercorns.|

Kosher salami is an all-beef
product made under complete
Rabbinical supervision. Curing,
seasoning, and smoking are oth-
arwise similar to other salamis.
No metter how you choose to
serve these tasty salamis, they
tit right into the busy home-
maker’s schedule. But/ to make
sure your family is getting the
safest sausage — look for the
mark of Federal inspection.
Remember, not all sausage is

THE PSYCHOLOGY OF LEARNING

New York (NAPS)— No won-
der you're smart!

Your brain has ten hkillion
nerve cells to record what you
learn.

The information you pick up
travels inside you, at speeds up
to 300 miles per hour, over a
network of nerve fibers 100,000
miles long.

There are more interconnec-
tions in your own nervous sys-
tem than there are street cor-
ners in all the world.

In spite of all this, you and
your children may still find
some things very hard to learn.
Why? The reason may surprise
you. “One reason why many
students don’t learn as mwuch as
they mignt,” says Norman Spec-
tor, noted educator, “is that they
study too much.”

By “study,” Professor Spec-
tor means trying to commit hun-
dreds of facts to memory. “A
much better approach,” he sug-
gests, “is to grasp for the con-
cepts — the foundation of facts.”

To study efficiently, educa-
tional  psychologists suggest
heeding several rules. We'll ex-
plain them in terms of helping
your child to learn, but many
work just as well in helping
yourself.

RULE #1: Make it fun to learn,
Encourage your child to collect
pretty things — rocks, butter-
flies, or whatever — then ask if
he’d like to learn more about
what he’s collecting from a
hook. For a birthday or Christ-
mas gift, get a subscription to
one of the children’s magazines
that teach while entertaining.

issues of the “National Geogra-
phic” so a child can cut them
up and make scraphooks on a
rainy day. Instead of going to
the playground all the time, visit
some nearby historic places, and
tell the child what happened
there years ago.

RULE #2: Help the child use
his. ' knowledge successiully.
Learning to write is all the more
satisfying to a child if he can
make labels out of adhesive tape,
then paste them around his
room. Let him write the gfncery
lists, put names in your address
book, and make his greeting
cards and invitations, Arithme-
tic is more fun if you encourage
the child to figure out how much
of his allowance he'll have if
he spends 10c on candy, or how
many weeks he must save half
his allowance in order to buy a
pair of skates. Geograpny is
more of a treat if you keep a
globe or an atlas near the TV
set so a child can locate places
shown on the news show.
RULE #3: Encourage success.
A child will be more happy with
school, and eager to do school-
work, if success — high grades
or demonstrated knowledge —
leads to praise from you. The
reward of praise and approval
is a much better motivator
among children than long expla-
nations of how important grades

RULE #4: Don’t knock failure.
Haim Ginott, the famed child
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,psychologist, warns that it is
vital not to compare a child un-
tavorably with another. Though
on occasion it may stimulate a
child to competition, in general
the competition is unhealthy
and the results negative. “At
the same time,” writes Ginott,
“a child should not be threaten-
ed or nagged. Threats and nag-
ging are common because they
make one believe that something
is being done about a situation.
In reality, such admonitions are
worse than useless. They only
result in a charged atmosphere,
an irritated parent and an angry
child.”

RULE #5: Don’t knock the
teacher or school or the subject.
If you say, “Why did she teach
you that?” the child probably
won't be able to tell you, but he
will have some doubts about his
teacher’s knowledge or ability.
This makes it harder for the
child to follow his teacher’s di-
rections. A better response, if
you have such a question, is to
go to the school and ask.

RULE #6: Set aside a time and
place for homework. Not when
a choice TV show is on, lest
studying become associated with
missing out. Not in the kitchen,
or someplace else where people
are likely to cause distractions.
Do make sure that there’s ade-
quate lighting, and that there
is one uncluttered place—a desk
is best — where the student can
have all his supplies at hand.

RULE. #7: Don’t make learn-
ing the name of the game, Game
of the States teaches geography,
Recall improves observation,
Concentration requires players
to pay close attention, and Fore-
sight teaches spelling, but all
these games and others do their
jobs best if you make fun not
|learning, the object of the game.
IGiving a child educational
games is fine, but often urging
him to play may have a nega-
tive effect.

RULE #8: Help with home-
work the right way. According
to the National Education Asso-
ciation, “When your child has a
homework assignment, his. tea-
cher doesn’t want you to do it
for him or even show him how
to do it. You can lend a hand
though. You can help him select
topies for themes. You can help
him get together the items he
needs for science experiments.
You can pronounce spelling
words as he writes them. You
can suggest ways in which his
papers will present a neater,
more attractive appearance.”

RULE #9: Seeing that learn-
ing is in the cards. A library card
is a must for a child, but if a
parent is too big a bug on scold-
ing, a chiid may hesitate to re-
port a lost library card. To give
extra help at home with math,
book and stationery stores have
Milton Bradley flash cards that
are a big help. The instructions
tell you what to do. Interesting-

| pioneering advanced educational
aids 100 years ago (the gist of
his idea: learning should be
fun). But the company he foun-
ded went on to make millions
and gain worldwide fame in
both educational materials and
games.

RULE #10: Remember that
there’s more than schoolwork
to learn. All work and no play
may make Jack not only a dull
boy but also a neurotic. Some
parents, feeling personal victory
or defeat based on a child’s
grades, push too hard. Other
parents schedule so many
“learning situations” for a child
— ballet Monday, acting school
Wednesday, arts and crafts Fri-
day, and piano practice daily —
the youngster misses out on
learning sports, social interac-
tion, and the joy of discovering
things on his own,
