Vedfal
je, da ga okupatorjeva policija ne bo branila, pa venc'iar je
ostal tam, kjer je bil. Po svoji navadi ni niti popustil niti
cdstopil za las. Na smrt je ¢akal, sodbo je resno razumel3
pa se ni niti premaknil. To je bil moz, k§ bi mu premnogi
predvojni komunisti morali biti hvalezni, da jim je Ff’_s‘l
zivljenje, kajti predno je odSel z oblasti, je ukazal: Umgtf
povsod vse sezname komunistov, da jih okupator ne d_ob1!

Dne 13. oktobra 1942 je stopil v hiSo duhovsko oblegen
komunisticni morivec, ¢e§ da ima izro€iti g. banu vazno
pismo. Kot duhovniku mu je bilo omogoceno priti v Ngtla—
Genovo sobo, kjer je od blizu z revolverjem _ustrehl biviega
bana v glavo, da se je mrtev zgrudil. Morivec je pobegml sko-
zi okno in s pripravljenim motornim vozilom izginil.

Tako je bil na najbolj podel nacin izvrSen ukaz vodi-
teljev komunizma v Sloveniji. Pasti je dr. Natlaten moral
zato, ker je bil vodilen nasprotnik komunistiCnega nacrta
za prevzem oblasti nad slovenskim narodom. Kar se je ta-
krat in pozneje pisalo v komunisti¢nih publikacijah in go-
vorilo na mitingih o razlogih za njegovo obsodbo in umor,
je zgodovinska laz, da bi se prikrili pravi in resni¢ni motivi
za njegovo likvidacijo.

Od treh strani so vanjo prodirale sovrazne ar-
made, stik z ostalimi deli drzave je bil radi razmer na Hrva-
gkem hipoma pretrgan in slovenska zemlja je postala Cez
no¢ najbolj vojasko in politino zapus¢en del jugoslovanske
driave. Na Zelu tega stiskanega ozemlja se je znaSel ban
dr. Marko Natlaten naenkrat kot edina oblast, kot vojaski
poveljnik, kot politi¢ni vodnik in kot suveren, na igar
ramah leZi vsa velika odgovornost. Slovencem je grozila ne-
posredno nevarnost, da jih ogromne sovrazne sile stro in
unidijo. Natlagen je iskal sveta in opore v demokrati¢nih
politiénih skupinah in drugih organizacijah in nekaj tega
nadel, a odgovornost je bila njegova, on je bil ban, on edini
politiéni in upravni predstavnik naroda na terenu.

Hew York Geniral
Compeles In ‘Golden
Freight Gar’ Goniest

Washington, D.C. — Import-ex-
port freight traffic is receiving a
big boost through the use of special
cargo containers that can be picked
up by truck from irland manufac-
turers, moved to seaport by rail,
carried overseas by ship, distributed
abroad by rail and delivered to for-
eign customers by truck.

Citing its pioneering efforts in
developing this international con-
fainerized service, the New York
Central System has entered the 1967
“Golden Freight Car” Award con-
test sponsored by Railway Progress
Institute — the national association
of the railway equipment and sup-
ply industry.

The New York Central was a
Golden Freight Car Award winner
in 1965 and received an “Award of
Merit” plaque as a runner-up in
five other years.

Known in the transportation in-
dustry as Flexi-Van, the Central’s
container service reduces handling,
cuts shipping time and practically
eliminates the problems of pilfer-
age and in-transit damage. The key
element of this service is an all-
metal container, resembling the
van of a semi-trailer truck.

Mounted on removable wheels,
can be driven to a
shipper’s loading dock. At the rail
terminal, where the wheels are dis-
engaged, the container slides onto a
specially desigred rail car and
locked in place.

For sea travel, the wheelless con-
tainers stack neatly in the hold or
on the deck of a ship. Locked
against theft and sealed against
weather, the containers give ship-
per’s lower insurance rates, require
less warehousing, reduce loss and
damage claims and afford other
cost-saving berefits.

Internaticnal Promotion Started

The Central’s Golden Freight Car
entry tells how it promoted this ex-
tension of American transportatioa
know-how to world-wide markets
by initiating an erergetic market-
ing plan to demonstrate the advan-
tages of Flexi-Van to American ex-
porters and foreign distributors, and
to help alert steamship companies
to the growing revolution in con-
tairerized freight.

