the term used by the British
historian Count Tolstoy about
Domobranci. This is also why
I am answering Mr. Rucigay’s
invitation.

I am quite satisfied and can
harbor no doubt whatsoever
about his good faith and inten-
tions. I am certain that he
sincerely and simply speaks
out his mind about what he
believes in and makes charges
he considers justified.

He, however, does not keep
in mind that following the
war, copying general war-time
Partisan manners, a brutal,
totalitarian, Communist
regime was established in
Yugoslavia, Slovenia includ-
ed. The regime had its own
concentration camps e.g.
Stemtal in Slovenia, Goli otok
in Dalmatia. It had suppressed
in a most brutal way any possi-
ble opposition to its establish-
ed power. The Church and
freedom of opinion were a
matter of its special
persecution.

All these are facts Mr.
Rucigay cannot possibly deny.
In those circumstances any ex-
pression of truth in opposition
to its official versions was
severely penalized. Only
government’s ‘‘truths’’ or
“facts’’ were allowed to be
spread in public or be filtered
to the outside world. In this
way the line between the stark
reality and the overwhelming,
glorious official fictions
became completely blurred,
the picture of reality slowly
sinking with the flood of of-
ficial versions. The brainwash
was absolute. A thaw in these
restrictions has begun only a
few years ago.

It is for this reason that I
question Mr. Rucigay’s — cer-
tainly not his good faith or his
intentions as I have said
before, but the grade of his
credibility about the situation
in Slovenia during the war.
For I’ve “‘been there’’ during
the entire war, constantly in
touch with Slovenian reality,
twice in a fascist prison, once
— as Domobranec — severely
wounded in my fight against
the vernacular terror of Slove-
nian Partisans.

He also has ‘‘been there’’ but
for a few weeks only, as he
says, escorted by (not admit-
tedly) Communist-Partisans
or interpreters of the same

feather, in the midst of a cap-

tive population supposedly
“liberated’’ by the forces led
in a totalitarian way by
political commisars. The cap-
tive people could neither com-
municate with him in English
nor would dare even in dreams
to spell out the conditions of
their “‘liberation.”’ 1 therefore
sincerely believe that Mr.
Rucigay’s credibility about the
war situation in Slovenia has
been, he unwilling, impaired
by his ingenuity or has been
partially tainted by such un-
fortunate circumstances.

His experience and mine do
not rest on the same foot.
Thus, a serious dialogue is not
possible. Between the two
levels of credibility it would
only lead to continuous

polemics based on misconcep-
tions or misunderstandings.

I believe, nonetheless, that
such a dialogue is quite feasi-
ble. This may be a very long
shot, but Mr. Rucigay has
only to proceed to some
thorough personal soul-
searching and find among the
facts, ‘‘facts’’ or hearsay
about wartime Slovenia his
answers to the following ques-
tions:

1) Does he sincerely believe
that the dawn of truth about
Slovenia during and after the
war, mirrored recently on the
English pages of American
Home, including this letter,
maybe called an expression of
“hatred?”’

2) Does he sincerely
believe that ‘‘documentation”
published during communist
tyranny in Slovenia about its
wartime history is a real reflec-
tion of veracity and does not
hide the truth?

3) Does he sincerely
believe, that being in Partisan
hands he was bound to be
shown or told everything
about their atrocities, while
they kept mum to their own
people?

My own answer to these
three questions is negative. I
am really afraid that Mr.
Rucigay’s positive answer to
any of the above questions
would preclude the possibility
of a forthcoming sincere
dialogue. It would only pre-
sent a chasm between the dif-
ferent levels of credibility and
would only lead to heated
polemics. Yet by now and out-
side  Slovenia the  era  of
polemics about wartime
Slovenia is over. It is its
historic reality that counts
from now on.

M1 cRucigay s letten;
although involuntarily,
follows in a way the line of
character assassination drive
about Domobranci. The
bodies of Partisans’ victims,
unarmed, naked and
massacred have been thrown
providently underground half
a century ago. But, in Kocev-
ski Rog, Teharje and other
places, they were but physical-
ly assassinated. Their
character assassination,
especially in the eyes of the
Allies was bound to follow to
exculpate those massacres.
Here lies the difference bet-
ween the Nazi and the Com-
munist massacres. The Nazis
tried the character assassina-
tion of Jewish people in ad-
vance, the communists have
been using it after massacres
of their victims.

