Sovjeti prekinili pogajanja v Ženevi — 
Postavili bodo veliko novih raket

MOSKVA, ZSSR — Včeraj je sovjetski 
voditelj Jurij V. Andropov dejal v izjavi, da 
bo ZSSR povišala število raket z jedrskimi 
naboji, ki bi lahko zadele cilje v ZDA in 
NATO državah. Gre za sovjetski odgovor 
ameriškemu postavljanju v NATO državah 
novih raket Pershing II in »cruise«, je nada­
ljeval Andropov. Nekaj sovjetskih raket bo 
postavljenih v ZSSR, nekaj jih bo v Češko­
slovaški in Vzhodni Nemčiji, nekaj pa na 
morju. Slednje rakete bodo na sovjetskih 
Podmornicah, ki se bodo nahajale v bližini 
ameriške obale, sklepajo zahodni analitiki. 
Seveda nisem orisal vseh ukrepov, ki jih 
homo podvzeli za ohranitev naše varnosti in 
varnosti naših zaveznikov, je pripomnil An­
dropov.

Ker ZSSR smatra, da v sedanjih razme­
rah ni mogoče pričakovati učinkovitega iz­
hoda ameriško-sovjetskih pogajanj o omeje- 
vanju oboroževalne tekme, katera so pote­
kala v Ženevi, bo sovjetska delegacija ta 
Pogajanja zapustila, je povedal Andropov.

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Včeraj so 
pred Belo hišo in State Departmentom pod­
vzeli stroge varnostne ukrepe. Pri vseh vho­
dih v Belo hišo so parkirani veliki tovornja­
ki, naloženi s peskom. Tudi pri glavnem 
vhodu pri State Departmentu so razna vozi­
la. Kot kaže, so policisti in Secret Service 
izvedeli za možnost bombnega atentata.

Dne 7. novembra je prišlo do ekspložije 
bombe v poslopju zveznega kongresa, v ok­
tobru pa je v atentatu v Bejrutu umrlo 239 
vojakov ZDA. V zadnjih tednih je bilo več 
primerov, ko so pripadniki protivojnega gi­
banja v ZDA prišli na oporišča ZDA, in sku­
šali izvršiti sabotažne akcije. Včeraj je na 
primer 7 takih oseb vdrlo v hangar na letal­
skem oporišču v Rome, N.Y. ter s kladivi 
poškodovalo bombnik B-52 ter 6 rezervnih 
motorjev za bombnike te znamke. Vsi storil­
ci so bili aretirani.

HOUSTON, Tex. — V ponedeljek, ob 
11. uri dopoldne, naj bi se začel najzahte­
vnejši polet šuttlja »Columbia« doslej. Polet 
naj bi trajal 10 dni in sicer do 7. decembra. 
Na šuttlju bo 6 članov posadke — največ 
doslej — ki bodo delali številne poskuse, 
med njimi fotografiranje 90 odstotkov 
zemeljske površine.

Poveljnik Columbia je 53-letni John 
Young, ki je najizkušeni ameriški astronavt, 
saj je bil že na 5 poletih v vesolje. Med člani 
posadke sta 35-letni znanstvenik Byron Lich- 
tenberg, ki je prvi civilist, ki je kdaj sodelo­
val na poletu ameriške vesoljske ladje, in 42 
let stari Ulf Merbold, zahodnonemški fizik 
in prvi Evropejec, ki je kdaj sodeloval v 
ameriškem poletu.

Preteklo sredo sta se vrnila na zemlje 
dva sovjetska kozmonavta, ki sta bila v veso­
lju 150 dni. Kot kaže, je bilo med tem dolgim 
poletom več težav, vendar o teh Sovjeti ne 
govorijo.

Sandinistična vlada v Nikaragvi poslala 
domov okoli 1200 Kubancev

MANAGUA, Nik. — Sandinistična vla­
da je sporočila, da je poslala domov kakih 
1200 Kubancev, ki so delali v Nikaragvi kot 
vojaški svetovalci in v ekonomski in prosvet­
ni panogi. Po najboljših znanih virih, je bilo 
v Nikaragvi do 8000 Kubancev. Kubanski 
samodržec Fidel Castro je rekel, da je med 
temi Kubanci le 200, ki so vojaški svetovalci 
oz. strokovnjaki, vendar ameriški uradniki 
menijo, da jih je veliko več.

Sandinisti naj bi poslali Kubance do­
mov kot prvi korak k izpolnjevanju pogojev 
nove srednjeameriške pogodbe, po kateri naj 
bi te države zapustili vsi tuji vojaški sveto­
valci. Da pogodba še ni odobrena, sandinisti 
pa kažejo zaskrbljenost nad politiko ZDA 
na tem območju.

