Obrambni tajnik Caspar Weinberger
pripravljen pristati na dolo¢eno omejitev
izdatkov za obrambne namene ZDA

WASHINGTON, D. C. — V&eraj je
obrambni tajnik ZDA Caspar Weinberger
poslal senatnemu odboru za vojaske zadeve
izjavo, v kateri je povedal, da je pripravljen
pristati na doloteno omejitev Ze predlaganih
izdatkov za obrambne namene ZDA in sicer
kot prispevek k zmanjSevanju ogromnega
proratunskega primanjkljaja. Weinberger je
rekel, da bi bilo mogo&e &rtati iz predlaganih
izdatkov obrambnega tajniStva za fiskalno
leto 1985 14,4 milijarde dolarjev.

V zveznem.kongresu so pa nezadovoljni
z Weinbergerjevem predlogom. Dejstvo je,
pravijo, da je rast izdatkov za vojaske name-
ne zadnja leta poglavitni vzrok za zgodovin-
sko velike proratunske primanjkljaje.

Louisa May Alcott, the
author of “Little Women’
was so fond of this New
England dessert that she nam-
ed her house in Massachusetts,
apple slump.

6 cups apples, pared and cored
and sliced

1 cup sugar

1 teaspoon cinnamon

1/2 cup water

1 1/2 cups all-purpose flour

1/4 teaspoon salt

1 1/2 teaspoons baking
powder

1/2 cup light cream

Combine apple slices, sugar,
cinnamon and water in a
saucepan with tight fitting lid.
Heat to the boiling point.

Sift together dry ingredients.
Stir in enough cream to make
a soft dough. Drop dough
from a tablespoon onto apple
mixture.

Cover tightly and cook over
low heat for 30 minutes. Serve
warm with a nutmeg sauce or
rich cream. A dip of vanilla ice
cream would be good, too.

Nutmeg sauce
1 cup sugar
1 tablespoon flour
1 cup boiling water
1 tablespoon butter
1 teaspoon nutmeg

Mix together sugar and flour.
Stir in boiling water and cook,
stirring constantly, until sauce
bubbles and thickens slightly.
Add butter and simmer gently
for 5 minutes. Remove from
heat and stir in nutmeg. Serve
