Two of the large tents were

set up as educational booths

on culture and as “‘bazaars.”’
The educational booths in-
cluded scenery of each respec-
tive nationality with available
literature. For the Slovenian
booth information and
photographs of farm life in the
late 1800s and nearly 1900s in
Slovenia, especially from the
village of DomZale, were on
display along with a wooden
“pet”’ (stove).

The only peculiarity of the
Slovenian display was a large

picture of Austrian Emperor -

Franz Joseph. A more fitting
portrait would have been one
of either Bishops Baraga or
Slom3ek, France PreSeren,
Ivan Cankar, Rev. Dr. Janez
Ev. Krek, Karel Mauser, or a
leading Slovenian figure.

The only other -curious
aspect was the selling of an
American-Yugoslavian pin
flag with the red star being
sold at the Slovenian booth.
This appeared to be a crass ef-
fort to “‘sell’’ culture with ob-
solete merchandise. Given the
efforts by many individuals
across the United States for
Slovenia’s independence, the
promoter of this booth should
have been better informed. It
also gives the wrong impres-
sion to the general public of
Slovenian Americans suppor-
ting the old Communist
regime in ex-Yugoslavia.

Overall, however, the Slove-
nian booths were well staffed
with good visual displays.
Despite being in existence for
nearly 100 years in the Greater
Pittsburgh area, the local
Slovenian community here is
still interested in understan-
ding and promoting their
heritage.

The majority of persons this
writer met with were friendly,
hospitable people with a ge-

nuine interest in events about
the Greater Cleveland area.
They were also surprised at the
fund-raising efforts coor-
dinated by the Greater
Cleveland area regarding the
flood victims and
humanitarian and charitable
endeavors for Slovenia over
the past three years.

Spring means more orange barrels

Ahh Springtime. The
temperature is above 60
degrees most of the time, trees
are finally green and flowers
are beginning to bud and
sprout new growth. And, as
usual, new growth in the form
of orange barrels are beginn-
ing to spring up on Ohio’s
highways.

Annoying and inconvenient
as they may be, highway
maintenance and construction
are vital to the infrastructure
system of Ohio and to our
safety as motorists. With ap-
proximately 113,599 miles of
state routes which includes in-
terstates as well as other Ohio
roads, the Ohio Department
of Transportation (ODOT) is
busy year-round keeping and
expanding our highways. And,
with warmer weather and sum-
mer workers for added
assistance, ODOT is able to do
more for our highways this
time of year.

The Ohio Department of
Transportation recently put
together a tentative schedule
of highway construction for
1992. In order to make travell-
ing easier and as efficient as
possible, ODOT HKas planned
to spend $84,430,000 for new
construction projects "and
around $115,000,000 for ma-

jor highway reconstruction.

Resurfacing projects for
multi-lane highways are plann-
ed for 151.93 miles as well as
allocation to resurface 1948.0
miles of two and four lane
roads.

Heavy rainfall and possible
floods have made the upkeep
of bridges a major part of
making travelling safer in
Ohio. ODOT has included in
its tentative 1992 construction
schedule the maintenance of
257 bridges on state routes and

interstates as well as 59 county

or township route bridges.
Culvert work has been in-
cluded in the 1992 calendar to
help direct storm water into
creeks and rivers and off
highways, helping to reduce as
much as possible accidents
contributing to slick flooded,
or water-damaged roads.
Signals, signs and guardrails
will also be repaired and
replaced where necessary.
Through snow, ice, rain and
millions of vehicles, Ohio’s
highways take a beating and it
is ODOT which helps to make
our travelling as safe and easy
as possible through

maintenance and construc-
tion. So, when signaled by the
orange barrels, one lane signs
and 5 mph traffic, sit back,

and UDBA (the secret police
under the old Jugoslavia) in
the Slovenian Littoral
(Primorska). Why then for ex-
ample has he otherwise never
given orders to investigate who
destroyed the greater part of
the OZNA and UDBA ar-
chives?

The remainder of the archives
Bavéar controls under strict
supervision. Thus the Slove-
nian populace still today does
not know who were the agents
and spies of the notorious OZ-
NA and UDBA.

Mention must also be made
of BoZo Truden. He is assis-
tant to Igor Bavéar, the
Minister of Internal Affairs of
the Republic of Slovenia.
Truden is the director of
Public Relations in the inter-
nal affairs ministry, therefore
Bavéar’s mouthpiece. Truden
regularly signs releases of the
internal affairs ministry for
public relations. After all that
is his job.

On Slovenian TV in the past
he appeared as the represen-
tative of UDBA in maters
relating to the political emigra-
tion. Levstik therefore con-
cludes that Truden is well-
suited to handle the Slovenian
political emigration situation.
He says this shows that
nothing has changed.

He also sees from such cir-
cumstances that Peterle’s
government is not actually rul-
ing. Rather the Communists in
the Union of Fighters of the
National Freedom Army
(NOV) are the true rulers.

