Excerpls from Autobiog-
raphy of Rose Mocnik

Rose Mocnik, daughter of John
and Rozalija Mocnik, was born in
Jugoslavia, She graduated from
high school in Brezice, Yugoslavia
in 1940. She then registered at the
College in Ljubljana, the capital of
Slovenia, a province of Yugoslavia.
At the same time she took a Red
Cross course in first aid. But scon
the war changed her plans. In
April the German army swept thru
Yugoslavia. In November Rose
was taken with her family to a
German Political Prison Camp.
Ninety people — men, women and
children were herded together in|
one medium sized hall. People were
beaten daily. Some were taken
away and never heard from again.’

After six months some of the
families, among them the Mocniks,
were taken to a huge farm. Every

in the camp hospital under once'
famous doctors, now refugees with
no place to lay their heads.

After two years she finally re-
ceived news that her family was
alive in Yugosiavia. She zalso re-
ceived this message from her mo-
ther, “Daughter, I love you, but!
go where there is freedom. Go to]
America.”

In late August in 1948 “Marine |
Swallow” sailed from Bremenhav-'
en on her deck was the happiest
person alive — Rose Mocnik — on
her way to her uncle Joe Mocnik
in Cleveland.

15th Anniversary of the
Milwaukee Public
Library

The City of Milwaukee is cele-
brating this community event by
observing March 11 as Library Day.
March 11, seventy-five years ago,
was the date of the first regular
meeting of the library’s board of
trustees. The board had been es-
tablished after the acceptance by
the Common Council of 10,000
books donated by the Young Men’s
As=ociation, a literary and debat-
ing society of the time. Since 1878
the library has added some one
million books to its collection.
About 6,000 of these 1,200,000 books
are in foreign languages including
volumes in Slovenian, Croatian and
Serbian and Slovak (old and new).

Stores in shopping areas thruout
the city will participate in the ce-
lebration by  displaying special
posters in their windows and City
Hall will mark the occasion by
spelling “Library Day” with the
City Hall lights.

Special events of the day will

also include an afternoon tea spon-|,

sored by the staff for present and
past members of the Library’s
Board of Trustees. A carriage of
1878 vintage will bring a group
depicting the first Board of Trus-
tees to the afternoon affair. The
carriage will be officially greeted
at the central library’s doors by
Miss Librarian of 1878. A car of
1953 vintage will bring a group of
the present Board of Trustees to
the occasion. This car will be offi-
cially greeted by Miss Librarian of
1953. The names of both young la-
dies will be revealed on the day
of the event. :

Preseren’s Poetical Work
By E. A. KOVACIC

Once was a hope, once was a fear,
I have them now no longer near;
ray heart is empty, it's in vain

to wish my hope and fear again.

Preseren

., The Romantic period of literature
developed poetry to a height that
has been reached never before in
the literature of the Slavs. The
poetry of Pushkin among the Rus-
sian, the peolery of Mickewicz in
the Polish and Macha's in. the

Czech literature ceveloped in the'

same period of Romanticism as the
poetry of PreSeren among the Slo-
venians.

France Preseren started to write
poetry as a student. in Ljubljana
and Vienna., After his return to
the homeland in 1828, he devoted
himself to poetry. As far as the
poetical forms are concerned, he
took them from foreign literatures
and introduced in the Slovenian po-
etry the sonnets, terzians, stanzas,
ete.

The Slovenian language which
was until PreSeren’'s time used
only by peasants and a small num-
ber of intellectuals, became in his
poetry able to express the feeling
of the heart. PreSeren himself told
us that his poetry “daid not come
from a sunny counfry, but lacked
zephyrs and suffered by storms in
the cold homeland”.

Pregeren’s poetry was a poetry
of a man who grew up in a small
society, but had a mission and in-
spiration of a great poet. PreSeren
described the character of a poet
as a man carrying “hell and heav-
en” in his heart. A poet is for
him a poor man who owns “a ca-
stle with no doorman in the sky”.
Disappointed in life and the influ-
ence of money in the society, Pre-
Seren found his way to resignation,
happiness or suffering made no dif-
ference for him any more.

Preseren as a poet never for-
got to express his love for Slove-
nia. Slovenia was for him the
homeland he loved, altho he was
sorry that the ' Slovenian history
knew only “the bloody revolts of
the peasants, the fight of Vitovec,
and the Turkish attacks.” The poet
liked to awake all the Slavs. In
his poetry, he saluted to all the na-
tions “desiring to expect the day
when struggle will cease and the
whole world and all countrymen
will be free.”

