Komaj par mesecev po pri-
hodu v Ljubljano pa je “Var-
nostna in obveS¢evalna sluz-
ba” (VOS) Komunisti¢ne
partije poskusala Rupnika u-
moriti. Morilceva krogla pa
ga je samo laZje ranila. Ali
je VOS hotela umoriti Rup-
nika zaradi sodelovanja z o-
kupatorjem?

Tako so na-
stale majhne skupine slabo
oboroZenih . Vaskih straz.

Italijani, ki so se zavedali,
da so po mednarodnem pra-
vu dolini zaséititi zivljenje
in imetje ljudi na zasedenem
ozemlju, so se kon¢no le zga-
nili, Poleti 1942 so napravili
dolgo pricakovano “éistko”, o
kateri so partizani bili na-

- tanéno obveséeni, in pobrali

ve¢ deset tisocev ljudi, pred-
vsem moskih, in jih odpelja-
li v italijanska taboris¢a. Ker
so bili v ogromni vedini to
ljudje, ki se niso hoteli pri-
druziti maloStevilnim parti-
zanskim oddelkom, se je s
tem KP “na lep nacdin” resila
znatnega dela svojih nasprot-
nikov.

VISIT AUSTRALIA

Made a brief stop atop a
hill, affording us a majestic
view of the city. Thousands
of bathers were on Bondi
Beach on  this bright sunny
day with tenperatures of 72
degrees on this day of fall. A
certain section of the beach is
reserved for nude bathers,
permitted by law. On the
coastline of 50 miles, 34 are
beaches. In the winter months
temperatures never dron be-
low 31 degrees. Traffic sign
reads “Give Way” and in the
states “Yield”. Popular sports
are Rugby/, Soccer and Foot-
ball.

Rudi Breznik, electronical
engineer (Slovenian), is the
owner of Emtronics (imports,
distributors,” and retailers).
Largest.amateur radio equip-
ment in Australia. Headquar-
ters 23, Judge St. Randwick,
New South Wales 2031.

Sydney is the largest city in
Australia, population over 3
million, I received statistics
from Joseph Oujes Radio Co-
ordinator and civie worker,
About 300,000 Ygoslavs make
their homre in Australia. In

Sydney there are approximate-

ly 7 thousand Slovenians. And
total Slovenians in Austraha
about 25 thousand.

The monctary system here
is the Australian dollar. We
received 90 cents for our Ame-
rican dollar.

The notes consist of 1, 2, 5,
10, 20 and 50 dollars. The coins
are in denominations of 1
cent, 2, 5, 10, 20 and 50 cent
pieces.

Milivoj Lajovic a Slovenian
was elected Senator last De-
cember in the house of Parlia-
ment. Chosen by the Liberal
Party out of 25 candidates for
that position. Born in Siske,
near Ljubljana, he is the
first ethnic emigrant elected
to this high post.

Slovenian organizations are
located in Sydney, Canberra,
Melbourne, Wollongong, Pris-
bane, Adelaide, Geelong,
Perth and Hobart.

Slovenian newspapers and
periodicals are the following:
Misli (thoughts) Triglav, Slo-
venski Vestnik (messenger)
Nedelja (Sunday) and Rafael.
A regular Slovenian page in
the Yugoslav weekly, Nova
Doba, circulation 20 thousand.
Radio government Sydney
and ' Melbourne. (Private)
Brisbane. Television (at pre-
sent) :every 4 th Sunday on
government station 30 mi-
nutes.

Nearly every Slovenian or-
ganization and church has
school on Saturdays (2 to 2%
hrs.) for Slovenian children.
In Sydney there is in high

school a study of the Slove- -

nian language. In 1979 the Slo-
venian language has- been re-
cognized by all universities in
the State of New South Wales
as a 2 point matriculations
subject. ‘

After lunch we were bused
to the Slovene Association
Club in Horsley Park. Planted
were a row of Himalayan Ce-
dar trees. Participating were
Tony Petkovsek of our Ameri-
can Slovenian group and An-
ton Balovee, President of Slo-

vene Association Cluh. Theo
trees were planted as a mon-
ument to the first group -of
American Slovenians from
Cleveland, Ohio U.S.A. The
area will be named Cleveland
Avenue. Entering the hall re-
marks were by Tony Petkov-
sek of the activities of Slove-
nians in Cleveland.

There are eight Slovenian
National Homes, dozens of
cultural groups, home for the
aged maintained by Slove-
nians, and United Slovenian
Societies Band.

Joe TFerra was introduced
as man of the year.

Copies of history of Slove-
nian National Homes were
distributed, printed i n the
Ameriska Domovina (Ameri-
can Home).

Also introduced from our
group were Mary Dolsal, and
Bertha Dovgan, active in the
Slovenian National DBenefit
Society, Waterloo Slovenian
National Home, and Home for
the Aged.

Charley Tercek was intro-
duced, member of United Slo-
venian Band, also member o1
Glasbena Matica, and Slovan
Choral groups. His wife Ann
is with choral group, Dawn.
Frank Novak joined the band
with  lively polkas, and
waltzes. ;
