“Since the occupation of Yugoslavia by the Nazis, more than
400,000 Serb and Slovene children have been forcibly taken into
Germany. Some of them only recently have passed the age of
five. These children, when on their way to Germany, had to walk
the greater part of the way which covered hundreds of miles.

Although fhe beginning of this transfer of children into the
Reich, started months ago, groups of these tots still can be seen
walkings.

“Thousands of them have died from exposure to the weather,

from exhaustion, and mainly from hunger. On their way the
little victims had to provide food for themselves, and yet the
only food obtainable was wild growing grass and roots.

“These children, says our correspondent from Bratislava,

Slovakia, share the same fate as that of Czech and Polish chil-
dren. Upon their arrival in Germany, they are separated, and
sent to German farm houses as farm-hands and servants. Al-
though these little tots speak no language other than their own,
they are addressedsin the German language. Since many cannot
understand a single word, they get a “spanking” in thé'Nazi way.

“It is estimated that more than two million Polish, Czech

and Yugoslay children have thus far been removed into Germany.

RAGLEY, La., Aug. 16, 1941,
— Just got back to Ragley from
my trip to California by way of
