UN in May 19490,

HISTORY OF THE CROSS

You see it in churches. It

b :
adorns momuments. flags, and

heroes’ medals,

There are many fascinating
stories behind the symbol of the
Cross.

Centuries before Christ died,
it was a symbol widely known
throughout the ancient world.
The Egyptians called it “canob,”
after a T-shaped instrument
used to measure the annual rise
of the Nile on whose bounty the
life of the nation depended. For
other nations of the East, it was
an “urani”’, and took the shape
of two pieces of wood with han-
dles. By rubbing the two sticks
together, the ancients kindled
sacred fire.

As early as 1225 B.C., Greek
worshipers of Bacchus offered
cakes of flour with a figure of
the cross imprinted on them.
The swastika, or twisted cross,
which became a symbol of ter-
ror in the 20th Century, appears
on the oldest medallions of the

Buddahists and was a mystical
good omen in many Hindu sects.

The cross was used as an in-
strument of national punishment
in the time of Abraham. As a
gallows, it was familiar to the
Egyptians, Africans, Macedoni-
ans, Greeks and Romans. To
various people it has meant a
symbol of eternal life, produc-
tive power, or the life-giving
qualities of the sun.

For Christians around the
world, the cross is a symbol of
their faith. It was on a Roman
cross at Golgotha where Christ
died, only to rise again three
days later, so that. according to
the Bible, “whosoever believeth
in Him should not perish but
Lave everlasting life.” ;

In the New World, the Spani-
ards conquered New Spain in
the name of the cross. But they
were astonished to find the holy
emblem of their faith in the
temples of the Azices. Colossal
stone monuments throughout
Mexico attest to an Indian civi-
lization which adored crosses

similar in design to the Greek, !

Latin, and Maltese forms,
The cross of Lorraine, which
Joan of Arc wore into battle,

became General Charles de
Gaulle’s symbol in leading the
French resistence Mmovement

auring World War 1L

A Swiss welfare agency which
adopted as its einblem a red
cross on a white field—revers-
ing the color scheme in the
Swiss flag — in 1864 organized
a conference to help the sick and
wounded soldiers of the world.
Sixteen nations attended and
established the International
Red Cross.

The simple Latin cross, with
an upright and single shorter
transom, is th¢ commonest. With
two transoms it is called a par-
triarchal cross; with three, a
papal cross.

A cross widely used by Slavs
and others of Eastern rites has
two transoms and a slanting

-

crosspiece below. The Greek
cross has equal arms. St. An-
drew’s cross is like an X; The
Celtic, or Iona, cross bears a cir-
cle, the center of which is the
crossing.

The rich history of the cross is
shrouded in legend and super-
stition.

A crucifix was said to have
shed blood in 1512, during an
Easter Day battle between the
French and the Spanish. A sta-
tue of Christ on the cross repor-
tedly performed healing won-
ders during the Plague of Mala-
ga in 1649.

Legend also has it that when
St. Francis of Assisi was pray-
ing, a voice from the crucifix
told him, “Repair my house.” At
first he took “house” to mean
church; when he later learned
that it meant his own spiritual
life, he renounced his worldly
goods and took up orders. And
the old wives’ tale still persists
in some quarters that the Gyp-
sies are accursed because one of
them, a wayfaring metalsmith,
made the nails that were used
at the Crucifixion!

House, Apartment Building Rises 8% In Past Year

House and apartment construction
in northeast Ohio last year increas-
ed 9% over 1967, according to a
Cleveland Electric Illuminating
Compeany study.

In Mayfield Heights, apartment
building was highest for this por-
tion of the state. Almost 8980 units
were built there, 371 of ihem for
the elderly at Eastgate Village on
SOM Center Road.

Altogether, 11,581 living units
were built — 1,146 more than in
1967 for this part of Ohio.

For the sixth year, Parma with
496 and North Olmsted, 411, led
home construction in Cuyahoga
County. Cleveland with 219 new
houses replaced Seven Hills which
was in third place in 1967.

Apartment construction increased

13%. About 5,350 units were com-
pleted, compared to 4,721 in. 1967.

Apartments constituted 469 of all

construction. .

Apaitment building in Cleveland
was 630 units, down 20%.

Euciid, where the most apart-
ments were built in 1967, showed
a 615 unit gain last year. Warrens-
ville Heights was next with 531
followed by Willoughby Hills, 139
(the most in Lake County), an
Mentor, 128.

Social Security News

PROOF OF AGE

A person’s age is usually the most
important factor effecting his social
security benefits.

Entitlement or termination of
retirement, wife’s, widows, widow-
er's and children’s benefits depends
on the age established by the clai-
mant. Age can also effect whether
benefits are reduced or unreduced.

The best evidence of age is a birth
or baptismal certificate recorded
before the person was age five, re-
gardless of whether it is written in
English or another language.

If neither of these is obtainable
other old records must be submit-
ted. Passports, naturalization or
citizenship papers, early cmploy-
ment records, marriage licenses
showing age, and insurance policies
are suggested items. However, the
next best evidence is usually a
school record giving age or @n early
cersus record.

A Federal census was taken every
ten years beginning with 1880. The
records are filed at the Census
Bureau in Pittsburg, Kansas. A
search will be completed for either
