nil.

Morgan Guaranty Trust pritisk 
na Nemčijo in Japonsko, da po­
večata svojo gospodarsko rast v 
taki meri, da bosta potegnili za 
seboj tudi gospodarstvo ostalih 
držav svobodnega sveta. Japon­
ska mora dvigniti vrednost jena 
napram dolarju in s tem olajša­
ti uvoz iz ZDA, te pa morajo o- 
mejiti uvoz olja in drugega bla­
ga, dokler ne dosežejo ravno­
težja v zunanji plačilni bilanci.
