Svobodni svet je
upal zopet na mirnejSe razdobje, celo na konéanje mrzle
vojne. Vprasanje Berlina je ostalo res v ozadju, zato pa se
je vgnezdila Sovjetska zveza na Kubi in jo spremenila v
svoje vojasko oporisce, opremljeno z veem modernim oroz-
jem. Nastopila je nova, kubanska kriza, ki je privedla lani
oktobra svet tik do atomske vojne. Hrus¢ev je popustil in
umaknil “ofenzivne” rakete in bombnike s Kube, zopet se
je pojavilo upanje na boljSe odnose s Sovjetsko zvezo. Se-
danji razgovori v Moskvi, ki so privedli do sporazuma o
kondanju preskusanja atomskega oroZja, pomenijo zace-
tek novega premirja v mrzli vojni.

melju popusdéanja pri reSevanju medsebojnih sporov.

Sturgeon is referring to the pol
icy in this district of allowing such
a fisherman time to produce it if
he claims he has one. The supervi-
sor says that in some cases the
angler who actually didn’t have a
license returns to his local license
issuing agency and persuades the
agent to back-date a license to a
time before he was apprehended.

nli;l Encugh For You?

Last winter, it seemed as though
they would never come, and now
it seems they'll never leave —
Cleveland’s summer days of stifl-
ing heat. The hot weather affects
our behavior and moods even
though we may not realize it. Heat
exhaustion and heat stroke are nof
the body’s only response to exces-
sive heat. Easy fatigue, irritability,
listlessness, depressed mental and
physical efficiency, insomnia, and
loss of appetite may all be caused
by the added physiological burden
of hot weather. In more extreme
cases, heat may cause dizziness,
pallor, clammy skin, lowered blood
pressure, and fainting.

The body’s response to environ-
menrtal stimuli, such as weather, is
of particular importance in the
space age. Learning what excesses
of heat and cold do to human be-
ings will help scientists equip fu-
ture space travelers. At the Car-
diovascular Laboratories of Tulane
University’s School of Medicine in
New Orleans, Dr. George E. Burch
has spent over twenty years in
basic research on responses of nor-
mal and diseased persons to clima-
tic stress.

“In many ways, effects of heat
and humidity are equivalent to
strenous exercise,” says Dr. Burch.
The heart works about 50% harder
in muggy weather. For this reason
it is especially important for those
with heart disease to take K extra
precautions inbihot SMEter, = e

The body’s chief mechanism for
temperature control is the skin,
and the sweat glands contained in
it. The evaporation of sweat on
the surface of the skin acts as a
cooling agent. At comfortable tem-
peratures, sweat evaporates as ra-
pidly as it is formed, so the skin
seems dry. Excess sweat does not
aid in cooling, as it pours off the
skin without evaporating. Contr-
ary to popular belief, the salt lost
in perspiration does not have to be
replaced by salt tablets, unless so
prescribed by the physician. The
rormal daily salt intake is ade-
quate to maintain the proper sait
balance within the body.

Dr. J. Glen Smith, Cleveland’s
Commissioner of Health, suggests
the following ways to beat the
heat. “When air conditioning is not
available, fans may cool a room
by keeping the air circulating.” A
window or door open should be
open. to gain an effective airstream.
A tepid baih is ‘more cooling'than
one that is ice-cold. Dipping parts
of the body, such as the hand or
forearm, in cool water 'will make
you feel cool all over.

Avoid hot foods. Meals should
be taken frequently in small a-
mounts, rather than a great deal
at one time. Don’t forget that a
balanced diet is vital for good
health in the summer as well as
the winter. Eat food from the four
basic food groups — meat, eggs or
fish; milk and milk products;
fruits and vegetables ard bread
and cereal products — every day.

Wearing light, porous clothing of
cotton or other loosely woven fab-
ric will make the heat more bear-
able. Above all, don't try to do too
much on hot days. Learn to slacken
your pace, sit in the shade, take & |
nap. A few new habits will work|
wonders in helping you toward
comfortable summer living.

physical achievement tests.

If we are to improve our chil-
dren’s physical abilities, they
must become moré active.

Our schools can do much to help
them keep fit. It can be started
with a program that costs little,
that takes a minimum of 15 min-
utes of vigorous activity each
school day.

But parents must urge and sup-
port such programs. Parents
must make known their concern
for youth fitness where it counts
—with local school officials. Take
it up with yours—right away!
