Volivne
zmage so ga spravile na mesto ministrskega predsednika v
Bonnu. Kot tak je zael posegati odloCilno v tok medna-
rodne politike, akoravno Neméija ni imela ob zaCetku nje-
govega vladanja ne samostojnosti, ne oboroZene sile, ne
urejenega mednarodnega polozaja. Posretilo se mu je, da
je napravil iz premagane Nemdcije konsolidirano drZavo s
tako veliko politicno stabilnostjo, da so radi tega zavidali
Nemcijo v Parizu, Rimu in celo v Londonu.
