The question,
“What can be
done?”, has long
concerned all
- workers in the
health field. In order to answer
that question, I have attempted to
do what I believe has not been
done up to this time: bring to-
gether and analyze the best think-
ing in the field today.

As you know, I sent out 10,000
questionnaires to America’s leaders
among nurses, doctors, hospital ad-
ministrators, nursing schools, edu-
cators, informed laymen, state gov-
ernors and federal and state health
authorities.

I asked them if they believed
there is a nurse shortage, if so,
what were its causes; whether
financial aid was needed, and if so
where; what they felt about federal
aid, state aid, or a combination of
both,

The volume of responses was
amazing—nearly 4,000 answered—
and the content of the replies was
highly significant. Let me share
some of the principal results of
this survey with you.

There was hardly any difference
of opinion as to the fact that we
have a serious nurse shortage on
our hands today. But the experts
offered many opinions as to the
cause: financial, psychological, so-

national

an adequate reward for low wages.

I was particularly pleased to see
that the financial method most ap-
proved with which to attack this
problem was that of matching
funds by the federal and state gov-
ernments. That would seem to be
the most logical method, and one
which is most closely aligned with
President Eisenhower’s aim to have
the states and the local commu-
nities assume more responsibility
for all such programs.

Aside from specific replies, the
survey dramatically brought out
that there are misunderstandings,
antagonisms, and serious areas of
disagreement among the various
groups having to do with our na-
tion’s health. But they did agree
that there should be a major pro-
gram of informative education,
which would make it dramatically
clear to all sectors of the health
field that the short supply of trained
nurses is a common problem.

This will take much research and
much planning, but it will lead to
a sound way to meet not only the
needs of the nursing profession, but
even more importantly, the require-
ments of the people of America as
a whole.

These are the results of a first
study of survey replies. I am sure
a deeper analysis will. give us more
information and perhaps food for
more definite conclusions. I shall
keep you informed as' we go for-
