Raziskovalci Crandell, Milli-
neaux in Rubin sklepajo po “e-
ruptivni dejavnosti gore St. He-
lens v minulih Stirih tiso¢letjih,
da je mozen nov izbruh tega
ognjenika v prihodnjih sto letih,
verjetno pa Se pred koncem te-
ga stoletja”. O tem piSejo v re-
viji “Science”.

Prepricani so, da se bo ognje-
nik prebudil, ne morejo pa
predvideti obsega in trajanja
njegove ponovne aktivnosti. Go-
ra St. ‘Helens je sicer stara o-
koli 37,000 let, vendar je v pri-
merjavi s tremi sosednjimi raz-
meroma mlada. Njen najvisji
vrh (2950 m) se je dvignil v mi-
nulih 2400 letih.

Trije znanstveniki so prouce-
vali zgodovino tega ognjenika
po razpolozljivih zgodovinskih
zapiskih, pregledali pa so tudi
ognjeniske plasti okoli wrha.

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LOVE NEW YORK

By JOHN P. NIELSEN

New York, N.Y. — About a
year ago in an extended stay in
Cleveland I was visiting my
cousin and we were discussing,
oh, just anything, I guess, when
I mentioned I was going hack
to New York. My cousin asked
me in a mild to be sure, but de-
finite, are-you alright-in-the
head tone. “You'’re really going
back to New York?”

Like the  legendary = mén
drowning, who sees his whole
life flash by, I experienced a
similar flashback going back 50
years, when I was still a teen-
ager.

We lived in Nottingham, as
we called this particular Cieve-
land suburb, but as much as I
liked the vineyardy surround-
ings of that day around our
house, my feet were frequently
pointed in the direction of down-
town. \

On many a day I hopped on a

yellow street car and got off,

somewhere near Public Square.
It took about an hour in those
days. I usually stopped first in
that wonderful Cleveland Public¢
Library at Sixth and Superior.
After drinking in the current
literary magazines, and bhrows-
ing through a half a dozen
science books, I went to a late
lunch. In the arcade across the
street, .in the lower level, I got
the best hamburg sandwich and
a piece of apple pie with ched-
dar cheese on the side. Then I
would walk back past the Cleve-
land Plain Dealer building, and
perhaps to the Cleveland Press
offices, to smell the fresh-inked
paper, and snatch the first copy
of the evening edition sold just
outside the premises.. Then I
might walk to the Hanna Thea-
ter to see maybe a celebrity go-
ing into the stage door. Finally
before going home, I would
lounge a bit in one of the hate!
lobbies, reading my newspaper,
maybe pretending I was a hotel
guest, but mostly trying to sense
the aura of the big world out-
side of Cleveland.

All this was not good enough,
and in due course, I headed for
a more definite urban center—
New York.

I got there by train, checked
into a Y and got myself a job
in Bayonne, New Jersey, just
across the river from Manhat-
tan, requiring a daily commuting
by subway and the Liberty
Street ferry across the Hudson.
It was wonderful. I particularly
enjoyed on occasion seeing a big
liner go by the bow of the ferry
in the mist of an early morning.

I rented a room on Riverside
Drive in an apartment convert-
ed into a rooming house. Still
not ‘good enough, I found out in
time. The Village was the place
to live. And so, I drifted down
there whenever 1 could and
would drool over the various
houses™ that I hoped to. live in
someday. The couple of thou-
sand dollars I saved up over
three or four years wouldn't
come near the fifteen thousand
(those ‘good old days) I needed
for one of those houses on Wash-
ington Square. No.'5 on the
Square especially appealed to
me, with an elaborate Colonial
doorway and with Boston ivy as
a ground cover for the minia-
ture lawn area. This house, my
research told me, was none oth-
er than the one Henry James
lived in back in 1850. Fifteen
thousand for such a house.

I was squiring a girl
when we came upon a skid row
character leaning up against a
building.

$24 for Manhattan.” Stupidly we
laughed, 1 suppose, — just ano-
ther drunk. But that incident
traced itself indelibly in my
mind. It was not an act —there
was no self-consciousness — it
was the soul of an Indian curs-
ing what the white man did to
him. / :

'of New York. The incident
