Washington. Fresh eggs are
preserved, without shells, by a
quick-freeze process under a meth-
od for which a government patent
was issued recently.

The analyst observ-
ed, “These people are not at all bothered by the idea of ‘bigness.’

Mono-
polies of any kind go straight against the Amreican grain. But
they can see with their own eyes that in retailing no monopoly is
maintained by this particular chain or by any other chain. Every
store in every community must continually compete for business
with other stores which would like nothing better than to win over

There was something resembling a retail monopoly once —
a long time ago. It was the crossroads emporium of the horse and
buggy era. It was usually the only store in the immediate region.
You had to accept its prices and its offerings or go without. It
could operate on the like-it-or-lump-it principle.

But how times have changed! Good roads and the automo-
bile enormously extended the consumers’ mobility. Now if the re-
tailers in one town don’t satisfy Him, he can go elsewhere. As
more and more people move out of the cities into the suburbs and
the country, new stores come inio being on every side. Real com-
petition is established. And the consumer reaps the benefits of it.

The biggest business and the smallest business can live side by
side in America. That’s one of the reasons why this is a great coun-

Bulbs of the proper size give
ample light and bring out all the
beauty and color of furniture,
fabrics and floor coverings. Well
lighted rooms look larger, more
cheerful—and help guard eyes
against strain.

The rules for selecting light bulbs
of proper size are easy to follow.
Table, floor or pin-up lamps should
have a bulb of at least 150-watt
gize. If the lamp has a three-way

switch, use a 50-100-150-watt bulb |
in standard sockets, and a 100-200- |
300-watt bulb in large or mogul!
sockets. Candle brack-.
ets should have a 60-
watt bulb in each socket. '
Two-socket floor and
table lamps require 75-!
watt bulbs. Your favorite
lamps that do nmot have
diffusing bowls can be
easily converted to give
soft, glareless, sight-sav-
ing light. You merely re-
place the old narrow
wire harp that holds the
shade with an inexpen-
sive wide-type harp, and
insert the new flat top
bulb that serves as its
i own diffusing bowl.

Ceiling fixturesin work
areas like the laundry
and kitchen, should be
shaded and contain a
150-watt light bulb.
% Rosette fixtures in bed-

o rooms and halls should
be shaded. If this is not possible
use enameled bulbs or the new
mushroom-shaped bulbs. Each
provides soft, diffused light that is
easy on the eyes.

You’ll get more light for your
money if you replace dark, discol-
ored bulbs, Darkened bulbs give
less light, although they use the .
same amount of electricity as a
new bulb. Homemakers find that
it pays to keep a spare supply of
right-size bulbs on hand for in-

stant service.
