Roosevelt je izkazal 
veliko čast posla-
niku Anglije 
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Temni oblaki nad osiščem 
Prvo vojno posvetovanje diktatorjev Hitlerja in Mus-

solinija je bilo lanskega marca na prelazu Brenner. To je 
bila preludija za invazijo v Norveško in potem blitzkrieg 
Nemčije proti zahodu. Drugi, sestanek je bil v juniju v Mo-
nakovem. Tukaj sta diktatorja pirovala na zmagah, ki sta 
jih izvojevala dotlej. Na 4. oktobra se je vršil drugi sesta-
nek na prelazu Brenner. Iz tega se je izcimila nemška di-
plomatska ofenziva za "novi red" v Evropi. Prihodnji se-
stanek je bil v Florenci na 28. oktobra. To je bilo potem, ko 
se je vrnil Hitler z diplomatske ture v Franciji in Španiji. 
Posledica tega sestanka je bila italijanska invazija v Grčijo. 

Pred nekaj dnevi sta se diktatorja zopet sestala. Ber-
lin je tajil sestanek do zadnje minute in ko je priznal sesta-
nek, ni hotel povedati kraja, kjer se je sestanek vršil. Rim 
je bil takrat prekinil vse telefonsk zveze z ostalo Evropo, da 
ne bi prišla kaka važna novica predčasno v javnost. Kakor 
sta diktatorja prej vse sestanke javno razglašala, se je vršil 
zadnji sestanek v največji tajnosti. Kaj naj to pomeni? 
Nič drugega kot da se je začel pomikati politični voz osišča 
navkreber. 

Italija je zdaj v sredini pozornice. Mussolini je doživel 
poleg poraza v Albaniji in Libiji še znaten poraz v vzhodni 
Afriki . Fašisti se umičejo na vsej fronti ob Sudanu. 

Nemški bombniki so dosegli nekaj uspehov v Sredo-
zemlju, ko so napadli angleške ladje in jih nekaj poškodo-
vali. Toda ta uspeh meče senco na Mussolinijevo zračno silo, 
ker so nemški bombniki uspeli pri prvem poskusu, dočim 
italijanski niso mogli pri ponovnih in ponovnih poskusih. 
Taki nadaljni uspehi nemške avijatike bodo več škodili ita-
lijanski kot angleški morali. 

Značilno je tudi to, da je šel fašistični propagandist 
Roberto Farinacci, eden najhujših fašistov in največji za-
govornik nacijev, v Albanijo, kjer bo skušal dvigniti moralo 
v italijanski armadi. Poroča se, da bodo v kratkem stopili 
tudi drugi odlični fašisti v armado, da pokažejo italijanske-
mu narodu, da se fašisti niti vojne nevarnosti ne izogiblje-
jo. Baje bo šel sam grof Ciaiio, zunanji minister in Musso-
linijev zet, v armado. 

Toda vzrok zadnjega sestanka diktatorjev je bila pred-
vsem pomoč Zedinjenih držav Angliji. Trenutno so se na-
ciji potuhnili in se ne kažejo izzivane radi Rooseveltove po-
litike. Toda, da Nemci niso ravnodušni radi ameriške poli-
tike in da pod navidezno mirnim površjem tli, kaže slučaj, 
kako je nemško časopisje izbruhnilo, ko so oni dan ameriški 
mornarji v San Franciscu razrezali nemško zastavo.

At All-Nations Expo 

Saturday was Yugoslav Day at the 
International Exposition, held in Pub-
ic Hall, and more than 9,000 attended 
this highly successful exhibition. Va-
rious Yugoslav organizations partici-
oated in a program which received the 
aighest compliments from all who were 
present. 

Dr. Konstantin Fotic, f rom the Y u -
goslav Legation at Washington, deliv-
ered the main address of the evening,

W. Mally. "Today, in this European 
.ragedy, Yugoslavia stands united and 
,trcng for her liberty ancl defense," ut -
tered Dr. Fotic with intense feeling.
