Bela hi$a Siri v zadnjem ¢asu v javnosti optimizem o
poloZaju v svetu: nevarnost vojn naj bi popus¢ala, odnosi
s Sovjetsko zvezo, pa tudi z rdeto Kitajsko naj bi bili na
poti k izboljSanju, razgovori o omejitvi strateSkega jedr-
skega oroZja s Sovjetsko zvezo dobro kaZejo. Taka razla-
ganja se lepo in prijetno sliSijo, toda vprasanje je, koliko:
so stvarna in utemeljena?

Za vlado in republikansko stranko so te razlage poseb-
no ugodne, ker ustvarjajo pri volivcih vtis, da je Nixonova
vlada v mednarodni politiki izpolnila obljubo, da je politi-
ka sootenja — mrzle vojne — res pre§la v politiko razgo-
vorov in pogajanj. Ce bodo volivci te razlage in trditve
sprejeli, bodo v novembru pri volitvah tudi glasovali za
republikanske kandidate, prav posebno za Kongres, kjer
sedaj demokratska velina predsedniku Nixonu tudi v zu-
nanji politiki dela precejSnje teZave.

KakSen je dejanski poloZaj v svetu?

Predsednik Nixon je ob svojm nastopu dejal, da bo
v mednarodni politiki namesto soofenja, namesto mrzle
vojne iskal reSevanje sporov potom razgovorov. Upal je,
da bo naletel v tem pogledu na dober odmev na nasprotni
strani, da mu bo Moskva pomagala koncati vietnamsko
vojno. Tam dobre volje ni bilo, vsaj pokazala se ni. Sovjet-
ska zveza Se vedno podpira Severni Vietnam v njegovem
naporu po razdiritvi komunistine oblasti nad JuZz. Viet-
namom, mu $e vedno posilja obilno vojadko in drugo po-
moé, da more v boju vzdrzati. Severni Vietnam zavisi §Se
vedno v glavnem od pomoti Sovjetske zveze in njenih sa-
telitov in le prav malo od pomodi rdece Kitajske.

Sovjetska zveza doslej svojega vpliva v Hanoiu ni u-
porabila za iskanje konca vojskovanja, razen v kolikor to
krepi poloZaj Kitajske. Nekatere vesti trdijo, da se Moskva
prizadeva za pomiritev med vlado in rde€imi v Laosu, kjer
naj bi se vrnili h koalicijski vladi kot temelju novega kom-
promisa.

Pogajanja v Parizu so obti¢ala in upanje, da bi se zo-
pet zganila, je majhno. Nixon in njegova vlada ratunata
v glavnem, da bo ZDA redila vietnamizacija, da bodo obo-
10Zene sile JuZnega Vietnama sposobne do konca prihod-
njega leta prevzeti vso odgovornost za bojevanje na tleh,
pa obvladale v ve€ji meri tudi Ze letalsko podporo v teh
bojih. Ameriske oboroZene sile bodo do kraja 1972 z izje-
mo 50,000 “svetovalcev” JuZni Vietnam zapustile. To so
vladne napovedi, Zal samo napovedi! Odhajanje ameriskih
vojakov iz JuZnega Vietnama je v zadnjih tednih, ko po-
staja poloZzaj v KambodZi vedno bolj kriti¢en, zastalo.

V ¢asu, ko je Nixon v mednarodni politiki prehajal,
kot je sam trdil, od sooevanja k pogajanjem, je Sovjetska
zveza prignala poloZaj na Srednjem vzhodu do take nove
napetosti, da je Bela hiSa priznala, da je postal nevarnejsi
od onega v Vietnamu, kjer je vojskovanje z rdeCimi letos-
njo ponilad seglo iz JuZznega Vietnama in Laosa tudi v
KambodZo. Moskva je pritisnila na Naserja Sele, ko je svoj
polozaj v Egiptu utrdila in tega dobila skoraj popolnoma
pod svoj nadzor, Sele tedaj, ko je priSla do prepricanja, da
bodo ZDA privile Izrael, da bo sprejel arabske zahteve.
Pogajanja so se res zalela, neposredna nevarnost za vojni
spopad je trenutno minila, toda le trenutno. Moskva bo nc-
mara $e dalje podpirala politiko, ki ne bo vodila k pomi-
ritvi Srednjega vzhoda, v kolikor ne bo to zdruZeno z nje-
no koristjo. ‘

Razgovori o razoroZevanju so se zaCeli lansko jesen v
Helsinkih in se leto$njo pomlad in poletje nadaljevali na
Dunaju. Po uradnih izjavah so potekali mirno in poslov-
no, o njih poteku niso objavljali nobenih porocil, da bi sc
izognili propagandi. Washington je pred koncem razgovo-
rov na Dunaju predlozil zamrznitev strateSkega jedrskega
oboroZevanja. Moskva je posluiala, baje vpradala za nekaj
pojasnil, pa ni dala ne pritrdilnega in ne odklonilnega od-
govora, Tako obstoja upanje, da utegne biti odgovor le
pritrdilen ali vsaj tak, da bo mogole razgovore nadaljeva-
ti. Razeovori se bodo nadaljevali v novembru v Helsinkih,
sovjetski zastopnik Semjonov je ob zakljuCku teh na Du-
naju opozoril, da bo treba premagati veliko teZav in ovir,
predno bo mogoce priti do kakega sporazuma.

