THE LAST
SURVIVOR

The decision of the SNPJ convention at Enon Valley last
September to discontinue the “daily” — or Monday — issue of
“Prosveta” leaves the “Ameriska Domovina” as the only Slo-
vene American newspaper to appear more often than once

a week.

" Even AD was forced by economic pressures to go to three
issues a week a few months ago. Last week the subscription
rate for “foreign” countries — which for AD means primarily
Canada — had to be raised to forty dollars a year and the
Friday only issue to fifteen. Sharply increased postage rates

were responsible for this.

All these negative developments occurred despite the fact
that the number of daily and Friday subscriptions to AD has
been growing slowly but steadily for some time.

Especially in the Slovene section, where the decrease from
four issues to three was felt directly, several writers have
expressed disappointment with this step and pointed out that
if the trend continues soon AD will be a weekly, if that. Rather
than cut out the one issue, these writers suggested, better to
raise the daily subscriptions to forty dollars. ;

Unfortunately, it is not possible to predict what impact
raising the daily rate to forty dollars would have on subscrib-
ers, manv of whom are elderly and pressured by inflation.

The financial burden of maintaining a publication like AD
is a heavyv one. Merely to return to four issues a week from
three, for example, would involve an extra expense of thirty
thousand dollars a year. To secure an additional backup press
would cost perhaps ten thousand dollars. All of this would be
separate from the present costs of doing business, the outlays
for newsprint and other supplies, wages and fringe benefits,
utilities, postage, etc., none of which is getting any cheaper
and most of which are rising rapidly.

And yet AD does have certain advantages in its struggle
to survive: the full commitment of the ownership and em-
ployees, the loyalty of its subscribers and advertisers, the fact
that the building and equipment are not burdened by rental
or mortgage payments, the income generated by outside print-
ing orders, the readiness of persons to write for its pages with-
out payment and, finally, the fact that now Ameri§ka Domo-
vina really is the ONLY Slovene-English language “newspa-

per” left.

Initial canitalization costs and ongoing exvenses coupled
with a numerically limited and declining potential readership
make any chance of establishing another “daily” Slovenian
American/Canadian newspaper impossible now or in the

future.

AmeriSka Domovina is all that remains from the wealth of
publications that existed as recently as a quarter century ago.
It would be wise for those who want it to survive — even
when on occasion or more often they do not agree with the
opinions expressed in its pages—to regard it in the same <ense
they view their own health. There is a tendency to take health
for granted when it is there and everything seems all right.
Only when it is gone — and especially when it can not be
recovered—is is there a realization of just how important, how
valuable, it was. In a real sense, the same situation anplies to
AD and rather than wringing hands later and feeling sorry
about lost opportunities some preventive medicine is in order.

As many new subscribers and advertisers as possible are
needed—as well as retention of those already committed to

AD. A wider circle of writers for both the Slovene and English .

sections is needed. The superb series of articles recently on
the history of AD shows what is possible. To take just one
more potentially very interesting story: 1979 marks the 35th
anniversary of the devastatihg East Ohio Gas fire in the St.
(Clair area. How many persons who experienced that event and
its aftereffects could write of what they and their family and
friends went through! Indeed, an event like this might even
deserve a special AD edition, something in the vein of the

Lausche edition of last October.

Finally, it might even be possible for organizations com-
mitted to preserving and even reviving as much as possible of
the Slovene cultural heritage to organize some kind of “bene-

- fit” or other program in AD’s behalf.
