- Washington, D. C. — Cor-
porations with large numbers
of employees are now permit-
ted to sell Series E Defense
Bonds directly to their employ-
ees, Secretary Morgenthau an-
nounced today.

The Treasury has authoriz-
ed the Federal Reserve Banks
to qualify such corporations as
agents for the sale of these
Bonds.

This step is designed to make
it easier for employees to pur-
chase bonds; to prevent delay
inn the issuance of bonds and to
lighten the load on Federal
Banks and other selling outlets
which have been swamped with
orders since the Japanese at-
tack on December 7.

In addition, the new ruling is
expected to increase tremend-
ously the 30,000 outlets now
qualified to sell Bonds.

At present Bonds can be pur-
chased through banks, post of-
fices, savings and loan.sssoell-
tions, credit unions and a few
other groups.