The entry shcws how numerous
advertisements informed interna-
tional shippers of Flexi-Van advan-
tages in four languages and in se-
ven countries — along with arti-

magazines at home and abroad. A
portable Flexi-Van display carried
the idea to many major cities and
production centers across the United
States.

New York Central executives
fanned out across Europe to pro-
mote Flexi-Van through speeches
and press conferences, while for-
eign trade delegatiors were invited
to visit and inspect American Fle-
xi-Van facilities. Major delegations

from seven countiries were among
‘the many visiting groups.
Cooperative Effort Brings Eesults

The entry explains how Central
officials also worked with U.S. Cus-
-toms and other governmert agen-
cies, shippers, exporters, and ship
lines to bring about amendments
to tariff regulations, freight rates,
container rental provisions and
other formalities that slowed export
container movements.

Through these efforts, interra-
tional + Flexi-Van traffic grew 383
percent in 1966, and brought new
recognition to this major transpor-
tation advance by earning a Presi-
dential “E” Award for the New
York Central, the entry rotes.

Liberty — “I lift my lamp beside
the golden door.”
Dr. Gebhard’s honor was an-

G. Papandreas,
president of the Board of Trustees
of the Nationalities Services Cen-
ter. Wendell A. Falsgraf, past presi-
dent of the NSC, is in charge of
the event.

Most Clevelanders know some-
thing of Dr. Gebhard’s distinguished
career. He was born in Germany
in 1901; became a U.S. citizen in
1944, He studied medicine at Ber-
lin, Munich and Rostock, and ob-
tained his M.D. degree in 1924.

He has been curator of the Ger-
man Hygiene Museum, Dresden;
Executive Secretary, exhibition,
“Mother and Child”, Vienna, Aus-
tria; Executive Secretary, Child
Health and School Hygiene, Inter-
national Hygiene Exposition, Dres-
den; Scientific Director of Exposi-
ticn office, City of Berlin; Exhibi-
tien, “The Women”, 1933; Heredity
and Eugenics, Pasadena, 1934;

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Juvenile Delinguency
Prevention and Gonirel

Another bill passed by the House
last week after two roll call votes
was H.R. 12120, a $25 million pro-
gram aimed at combating juvenile
delinquency. Normally a non-con-
troversial program, this year’s de-
bate lasted nearly six hours. The
roll call votes were or. amendments
to give control of the program to the
individual states and to prohibit
any of the money authorized in the
legislation from being channeled
into programs funded by the Office
of Economic Opportunity. The
amendment banring any of the
funds from going into O.E.O. pro-
grams was approved 241 to 132, and
the amendment to provide grants
to the states to carry out the pro-
gram was approved 234 to 139. I
voted in favor of both of these
amendments as well as in favor of
the bill on final passage, which was
by a voice vote.

Of the $25 million authorized by
the bill, 75 percert will be appor-
tioned to the states on the basis
of relative . population, while the
remaining 25 percent will be dis-
tributed on the basis of a formula
to be devised by the Secretary of
Health, Education and Welfare. Of
the total, 80 percent must go to
local communities, while the re-.
mainder will be used for state pro-
grams. Grants are authorized to
cover the cost of projects or: pro-
grams for diagnosing, treating and
rehabilitating youths who are de-
linquent or in danger of becoming
delinquent, It also provides funds
to establish programs for special
preventive services including
construction of facilities—for youths
in danger of becoming delinquents.

The bill was debated against a
background of sobering statistical
data. For instance, the President’s
Crime Commission reported that
one boy in every six is referred to
the juvenile court. The House Com-
mittee on Education and Labor,
which corsidered the bill, reported
that while youths between the ages
of 11 and 17 make up only 13 per-
cent of the population, they were
convicted of half the burglaries,
larcenies and car thefts. This bill
should prove helpful in meeting
the crucial problem. With juvenile
crime rising at an alarming rate, it
is evident that we must do some-
thing to stem this tide.