Naselbina slovenskih izse-
ljencev v kraju Bruay v severo-
zahodni Franciji je leta 1949
slavila 25-letnico svojega ru-
darskega drustva. Ob tej prili-
ki je druitveni delavec Franc
Simonéi¢ napisal pregled dela
in Zivljenja te naselbine. Roko-
pisno porocilo se je ohranilo in
iz njega urednik povzema vaz-
nejSe dogodke. Nadvse zani-
miv je pregled dogodkov in
reakcije izseljencev ob spremi-
njanju tamkajsnjih in zunanjih
politi¢nih razmer, od odnosov
med Francijo in Nemc¢ijo, do
nemske okupacije, francoske
osvoboditve, do repatriacije in
delovanja nove Jugoslavije z
emigranti.

Ve¢ zapiskov se ukvarja s
slovenskimi izseljenci v Zdru-
zenih drZavah. Za zgodovino
izseljenstva je novost porocilo
o Vestniku, ki ga je v letih
1908-1909 v New Yorku izda-
jal Viktor J. Kubelka. Doslej
je bila znana le naslovna stran
osme Stevilke drugega letnika,
ki jo hranijo v emigrantskih
arhivih v Minnesoti. Janez Ar-
nez je ofitno odkril Se druge
izvode, ker iz njih prina3a iz-
vlec¢ke o slovenskih izseljencih
v New Yorku in Clevelandu, v
Pueblu in Chicagu.

Na novo je predstavljen list
Slovenian Herald, ki je izhajal
v letih 1953 in 1954 v Chicagu,
najprej pod uredniitvom Johna
Kosa in kasneje dr. Ludvika
Leskovarja. Ohranjeni izvodi
kaZejo, da je list nameraval in-
formirati anglesko govorede

naseljence o slovenskih pro-
blemih, predvsem o trzaSkemu
vprasanju.

V Rimu je v marca 1946 za-
¢el izhajati kot razmnoZenina
Glas Jugoslavije. Prinasal je
novice iz Jugoslavije in prevo-
de ¢lankov o Jugoslaviji, ki so
izsli v tujini. Za zgodovino slo-
venske emigracije je predvsem
gradivo objavljeno maja 1946,
kjer obsoja gibanje za samo-
stojno slovensko drzavo, ki so
ga takrat v Rimu vodili dr.
Ciril Zebot, kasnejdi Cleve-
land&an JoZe Spindler in pisec
Fran Erjavec. List je zagovar-
jal zedinjeno Jugoslavijo in je
smatral vsako disidentsko de-
lavnost kot Skodljivo za slo-
vensko emigrantsko skupnost.

V Clevelandu je marsikdo
poznal Zdravka Novaka in
njegovo knjiZznico. Pogledi
nam prikazejo Zivljenjsko delo
pokojnega Novaka. Ves (as
begunstva, od leta 1945 do
svoje smrti leta 1971, je zbiral,
hranil, registriral begunske
tiske. Ko je prisel leta 1949 v
Cleveland, je prinesel seboj
dva zaboja knjig, revij in tiska-
nin. Vsa kasnej3a leta je zbir-
ko dopolnjeval, po vegini z na-
kupovanjem iz lastnega Zepa.
Zbirki je dal ime Slovenska
zdomska knjiZnica. Po dogo-
voru je celotno knjiZnico in ar-
hive naklonil slovenskemu za-
vodu Slovenik v Rimu. Neja-
sno je, na kak3en nacin je vedji
del zbirke v kasnejsih letih iz-
ginil in je bil po vsej verjetno-
sti unicen.

Ob tem se ponovno odpira
vpasanje, kako zagotoviti o-
hranjanje dokumentov sloven-
ske emigrantske preteklosti.
Marsikdo je v preteklosti in. Se
danes naznanja, da zbira gra-
divo, malokdo lahko zagotovi,
da bo gradivo ohranjeno. Pred
skoro petdesetimi leti je bil v
Slovenskem narodnem domu
organiziran slovenski izseljen-
ski muzej. Po kratkem navdu-

zbirka je bila poslana v Ljub- .

ljano, kjer je zaradi malomar-
nosti vetina gradiva propadla.

Neznana je bodo¢nost boga-
te zbirke Slovenskega razisko-
valnega centra, ki ga vodi
prof. Edi Gobec.