Mnenje ameriških uradnikov je, da ima 
Castro vedno več težav glede svojega vmeša­
vanja v drugih državah. Po odhodu iz Nika­
ragve, v kolikor bo to držalo, so bili Kubanci 
izgnani z Grenade in tudi Surinama, državice 
v severni Latinski Ameriki. Nova vlada na 
Jamaica je tudi izgnala Kubance in pretrgala 
diplomatske odnose s Havano.

On Wed., Nov. 9 at 4:00 
p.m., a program was 
presented at the University of 
Wisconsin Milwaukee in the 
Golda Meir Library. It was to 
announce the establishment of 
a premier series of Slovenian 
concerts and lectures.

Opening the program the 
Pevski Zbor "USPEH” 
presented an informal recital 
which included soloists Ann 
Penne and George Lipovšek.

The welcoming address was 
delivered by Wm. Roselle, 
Director of the Golda Meir 
Library. In his address he 
spoke about the significance 
of the Archives located in the 
Universities Library in 
Milwaukee. Mr. Roselle open­
ed with the welcoming word, 
Pozdrav — welcome.

Opening remarks were then 
given by Frank E. Horton, 
Chancellor, who spoke about 
the continuation of the new 
venture and the importance of 
the roll which the Slovenes 
have played in the growth of 
Milwaukee and the surroun­
ding areas.

Librarian stated he was happy 
and encouraged with the pro­
gress of the library which now 
contains music, songs and 
tapes from Slovenia, 
Yugoslavia.

PIECRUST
1 16-ounce can pumpkin
1 13-ounce can evaporated 

milk
2 eggs
3/4 cup packed brown sugar 
1 1/2 teaspoons ground 

cinnamon 
1/2 teaspoon salt 
1/2 teaspoon ground ginger 
1/2 teaspoon ground nutmeg 
walnut topping 
1/4 cup heavy or whipping 

cream, whipped
About 3 hours before serving 

or early in the day:
Prepare piecrust mix as label 

directs for one 9-inch piecrust; 
shape into a ball. On lightly 
floured surface with floured 
rolling pin, roll ball into a cir­
cle, 2 inches larger than 9-inch 
pie plate. Line pie plate with 
pastry; trim edge, leaving 
1-inch overhang. Fold 
overhang under; pinch to form 
fluted edge.

Preheat oven to 400°F. In 
large bowl with mixer at 
medium speed, beat pumpkin 
with remaining ingredients ex­
cept Walnut Topping and 
whipped cream until well mix­
ed. Place pastry-lined pie plate 
on oven rack; pour in pum­
pkin mixture. Bake 40 minutes 
or until knife inserted one inch 
from edge comes out clean. 
Cool pie.

Preheat broiler if manufac­
turer directs. Prepare Walnut 
Topping. Spoon topping even­
ly over pie. About 5 to 8 in­
ches from source of heat, broil 
pie 3 minutes or until topping 
is golden and sugar is dissolv­
ed. Cool pie on wire rack.

To Serve:
Garnish pie with whipped

Combine beaten egg 
yolks with yeast mixture and 
add to flour mixture. Mix 
well, shape into a ball and 
divide into 3 pieces. Roll one 
to fit ungreased llxl8-inch 
cookie pan. Spread with half 
the amount of preserves. 
Combine nuts with 1 cup sugar 
(or to taste). Sprinkle a third 
of the mixture over the 
preserves. Roll out second 
piece of dough and place over 
the nuts. Spread with remain­
ing preserves, another third of 
the nut mixture and cover with 
remaining dough rolled out. 
Let rise 1 hour. Bake at 375 
degrees 30 minutes, or until 
done. Just before cake is done, 
beat egg whites until stiff, 
gradually adding 3/4 cup 
sugar. Remove baked cake 
from oven, top with meringue 
and remaining nut mixture. 
Return to over for 5 more 
minutes or until lightly brown­
ed. Serve cut in diamonds.

Lauter, a Slovenian language 
teacher and ethnic leader in 
Barberton, Ohio. “Our 
teachers came to the conclu­
sion that the Gobetz-Lončar 
Manuals are the best available 
textbooks for English- 
speaking students,” wrote 
Misli, a monthly magazine in 
Australia. We reprinted 
Volume I and printed 
Cankar’s Dream Visions, but 
have not yet been able to 
reprint Manual Vol. II. The 
Slovenian Language Manual, 
Vol I, is now again available. 
It is wise to buy such books 
while the supply lasts.

There is another book that, 
according to many reviewers, 
every Slovenian home 7— and 
every American library — 
should own. The Slovenian 
Heritage, Vol. I, edited by Ed­
ward Gobetz, with the 
assistance of Milena Gobetz 
and Ruth Lakner, has been 
described by several promi­
nent scholars and evaluators 
as a “monumental work.”

The beautiful, hardcover, 
richly illustrated, 642-page 
book, has gone through three 
printings and is still in con­
siderable demand.