Another suspicious aspect is
the court of investigation
started back in 1981-1982
against Levstik and five others
by UDBA. The prosecutor was
UDBA'’s Ivan ErZen, head of
the Service of State Security
(SDV) of Ljubljana. After two
years the court investigation
was suddenly cut short and
postponed. Despite Levstik’s
appeal and demand for conti-
nuing the case, it remained in
limbo.

Now 10 years later the pre-
sent democratic authority has
re-opened the case. What is in-
teresting is that the judicial
process is being conducted
under the criminal code of the
Socialistic Federative Republic
of Jugoslavia, a country that
no longer exists for some time
already.

Thus Levstik and the other
five are threatened with arrest
and court proceedings if they
return to the homeland. Some
witnesses have alrady declared
that they were forced under
threats by UDBA to testify in
the way the ‘“directors’’ of this
judicial ‘‘farce’” wanted to
proceed. The present ad-
ministration of justice in
Slovenia however has not as
yet established the truth of the
false testimonies of that time
against Levstik for instance.

Concerning the World
Slovenian Congress it was
already born an invalid. It is
enough to see who is sitting at
the head of this organization.
Then everything is quite clear.

Stated briefly: The World
Slovenian Congress cannot be
the authoritative represen-
tative of Slovenes throughout
the world, and even less of the
Slovenian political emigration.
So asserts Levstik. He con-
tends that the representatives
of the World Slovenian Con-
gress either did not succeed or

else were not competent to at-
tain:

a) The automatic recogni-
tion of Slovenian citizenship
for the Slovenian political
emigration, -the refugees who
were forced to flee for their
lives from the homeland. Now
they do not have Slovenian
citizenship even though it is
clear, that it belongs to them
by right of birth in Slovenia.

Of course, such citizenship
cannot be taken away from
them. However the law con-
cerning citizenship under the
present democratic authority
imposes the onerous burden of
seeking citizenship anew for
the outlawed Slovenians
throughout the world. What is
more, such emigres must sub-
mit a mountain of
bureaucratic documentations
for processing.

b) Voting rights, that is,
joint-decision in the future
fate of the Slovenian nation.

These are two proofs that
the anachronistic body known
as the World Slovenian Con-
gress is incompetent for
representing the exiled Slove-
nians in the world.

As for the government of
Lojze Peterle, it is a govern-
ment which is not governing,
in fact, never did. The Com-
munists and their successors
have deftly rendered it im-
possible and in fact they
themselves have been govern-
ing. Instead of the Slovenian
government beginning some
kind of political counter-
revolution, it got scared of the
word, ‘‘revenge.’’ Immediate-
ly the Union of Fighters
cleverly exploited the situation
and even derailed it.

The behavior of the president
of the government, Prof.
Peterle, seems humiliating to
Levstik. In his opinion again
Peterle should have withdrawn
when he realized that he was in
the minority. In that way he
would have preserved his
political image and his per-
sonal integrity.

As the ruling president,
Peterle had asked the three
ministers to resign since they
no longer supported the
government. They refused.
Then he should have stepped
down. Instead he tried
humiliatingly to negotiate a

kind of government coalition
with the renovators, the heirs
of the Union of Communists
of Slovenia.

First Dr. Ciril Ribi&i¢, the
president of the Social-
democratic Renewal (DSP),
said no to him. Then he turned
to Skolé’s Comsomols and
Zakel’s Socialists. They threw
the ball into his court. At least
that is what the media
reported.

For his Slovenian com-
patriots throughout the world
Levstik has three recommen-
dations:

1. The next time the ex-
patriates begin collecting
money for Slovenia again,
they should thoroughly con-
sider to whom they will be sen-
ding the generous gift. If the
money is going to the Slove-
nian government, they should
stipulate the condition: ‘I give
- you give.’

2. He regrets very much
that the dissolution of the
Slovenian National Council
came so soon. About a week
before the dissolution, the
Communists  in Slovenia
established a government in
the shade. At that time,
Levstik claims, he advised the
Slovenian National Council
not to disband. Rather it
should have become a govern-
ment in the sunlight whose
task would have been to
strengthen the youthful
democracy in Slovenia.

3. With respect to Rupel’s
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, it
has been naming ambassadors
of the Republic of Slovenia
and appointing almost entirely
Communist functinaries
throughout the world. They
will become an unbearable
financial burden for Slovenia.
Instead fellow-countrymen
throughout the world should
have been named to am-
bassadorial posts.

In the future, concludes
Levstik, Slovenians will have
to fill the empty positions in
some other way.

These are some of Levstik’s
observations about Slovenia
today and he should know.

Pilgrimage to
Lemont July 4-5

For more than 30 years Slove-
nians around Cleveland have
been making a pilgrimage to
the Slovenian Brezje, a shrine
in Lemont, Illinois. Marija
Pomagaj, Kraljica Slovencev,
has been the New World’s
answer to the original famous
shrine, Brezje, in Slovenia.
This American Slovenian
shrine is in care of the Slove-
nian Franciscans in Lemont.