The poet took an active part in
the linguistic and orthographic
controversy of his time. Together
with his friend Matija Cop, he
took a firm stand against the aban-
donment of Slovenian as a literary
language. He rejected Koller’s
idea of the four Slavic literary lan-
guages with satyrical verses in
which he said that the small Slavic
nations refused to lick the Slavic
dog’s paw. Many PreSeren’s sa-
tyrical verses were directed to the
reformers of orthographv and to
those who did not understand the
need of Slovenian poetry, but tried
to continue the spirit of rational-

sm of the era of Enlightenment.

Preseren devoted beautiful po-
ems to his friend Matija Cop, who
drowned by accident in the river
Sava. In Slovenian and German,
Preseren wrote poems praising him
as a man “who saved our boat”
and “showed the way of know-
ledge to the country”, as a man
“to whom no stars of the sky of
poetry have been unknown”, call-
ing him “a giant of knowledge.”

The climax of PreSeren’s poet-
rv were “Soneini venec” (Garland
of Sonnets), and the poetical fic-
tion “Krst pri Savici” (Baptism at
the Savica Waterfall).

“Sonetni venec” was devoted to
Julija Primiec, the girl of his un-
forgetable never fulfilled love. His
His poetical love for Julija Primic
could be compared to the love of
the Italian poet Dante to Beatrix
in his “Divine Comedy”. Prese-
ren’s unhappy love saved him as a
poet of lyric poetry, but probably
prevented his work in cther fields
of literature. In “Sonetni venec”,
published in 1834, PreSeren sang
a solemn poem of love and love
for the country,

In 1847, Preieren published his
book of poetry “Poezije”, which be-
came a cornerstone of the Sloveni-
an literature.. . With his poetry,
PreSeren laid the foundation of the
Slovenian poetical language.

As a great poet and man with
his/own opinion, PreSeren was hard-
ly understood by the Slovenians of
his time. In the Slovenian liter-
ature, he became better known aft-
er 1866, when Josip Stritar publish-
ed a new edition of his poetry. It
is true that many Slovenian au-

thors of the later period until the
recent time iried to interpret Pre-
Seren with their own ideas forget-
ing his individualism and original-
ity. While Stritar interpreted him
tooc much from the point of view
of his pessimism, the most recent
communistic school under the lead-
ership of Boris Ziherl interpreted
Preseren with the philosophy of
marxism which can never give a
true picture of the great individ-
ualistic poet of Romanticism.

For the Slovenians, Preseren al-
days will be a great poet and man,
a prophet and spiritual leader and
according to Cankar’s words the
expression of the great life lead-
ing to the future, chosen by the
future as its form. The Slovenians

CHIEF LOGAN

When Lord Dunmore glanced
around the circle of Indians meet-
ing with him at Camp Charlotte,
near Circleville, on that bright
fall day in 1774, one of the most
influentia} was missing — Chief
Logan. :

‘The eampaign which history
ralls Dunmore’s War was over.
The Indians were defeated. A new
peace was to be made. |

But peace could not be made
without Logan, He was a great
Ohiocan—in the days before there
was an Ohio,

Logan, born in Pennsylvania in
1725, had'been a friend of the
white man—named Logan in
honor ef Pennsylvania’s Secretary.
_He came to Ohio and dealt with
nis white friends.

Then affection turned to hate.
A party of Indians, including all
of Logan’s relatives, were at the
nouth of Yellow Creek, near
Steubenville. Roistering whites
yeross the river sent an invitation
o the Indians to join them. Men,
vomen and children were wan-
only murdered.

Logan became an avenger.

Logan’s Elm, 6 miles south of |
Circleville. 4

Dunmore’s War blazed in bloody
reality. And now peace was be-
ing made, and Logan was miss=-
ing.

An emissary found Logan under
a great elm—Logan’s Elm, near
Circleville. The Mingo chief spoke
to the messenger in what Theo-
dore Roosevelt declared to be,
“perhaps the finest outburst of
savage eloguence of which we
have any authentic record.”

“I appeal to any white man,”
said Logan in part, “to say if ever
he entered Logan's Cabin hungry
and he gave him not meat; if ever
he came cold and naked and he
clothed him not . .. I had thought
to have lived with you ... Colonel
Cresap, the last spring, in cold
blood and unprovoked, murdered
all the relatives of Logan, not
even sparing my women and chil-
dren. There runs not a drop of
my blood in the veins of any liv-
ing creature.”

Peace was made. Logan’s friends
died. He wandered from village
to village, dejected, solitary and
broken.

He"was murdered one evening
in 1780 as he sat before a lonely
camp fire.

Today, Logan’s Elm still stands,
—a state monument to. a heroic
Ohioan, perhaps one of the oldest;