Sovjetska zveza je podpisala z Zahodno Nem&ijo po-
godbo o nenapadanju. Tudi to naj bi bil znak sovjetske Ze-
lie po pomiritvi z Zahodom, z NATO, z ZDA. V Zahodni
Fvropi so v pogledu tega pakta precej skeptitni. Opozar-
jzjo na dejstvo, da je Moskva dosegla v njem priznanja ob-
stojeCega stanja v Evropi, priznanje svojih osvojitev v dru-
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gi svetovni voini in po njej, ne da bi ji bilo za to treba kaj (in se z drugimi vred vzivel v
Zrtvovati. Podpis pogodbe smatrajo za ofitno zmago Mo-'

skve. Predvidevajo, da bo popustila nekaj v pogledu Za-
hodnega Berlina, da bo s tem omogogila evropsko var-
nostno konferenco, ki naj raztegne priznanje obstojedega
stanja v Evropi na vse evropske drZave, pa $e na Kanado
na ZDA. Taka potrditev je za Moskvo Ze nekaj vredna!

Gen. Ivan Prezelj bo dopolnil 75 let

CLEVELAND, O. — Jutri bo
Ivan Prezelj, nekdanji general
jugoslovanske kraljevske voj-
ske in vrhovni poveljnik Slo-
venskih oddelkov Jugoslovan-
ske vojske v domovini v letih
1944-1945, doponil 75 let. Kljub
letom je &e vedno ¢il in hodi po-
koncu, kot se pravemu vojaku
spo.obi. Leta ga niso uklonila,
se vedno pride rad v druséino;

$e vcdno obiskuje prireditve, Se

vedno vrsi posle zastopnika AD
za Collinwood, Nottingham in
Euclid.

Gen. Ivan Prezelj

Rodil se je na znani Menisiji,
hodil v Ljubljani v srednjo Solo,
moral leta 1915 v vojno, kjer se
je boril na italijanski fronti. Bil
‘e tezko ranjen, pa je to sre¢no
prezivel. Po razpadu Awvstrije
n ustanovitvi Jugoslavije je
stopil v jugoslovansko vojsko
kot madporo¢nik in se udelezil
bojev z Korosko. Ze leta 1924 je
kot sposoben in vesten castnik
bil sprejet v viSjo vojno akade-
mijo, to z odliénim uspehom
koncal ter postal 1. 1929 gene-
raldtabni kapetan. V letih 1934-
1935 je bil ma izpopolnjevanju v
francoski vojski. Po povratku je
oil nacelnik staba Drinske divi<
zije, nato pa je bil imenovan za
vojaskega ataSeja v Atenah. Le-
ta 1939 je bil imenovan za na-
celnika odseka prometnega od-
delka v glavnem $tabu v Bel-
gradu.

Med italijansko zasedbo je bil
wrijet spomladi 1942 z drugimi’
aktivnim jugoslovanskimi ¢ast-
aiki in poslan v taborisée v Ita-
iiji. Ko se je od tam vrnil, je
sodeloval pri organiziranju Slo-
venskih oddelkov Jugoslovan-
ske vojske v domovini pod glav-
nim poveljnikom gen. Draze
Mihajlovicem. Leta 1944 je po-
stal glavni poveljnik teh oddel-
kov in ostal na tem mestu do
kraja druge svetovne vojne, ko
se je z njimi sre¢no prebil pre-
ko Soce v Italijo.

Ko je bilo otitno, da se raz-
mere v ‘Evropi ne bodo skoraj
bistveno spremenile, da bo Ze-
lezna zavesa ostala, je gen. Ivan
Prezelj poleti 1949 prisel
prvimi slo venskimi povojnimi
begunei v ZDA in se naselil v
Clevelandu. Tu je ostal ves as

domovini, ga ni bilo sram prije-
ti za roc¢no delo. Vse do svoje
upokojitve pred 10 leti je redno

Father Trunk was pastor of
St. Joseph’s Church in Lead-
ville, Colorado from 1924 to 1946,
He took over the parish shortly
after the church was rebuilt
following a disastrous fire on
the eve of St. Joseph’s Day, 1923,
The new church was built of
brick, with . plaster interior
walls. According to the present
pastor, Father George M. Spe-
har, Father Trunk inquired of
some painters how much it
would cost to decorate the in-
side. When they quoted him a
price of $6,000.00, he politely
dismissed them, saying he would
paint it himself. And — with
only $79 of material and his
great artistic gifts, he painted
and created an historical monu-
ment unequalled in all of Ame-
rica. Every inch of the walls
and ceiling is covered with some
religious painting, The Stations
of the Cross, with devotions in
both Slovenian and English, are
of special significance. St. Jo-
seph’'s is a warm, inviting
church. Make it a “must” to see
when you visit Colorado!

In 1946, when Father Trunk
left St. Joseph’s, he moved to
San Francisco, California, where
he resides with Father Vital
Vodusek. The parish continues
to flourish under the leadership
of Father Spehar. There have
been 'many improvements in
the church, the rectory has been
renovated, and in recent weeks,
the paintings were cleaned and
brightened, making them look

like new. Even the third and
fourth generation parishioners

Iare striving to keep their Slove-

nian beauty alive. Earlier this
lyear the choir (six ladies — five
singers and the organist) cut
two records of Slovenian sacred
music. These are objects of real
musical - beauty, which have
brought tears to the eyes of
many Slovenians who listened
to them. T'till write more about
these in the future.

On Julyt22, through the cour-
tesy of Father Spehar, we ar-
ranged for: some remembrance
of our own! Husband Silvan and
I took Father Blatnik to Lead-
ville, where he celebrated a
Mass “for Father Trunk and all
the Slovenians of Leadville,”
in the presence of a handful of
parish pioneers, Silvan took
some color slides that show the
church’s beauty at its fullest. It
was a day we will never forget.