RELIEF FOR INDUSTRIES AND
WORKERS INJURED BY IMPORTS
The House has passed and sent to
the Senate a bill (HR. 478) to
amend the Fair Labor Standards
Act to establish procedures to re-
lieve domestic industries and work-

this bill. Under H.R. 478, the Secre-
tary of Labor would be given autho-
rity to investigate to determine if a
particular product or group of pro-
ducts is being imported in such
quantities that it is impairing or
threatening to impair the well-being
of any group of workers in the Uni-
ted States. The Secretary would
urdertake the investigation upon
the request of the President, by
resolution passed in either body of
the Congress, upon application of
employee representatives, or upon
.application of any interested party
such as a town, county, etc. The
Secretary would report on his in-
vestigation within four months after
it was requested and then the Pre-
! sident could take such steps as he
| deems appropriate to correct the
situation — either through import
gquotas or other means.

Interest in the impact of foreign
imports on the economic well-being
of our Nation is not limited to one
or another segmert of our structure,
I concerns all of us. The hearings
on H.R. 478 repeatedly illustrated
certain disadvantages faced by Ame-
rican labor when placed in compe-
tition with foreign labor’s wage
scales and lower standards of living.
The dilemma is caused by the fact
that American wage and hour pro-

tectiors obviously do not affect the
policies of other governments.

The steel industry and its work-
ers have been particularly affected
by imports. It has been estimated
that the total employment displaced
by 1966 steel imports would appro-
ximate 83,000 people. One witness
stated it most succinctly: steel im-
ports mean job exports! H.R. 478
will not offer the complete solution
to such grievances, but if it does
nothing else, it will alert the Secre-
tary of Labor and the American
public to the needs and the prob-
lems in cennection with certain
imports. It is important for our Na-
tion to be cognizant of these prob-
lems and to begin thinking about
some of the solutions ‘that we will
have to undergo to make our whole
system of imports more reasonable,
fair and effective, A

Their
friends gone, their families in some
other city, and their savings de-
pleted by the years and the rising
cost of living, they face the bleak
prospect of loneliness and poverty.

More than a decade ago, Greater
Cleveland decided something had
to be done to help the increasing
number of older persons in our
ccmmunity. Thus, civic leaders
carefully outlined a plan for a cen-
ter for “older persons, “located as
centrally as possible to be available
for all sections of the city.”

Today, many of these plans have
thanks to the
United Appeal. Cleveland now
boasts three Golden Age Centers,
providing older citizens with re-
creational  activities, social gather-
ings, adult learning, and most im-

portantly, a place to be with a
friend — someone in their golden
years too.

In addition to these centers, the
United Appeal helps support eight
homes for the aged, and the new
Senior Information Center, a refer-
ral agency which helps older per-
sons make the best possible use of
all services available to them in
the community.

All of these receive substantial
dollar amounts from the United
Appeal each year, helping them
maintain their vital programs. Last
vear, for example, the Golden Age
Centers received more than 709 of
their operatirg budget — some $94,-
893 — from the United Appeal.

The first of the centers, the Lucia
J. Bing Center at E. 39th and Cen-
tral Avenue, opened its doors on
August 1, 1955. Like the later cen-
ters, it is located in or adjacent to
a Metrcpolitan Housing Authority
building providing housing for the
elderly.

Although the certers are closely
related to these buildings, their pro-
grams and activities are not limi-
ted to residents of any one building
or neighberhood. They are open to
members from all sections of the
city.

The programs differ for each
center, put they all have the same
goal: to provide senior citizens with
companionship, recreation, and the
charce to enjoy their golden years
to the fullest extent.

A typical day at the centers might
include classes in hobbies such as
sewing, woodworking, or weaving,
w perhaps lessons in English for
the foreign-born members, Senior
citizens have demonstrated ‘a re-
markable desire to learn new skills,
ard teaching them has hecome ‘a
major objective of the centers. -

Each noon, the centers open their
cafeterias, which provide senior citi-
zens with high-quality food at a
very low cost. A good lunch usually
costs less than:60c; This is extreme-
ly helpful, because many of these
people are living on fixed incomes.

Afternoons and evenirgs are al-
ways filled with activities such as
social gatherings, club meetings.
song fests, parties, or dances. In ad-
dition, there is always a great deal
of ‘spontaneous activity — card
games, pocket billiards, and the
like. It’s a full-time " program for
the center., 3

And, if the center members ever
need help from arother health and
welfare agency, the Senior Infor-
mationi Center stands ready to give
them all ‘the help and care they
need, through counseling, health
care, or rehabilitation. ‘

Together, the Golden Age Cen-
ters, the homes for the aged; and
the Senior Informatior. Center pro-
vide Greater Cleveland’s senior citi-
zens ‘with a full range of vital ser-
vices' — services all made possible
by. your one annual gift to the
United Appeal.