Sodi¢e tudi ni upodtevalo
motivov za doloena dejanja,
to pa je edino merilo za ugoto-
vitev krivde posameznika. Po-
slugalci, ki so jih izbrali kra-
jevni organi Ozne, sO sprem-
ljali proces z neumestnimi kli-
ci. Pravne maksime in dubio
pro reo (v dvomljivem primeru
je treba obtoZenca oprostiti)
sodis¢e ni upostevalo.

Celo zgodovinarji %e danes
obsojajo $kofa zaradi izjave o
zvestobi duceju, ¢eprav je Ze
Saje v knjigi Belogardizem leta
1951 priznal, da izjava ni bila
avtenti¢na. Tudi v novem ug-
beniku za 4. razred gimnazije
je brez komentarja objavljen
faksimile Graziolijevega pona-
redka. Prav tako Skof ni bil
organizator vaskih straz, tudi
podatek o sestanku 17. febru-
arja 1942 v 3kofiji je oditen
ponaredek.

Moralna in pravna ocena
predloZenih dejstev je zgreSena
in popolnoma politi¢no in ide-
olosko preZeta. O¢itno naj ne
bi samo obsodila §kofa, tem-
ve¢ tudi onemogodila Cerkev
kot inStitucijo. Izkazalo se je
prav nasprotno, in sicer, da je
Skof iz skrbi za slovensko pre-
bivalstvo in preZivetje sloven-
skega naroda v zelo Sirokem
pomenu besede sodeloval s
politiénim oblastnim apara-
tom. Nikoli pa ni podpiral
okupatorskih sil in tudi z nji-
hovimi cilji se ni nikoli identi-
ficiral.

Kot italijanski in nemski
okupatorji je sicer odklanjal
komunizem, toda komunisti¢-
no ideologijo je obsojal zaradi
verskega preprianja — po-
dobno kot papeZi od samega
zacetka.

RoZmanovo »sodelovanje«
je treba videti pred kulisami
manjkajoce alternative.

Dejavnosti S§kofa RoZmana
med okupacijo Slovenije ni
mod razumeti, ¢e ne uposteva-
mo razlogov za njegove stike z
okupacijskimi silami, ki so jih
komunisti¢ni voditelji razlaga-
li kot kolaboracijo. Ce bi se
RoZman javno uprl sovrazni-
ku, ne bi dosegel ni¢esar. Tako
pa je lahko pomagal veliko
Slovencem ne glede na njihovo
politi¢no prepri¢anje: begun-
cem, internirancem, otrokom,
Zidom, izseljencem, bogoslov-
cem, zapornikom, talcem.

Groznja generala Roatte.
Dosedanja literatura je npr.
popolnoma napacéno interpre-
tirala sestanek v Skofijskem
dvorcu 12. septembra 1942,
Narod je na eni strani trpel

pod terorjem partizanov, na
drugi zaradi mascevanja oku-
patorja. Skof RoZman je po-
klical k sebi predstavnike mes-
¢anskih strank, Slovenske za-
veze in kulturnih ustanov, ker
sta mu generala Mario Roatta,
komandant italijanske vojske
v Sloveniji in Dalmaciji, in
Mario Robotti, poveljnik XI.
armadnega zbora, avgusta za-
grozila, da bosta izselila oz.
pobila vedje Stevilo Slovencev
in razveljavila pravice, ki so
jih Italijani s konstitucionalno
uredbo dali Slovencem v kul-
turnem in gospodarskem po-
gledu, e se ne bodo postavili
proti partizanom.

Kljub nejasnemu izidu se-
stanka je moral RoZman Itali-
janom odgovoriti. Z njegovo
vestjo je bilo nezdruZljivo, da
bi zaradi njegovega molka Ita-
lijani uresni&ili groZnje. Se isti
dan je poslal odgovor, ki ga po
dikciji sode¢ ni napisal sam. Iz
spomenice jasno izhaja, kaj so
Zeleli sestavljalci tega doku-
menta. Prvié, niso hoteli izseli-
tve, drugi¢, Zeleli so neke vrste
slovensko oboroZeno policijo
in, tretji¢, poskusili so se spo-
prijeti z italijansko samovoljo.