This year the pilgrimage is
scheduled for Saturday and
Sunday, July 4th and 5th. It is
intended to complement the
observance in KoCevski Rog in
Slovenia, the site of mass
murders of Slovenian
homeguardsmen (Domobran-
ci), savagely massacred by
Tito’s Communist forces. A
large contingent of Slovenians
from the United States is
scheduled to participate in
Kocevje. Those who cannot
make the trip to the site of the
holocaust have the opportuni-
ty to be spiritually united here
with the overseas pilgrims.

As every year, a bus will pick
up the first group at St.
Mary’s Church on Holmes
Avneue at 7 a.m. Another stop
will be at the Baraga Home on
St. Clair Avenue about a half
hour later. Usually the bus
makes several stops on the way
to Illinois for the comfort of
passengers. The bus arrives
around 2 or 3 p.m. (Cleveland
time), on the Franciscan
grounds. Rooms are provided
at the pilgrim’s hostelry.
Meals are provided both
Saturday and Sunday.

Saturday evening there will
be a procession to an outdoor
Mass. Sunday morning, again,
attendance at Mass is provided
at the chapel, as well as
another outdoor Mass later in
the morning.

A real atmosphere of peace
and quiet and devotion is pro-
vided in the rural setting. One
may consider it a two-day
retreat, as well as an oppor-
tunity for social contacts with
other groups from Chicago,
Milwaukee, and even from

Cez nekaj dni bo stota oblet-
nica rojstva Josipa Broza Tita,
nekdanjega predsednika druge
Jugoslavije, voditelja jugoslo-
vanskega »samoupravnega«
komunizma, mar3ala ene naj-
bolje opremljenih evropskih
armad, legendarne in sporne
osebnosti 20. stoletja.

Partizani so oktobra 1943
abili Viktorja Turka, Zupnika
v Begunjah pri Cerknici, in ga
zagrebli nekje blizu Kocevja.
Domobranci so njegovo truplo
v avgustu 1944 prenesli v Lju-
bljano in ga cerkveno pokopa-
li. Na tem pogrebu je eden od
govornikov med drugim dejal:

»Ko to uro kot prijatelji,
kot ljudje in kot Slovenci tako
posastno Eutimo prebridko iz-
gubo in Zrtev g. Viktorja,
vemo, da bi nam odleglo, &e bi
se ob njegovi smrti Zjokali.
Toda on sam bi nam to zame-
ril, zakaj &as in stiska domovi-
ne zahtevata od nas, da ob tem
izmudenem telesu... ki je po
tolikih tegobah le priromalo v
sveto zemljo, stisnemo srca in
pesti in obljubimo, da bomo
to smrt mascevali.«

Zakaj pa je partizanska pro-
paganda uspevala bolj kot
belogardisti¢na?

Ker se je ponasala z veliko
in ¢udovito besedo: svoboda.
Znala jo je izkoristiti do zad-
njih moZnosti.

Beli so bili v tem pogledu na
slabfem. Sam protikomuni-
zem je bil prebled in ni zgrabil,
boj za vero, ki gre z oroZjem,
celo tujéevim, na brata, ni pre-
prical. O svobodi so morali
vpri¢o okupatorja govoriti
zelo zadrZano. Staro Jugosla-
vijo s kraljevi¢em Petrom si je
komaj kdo Zelel nazaj.

Dodati je treba, da so imeli
slovenski in jugoslovanski par-
tizani e eno mo¢no propagan-
dno sredstvo: ime marSala Ti-
ta. Tito je bil utelefen upor,
uteleSena svoboda, voditelj, ki
je postajal legenda in mit. Za
mnoge nadomestek religije, ki
so jo bili zavrgli.

K &rnobelemu prikaznova-
nju spada tudi nedoslednost
partizanov v odnosu do zave-
znikov. Ruskim uspehom na
frontah so namenjali mnogo
ved pozornosti kot angleSkim
in ameriSkim. Kljub temu da
smo bili oble¢eni v zavezniike
obleke, oboroZeni z oroZjem,
ki so nam ga oni po3iljali, in
jedli hrano, s katero so nas oni
zalagali. Pomo¢ zahodnih za-
veznikov je bila neprimerno iz-
datnejSa od ruske. Kar zabav-
no je bilo, ko sem videl oficirje
NOV v oblekah iz zavezniske-
ga blaga ob zavezniikih kon-
zervah, z zaveznidkimi pistola-
mi za pasom, s §kotskim viski-
jem v ¢aSah nazdravljati Stali-
nu, rdeti armadi in oktobrski
revoluciji.

Beseda o ‘narodnih izdajalcih’

Slovenski duhovniki so bili
skozi vsa stoletja najvedji do-
moljubi in uditelji domoljub-
ja. Ne sicer edino oni in tudi
ne vedno vsi, toda kot sloj so
izhajali iz naroda in delali za
narod. Vse do druge svetovne
vojne. Kdor je koli¢kaj psiho-
loga, bo zatrdil, da je nemogo-
¢e, da bi v najhujsi uri, ki jo je