On thii second anniversary of
Presiden' Lyndon B. Johnson’s
signing ¢ the Immigration Act
of October 3, 1965 at the Statue
of Liberty, joyous family reun-
ions are taking place in home
after hone across this nation of
immigrarts,

- Relatives, often old and lone-
ly, who had despaired of ever
seeing their loved ones again,
are together once and for all to
share in the American dream.

On this happy anniversary,
the humane new law is making
reunions possible in greater
numbers of persons from more
countries from all over the
world than ever before.

These happy family scenes
 are due to the legislation signed
by President Johnson just two
‘years ago on that golden Octo-
,ber day in the shadow of the
Majestic Statue in New York
Harbor.

The legislation, which had
been recommended by a Demo-
cratic president and then ap-
proved by a Democratic Con-
gress, wiped out once and for
all the injustices of the long-
standing national origins quota
system.

This system, which said per-
sons born in some foreign coun-
tries were better than those born
in others, produced the sorrow
of broken homes and family
separations. Families were kept
apart because a husband or a
wife or a:child had been born
in the wrong place.

But with a stroke of his pen
on that bright October Sunday,
President Johnson ended what
he called a “very deep and pain-
ful flaw in the pattern of Ame-
rican justice.”

In the future, the President
promised, those wishing to come
to America to live will be ad-
mitted on the basis of their
skills and their close relation-
ship to relatives already here.
Today immigrants from aill
over the globe — from areas of
Europe, Asia and Africa which
fer so long had been the victims
of harsh diserimination — are
arriving in a steady stream ‘to
rejoin their families because of

available,

At these busy, friendly offi-.
ces, the new 'immigrants, often
nervous and uncertain, can get
the information which will lead
them to the complete fulfillment

of all their dreams — American

citizenship through naturaliza-
tion.

They will learn that as immi-
grants admitted to the United
States for permanent residence,
they will be eligible to petition
for naturalization five years
from the date they arrived here.
However, they will also learn
that, should they marry Ameri-
can citizens, they will be able to
petition for naturalization only
three years from the date of
their marriage.

Thus, on this second-anniver-
sary occasion, these new immi-
grants who have come to rejoin
their families or to contribute
their skills to a more prosperous
America, soon will be able to
enjoy the full rights and respon-
sibilities of American citizen-
ship.

They will then be full part-
ners in building “our beautiful
America,” of which President
Johnson spoke so proudly just
two years ago in wiping out
discrimination in the immigra-
tion laws and at the same time
making dreams of thousands
and thousands of foreign-born
come true.

of welfare clients to cash their
checks at banks — has also been
rectified.

Since December, 1966, nearly 2,000
welfare clients have signed up for
cashing their checks at banks. The
agreement to cash welfare checks
was worked out between the banks
and the County Welfare Department
with the aid of a civic committee
headed by Ralph Besse, president
of the Cleveland Illuminating Co.

Under the rules suggested by the
banks, identification cards are sign-
ed by the welfare client in the pre-
sence of their caseworkers. The
client chooses the bank and branch
vhere he wishes to cash his monthly
public assistance check. Half of the
card is retained by the County Wel-
fare Department and the other half
goes to 'the bank branch.

“It is now possible for a welfare
client to cash his check, purchase
food stamps ard pay his utility
wbills in one stop,” Burns commen-

ited. “This program which is still in
jits infancy, is an important phycho-
ilogical change for people who have
‘never been exposed to banks. It
- frees the welfare client from usur-
ious arrangements with those who
‘Tovercharge them for cashing checks.

“In,'welfare, we are thinking in
terms of the generations. The case-
worker is playing an important role
in moving clients into the main-
stream  of American life when she
educates her client to the financial
services now being offered by Cle-
veland banks and savings and loan
associations,” the director said. “It
is abvious that many clients are
still not aware of how to use the
banks and are fearful of them. This
is a long range program that will in
time prove its value to the com-
munity and the individual.”