Poleg tega se je RoZman ne-
kaj dni pozneje, 26. septembra
1942, formalno pritoZil zaradi
nedopustnih posegov Italija-
nov. V dvajsetih to¢kah je
med drugim zahteval strogo
pravi¢nsot in popolno zakoni-
tost v duhu rimskega prava,
veljavnost predvojnih zako-
nov — razen v izjemnih prime-
rih —, osebno svobodo, nedo-
takljivost stanovanja in lastni-
Stva ter svobodo kulture. Po-
leg tega je zahteval, da Italija-
ni izpustijo iz zaporov in inter-
nacije vse, ki niso zadrZzani za-
konito, in zahteval vzpostavi-
tev javnega reda in miru.

Sporna prisega. Samo v
enem primeru bi po moji raz-
pravi sode¢ lahko prisli do za-
kljucka, da je prestopil meje
potrebne distance. To je bilo
20. aprila 1944, ko je na §tadi-
onu bral tiho masSo pred do-
mobransko prisego — v odsot-
nosti nemskih vojakov.

A tudi pri tem moramo ugo-
toviti, da je po njegovih bese-
dah in poro¢ilu tajnika Leni¢a
to naredil z zelo teZkim srcem.
Ce preud¢imo in premisljeno
ovrednotimo ‘izjave, postane
jasno, da je bil RoZman v stra-

Poleg ¢lankov in re-
cenzij za razline Casopise je
napisala dve knjigi o Habsbur-
Zanih: biografijo zadnje av-
stro-ogrske cesarice Zite, ki je
doZivela enajst izdaj v Nemdi-
ji, na Cekem in Japonskem,
ter Misijo Sixtus—Avstrijski
mirovni poskus v 1. svetovni
vojni.

Po politi¢énem prevratu
1990. v Sloveniji se je zafela
raziskovalno ukvarjati s pro-
blematiko drZavljanske vojne
in slovenske katoliske cerkve
med letoma 1941 in 1953. Na
mednarodnem zgodovinskem
simpoziju septembra 1995 je
imela predavanje o pomenu
»osvoboditve« za katoli§ko
cerkev na Slovenskem. Iz3lo je
kot podlistek v Slovencu (od
24. novembra do 8. decembra
1995).

Richarda Plaschke je v poseb-
nem zborniku 1994. objavila
razpravo Problematika katoli-
Ske cerkve v Sloveniji neposre-
dno po 2. svetovni vojni.

I :anje drugacne poti v socializem
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ZNANSTVENO POROCILO
Po spt «du z Informbiro-

jem je v . :tku'petdesetih let

jugoslove ko vodstvo spo-

znalo, d¢  vjetski model soci-

alizma p: 1 a%a slabe rezultate,
zato so zaceli razmi§ljati o ide-
jah, ki su po demokrati¢nosti
odstopale od tedanjih stalini-
sti¢nih obrazcev, ki so jih upo-
rabljale vzhodnoevropske dr-
Zave. Nove ideje so se izraZale
v raznih partijskih dokumen-
tih, pa tudi v drZavnih zako-
nih.

Prva vecja novost je bil za-
kon o upravljanju drzavnih
gospodarskih podjetij in zdru-
Zenj po delovnih kolektivih iz
junija 1950, s katerim se je v
Jugoslaviji in Sloveniji zacelo
uvajanje socialisti¢cnega samo-
upravnega sistema. Novi si-
stem naj bi drZzavno obliko
lastnine spremenil v druZzbeno
ter sproZil lo¢evanje partije in
drzave. Sistem samoupravlja-
nja se je iz gospodarstva razsi-
ril tudi na druga druZbena
podrodja.

Spremembe je hkrati sprem-
ljala tudi decentralizacija dr-
Zave. Z ustavnim zakonom iz
zaletka leta 1953 so bile poli-
ti¢ne in upravne spremembe
zaklju€ene. V definicijo drZav-
ne ureditve je bil prvi¢ uveden
pojem socializem.

Ustavni zakon je bil posledi-
ca sprememb na politiénem
podrodju in Sirjenja samou-
pravljanja z ekonomskega na
druga druZbena podrocja.
Skups¢inski sistem je doZivel
pomembne spremembe; uve-
den je bil dvodomni sistem -
zvezni zbor, zbor proizvajal-
cev. V zvezni zbor je bil vklju-
¢en zbor narodov, sestavljalo
ga je po 10 predstavnikov re-
publiskih skup3€in (Vojvodina
6, Kosovo in Metohija 4); se-
stajal se je »po potrebi«. Re-
publika je s tem v odnosu do
zvezne drZave izgubila na po-
menu. Poslance zveznega zbo-
ra so volili na osnovi sploine
volilne pravice (en poslanec na
60.000 prebivalcev), v zbor
_ proizvajalcev pa so bili izvolje-

ni zastopniki-iz proizvodnje,
transporta -in trgovine, glede
na delez posamezne panoge v
druZbenem proizvodu.

Tvorci ustavnega zakona so
bili prepri¢ani, da bosta samo-
upravljanje in decentralizacija
omogocila hkratno uresnice-
vanje nacionalnih pravic, kar
se-je izkazalo za zgreSeno, kaj-
ti v drugi polovici, zlasti pa
konec petdesetih let so se Ze
zacele kazati posledice napaé-
ne mednacionalne politike v
Jugoslaviji.

Ceprav samoupravljanje in
decentralizacija nista izpolnila
pri¢akovanj o uresni¢evanju
nacionalnih pravic in o demo-
kratizaciji, sta nakazala po-
membno razliko med nastaja-
jotim samoupravnim sociali-
sticnim modelom in doteda-
njim modelom administrativ-
nega socializma, posnetim po
sovjetskem vzoru. Ta razlika
se je v naslednjih letih e pove-
¢evala in Jugoslaviji in Slove-
niji omogo¢ila, kljub temu, da
sta v osnovi pripadali istemu
tipu druZbe kot ostale drZave
ljudske demokracije, bistveno
bolj odprt in tudi demokratic¢-
nejsi razvoj.

Zakonske spremembe v za-
Cetku pedesetih let niso zajele
vseh politiénih procesov in
niso zadovoljile niti vodstva
KPJ niti drzavljanov. Pojav-
ljale so se zahteve po 3e bolj
strogi partijski drZavi na eni in
po razpustitvi partije ali pa
vsaj po ustanovitvi konkuren-
¢éne socialistiéne stranke na
drugi strani.

Zunanji izraz reformnih
procesov je bil 6. kongres KPJ
novembra 1952 v Zagrebu. Na
njem se je KP preimenoval v
Zvezo komunistov (ZK), se de-
klarativno izrekla za lofevanje
drZavne in partijske oblasti in
za spremembo metod politié-
nega dela; ZK naj bi bila zgolj
idejna in ne vel neposredna
voditeljica.

Toda kmalu je prislo do za-
ustavitve reformnih procesov.

Sredi leta 1953 je na to vpliva-
lo pricakovanje normalizacije
odnosov s Sovjetsko zvezo po
Stalinovi smrti, januarja 1954
pa je ZKJ obracunala z Milo-
vanom Dilasom kot najbolj iz-
postavljenim nosilcem refor-
mnih procesov.

To pa ni pripeljalo do obra-
¢una z vsemi spremembami,
saj je ZKJ nekatere rezultate
reform obdrZala in jih nadalje
razvijala. Posledica resolucije
o krepitvi pravosodja in zako-
nitosti, ki jo je CK KPJ sprejel
junija 1951, je bil nov zakonik
o kazenskem postopku, spre-
jet jeseni 1953, ki je stalinistié-
no kazensko pravo omilil.

Izboljavo na idejnem in
kulturnem podrocju je prine-
sla ukinitev agitpropa kot
glavnega ideoloSkega kontro-
lorja druZbene sfere leta 1952.
Predvsem v novih revijah so
bile objavljene polemike in
tudi kritike posameznih potez
oblasti, kar je bilo do leta 1950
skorajda nemogoce.

Spremembe na politiénem
podrodju so v Sloveniji naka-

zovale mozZnost, da se obnovi
tradicija ljudskofrontne de-
mokracije, kar pa se ni uresni-
¢ilo. Kljub temu je zacela ura-
dna politika po letu 1952 poti-
hem dovoljevati pluralizem v
kulturi in publicistiki. Kljub
prekinitvi odnosov Jugoslavije
z Vatikanom je oblast vsaj v
nekaterih vpraSanjih opustala
trdo stali¢e do katoliske cer-
kve.

V prvi polovici petdesetih let
je oblast iz zaporov izpustila
vedino politi¢tnih zapornikov
in opustila polititne sodne
procese kot obi¢ajno sredstvo
boja proti nasprotnikom, ce-
prav jih je v kasnejih letih Se
uporabljala v posameznih pri-
merih. Konec je bil tudi prisil-
ne kolektivizacije in obvezne-
ga odkupa.

Tihi pluralizem je bil sicer Se
naprej pogojen s prepreceva-
njem polititnega zdruZevanja
in delovanja ter s sprotno do-
lotano toleranéno mejo, do
katere so razline dejavnosti

lahko segle. Oblast se tudi ¥
kasnejsih letih ni odrekla re-
presivnim ukrepom, e zlasti
ne takrat, ko je ocenila, da jé
ogroZena njena monopolna
politi¢na vloga.

S spremembami iz prve po-
lovice petdesetih let je Jugosla=
vija nakazala in deloma izve-
dla prehod v manj ostro obli-
ko socializma, ujetega v eno-
strankarski sistem. Ta je v Slo-
veniji v naslednjem desetletju
ob relativni politi¢ni liberaliza-
ciji omogotal, da je opredelila
svoje nacionalne zahteve v 0d-
nosu do centra, gospodarsko
pa se je vsaj desetletje pribliZe~
vala razvitej§ima sosedama,
Avstriji in Italiji. V gospodar
skem razvoju in rasti druzbe:
nega in tudi osebnega standar
da se je Slovenija oddaljevald
od vzhodnoevropskih drzav.

Velik korak k politiéno sta
bilnejsim razmeram v Sloveni-
ji je prineslo popuséanje priti-
skov na meje oziroma rediteV

Montrealu in Torontu, pa tudi
po mnogih slovenskih kanad-
skih naselbinah Slovencev.
Delovali so v severni Kitajski
na vzhodu, feprav nekateri v
$kofiji Tientsin.

V skofiji Kanchow v provin-
ciji Kiangshi, kjer smo se leta
1948 v maju znasli v Skofiji
ameriskih lazaristov in name-
sto delokroga pri mons. JoZe-
tu Kerecu v Caotungu, kjer je
bil v naértu novi Baragov misi-
jon, je bil Jereb imenovan za
naSega dekana in Zupnika s ka-
planom Prebilom v eni od treh
prevzetih Zupnij v petih poli-
ti¢nih okroZjih obsirne §kofije
pod ameriskim $kofom, lazari-
stom Johnom O’Shea.

V severni Zupniji Ningto je
bil Zupnik Casl in jaz njegov
kaplan. Na juzni fari pa
Okorn, s kaplanom Kopacem.
Brat Ciril Verdnik je za¢asno
ostal v Sanghaju v provincialni
hisi lazaristov kot ‘le soleil de
la maison’, oziroma ‘sonce

hise’, kot so ga radi imenovali.
Bogoslovec Jerman je Studiral
v Kunmingu, Yunnan. Dr. Ja-
nez JaneZ pa je zastavil v Cao-
tungu, dokler ni ob komuni-
stiéni zasedbi Kkitajske celine
uspel oditi na Tajvan, kar nam
ni bilo mogo&e, ker smo bili
kot bivsi Jugoslovani nezazele-
ni, saj so se bali, da smo oku-
Zeni z bacili komunizma.
Misijonar Jereb je odli¢no

govoril kitajsko. Bil je po-
pularen med Kitajci, kjer se je
pojavil in ker je bil ‘prilepljen’
na svojo kitajsko pipo (‘faj-
fo’), so ga Se bolj cenili. Na
trgu ob obisku pri nas v Ning-
to se je ustavil pri skupini do-
macdinov na trgu in takoj so iz-
menjali veliko pipo v zname-
nje prijateljstva.

Pri njem je kaplanoval An-
drej Prebil. Ko mu je dajal na-
svete, kaj bi se Se dalo naredi-
ti, je ob neki priliki nam, na-
novo doilim, dal opomin, da
ne smemo misliti, da bomo mi
»svet spremenili s svojimi ide-
jami, &e se njim v dolgih letih
garanja to ni posretilo«. Kas-
neje je priznal, da tudi mi ne-
kaj vemo.

Po izgonu iz Kitajske 1951,
je 3el v Slovenijo in kot pred-
stojnik v Zagrebu hiSo lazari-
stov znotraj vso prezidal, da
so imeli prostor v njej tevilni
mladi fantje, kandidatje za
vstop k lazaristom. Oblast je
ob pregledu sicer bila slabe vo-
lje, a ni¢ kaznovala. Tako je v
tej skupnosti dozorelo lepo
tevilo novih poklicev za Druz-
bo. Kasneje je sluzboval Se v
Celju in Beogradu in Se zadnja
leta pomagal, kjer je mogel.
