» Ob zacetku Solskega leta 2007/2008 je bilo v osnovno glasbeno

instrumenti s tipkami / keyboard instruments

in plesno izobrazevanje vkljuéenih 23.929 otrok in mladostnikov,
od tega 19.186 osnovnoSolcev. V primerjavi s preteklim Solskim
letom se je Stevilo otrok in mladostnikov, vkljuéenih v osnovno
glasbeno in plesno izobrazevanje, povecalo za 0,6 %.

Skoraj polovica vseh ucencev se je ucila igranja na enega od
izmed treh najpriviaénejSih instrumentov, na klavir, kitaro ali
violino, v drugi skupini najbolj priljubljenih instrumentov pa sta
harmonika in flavta.

Ob koncu Solskega leta 2006/2007 je bilo v Sloveniji 58
glasbenih Sol, skupaj z enotami pa 78. Vanje je bilo vpisanih
23.798 ucencev, od tega v predSolsko glasbeno vzgojo in v
pripravnico 3.428 ucencev, v nizjo in viSjo stopnjo programa
glasba in ples pa 20.370 u¢encev. Glasbeno vzgojo in pouk jim je
posredovalo skupaj 1.853 uciteljev in korepetitorjev (58,9 % je bilo
zaposlenih s polnim, 41,1 % pa s krajSim delovnim ¢asom).

Posamezne letnike je uspesno koncalo 95,4 % ucencev, Solanje
pa je koncalo 2.814 ucencev; od tega 2.086 na nizji stopnji, 728
pa na visji stopniji.

» At the beginning of the school year 2007/2008, 23,929 pupils

were enrolled in basic music and dance education, of whom
19,186 were elementary school pupils. In comparison to the
previous school year the number of children and youth enrolled in
basic music and dance education increased by 0.6%.

» Almost half of all pupils were learning to play one of the three

most popular instruments: piano, guitar or violin. In the second
group of most popular instruments were accordion and flute.

» At the end of the school year 2006/2007, there were 58 music

schools in Slovenia, or else 75 if we include their units, providing
music and dance education for 23,798 pupils. 3,428 pupils were
enrolled in pre-school music education and in preparatory school
and 20,370 in lower and upper levels of basic music and dance
education. Musical training was provided by 1,853 teachers and
tutors (58.9% of whom were employed full time and 41.1% part
time).

» Individual classes were passed by 95.4% of pupils and schooling
was finished by 2,814 pupils; of whom 2,086 at the lower level and
728 at the upper level.

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V Solskem letu 2006/07 je nizjo stopnjo osnovnega glasbenega in
plesnega izobraZevanja konCalo 2.086 uencev. lzobrazevanje na tej
stopnji traja od 4 do 6 let, odvisno od predmeta, samo pouk orgel traja na
nizji stopniji le 2 leti. Najve¢ uencev na tej stopnji je v tem Solskem letu
zakljucilo uenje igranja na instrumente s tipkami (med njimi sta bila v
ospredju klavir in harmonika), na drugem mestu so bila pihala in na
tretiem brenkala. Vi§jo stopnjo tega izobraZevanja, ta pri vseh predmetih
traja 2 leti, pa je zakljuilo 728 ucencev.

In the school year 2006/07 2,086 pupils completed the lower level of
basic music and dance education. Education at that level lasts 4 to 6
years, depending on the particular subject, with the exception of organ,
which requires only 2 years of learning at the lower level. Regarding the
subjects groups, most pupils completed learning to play keyboard
instruments (among them the most popular were piano and accordion),
followed by learning to play woodwind instruments and plucked string
instruments. 728 pupils completed the upper level, which lasts 2 years for
all subjects.

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V/ osnovno glasbeno in plesno izobrazevanje se lahko vkljucijo predSolski
otroci, u€enci osnovnih in srednjih 3ol, Studenti visjih in visokih 3ol ter
odrasli. Otroci, stari 6 let ali manj, se vkljuCujejo v programe pred3olske
glasbene vzgoje in v glasbeno in plesno pripravnico, v program glasba in
ples pa se, kot je videti na sliki 2, v glavnem vkljuuje osnovno3olska
populacija. StarejSih od 15 let je bilo med vpisanimi le dobrih 8 %. Za
zaCetek uCenja vsakega predmeta sta dologeni tudi priporogljivi spodnja
in zgornja meja starosti ofroka. Za zacetek ucenja trobil in pihal se
spodnja priporocljiva meja giblie med 9. in 11. letom starosti otroka, za
zaCetek uCenja klavirja, harmonike, violine in kljunaste flavte pa je
priporocljiva spodnja meja starosti otroka 7 let.

Basic music and dance education can be attended by pre-school children,
elementary and upper secondary pupils, higher education students and
adults. Children aged 6 years or younger attend pre-school music
education and preparatory music and dance school, while elementary
school children, as seen from Chart 2, are mostly enrolled in music and
dance programs. Only 8% of all enrolled were older than 15 years. For
each subject there exist also the recommendable lower and upper age
limit. The lower recommendable age limit for learning brass and
woodwind instruments ranges from 9 to 11 years, while for learning piano,
accordion, violin and blockflute the lower recommended age limit is 7
years.

The number of children enrolled in basic music and dance education is on
the increase. Compared to the 2002/03 school year, when 22,000
children were enrolled in music schools, in the 2007/08 school year their
number reached 24,000, which represented a 10.9% increase over the
school year 2002/03.

More than one third of all children were learning to play
keyboard instruments, the second most popular instruments were
woodwind instruments, which were learned by 16% of all pupils, while the
third most popular were bowed string instruments, which were chosen by
13% of pupils.

UcCenci, ki so se udili igranja na solistiCni orkestrski inStrument, so se
morali na visji stopnji in v zadnjih razredih nizje stopnje vkljuditi v Solske
orkestre. V Solskem letu 2007/08 je bilo v Solske orkestre vklju¢enih
4.788 uCencev, od tega najve¢, 2.066, v pihalne orkestre, tem so po
Stevilu udelezenih ucencev sledili godalni, drugi orkestri in harmonikarski
orkestri.

Pupils who were learning to play solo orchestra instruments were obliged
to join school orchestas in the last grades of the lower level and at the
upper level. In the school year 2007/08, 4,788 pupils were included in the
school orchestras, of whom most (2,066) in wind instrument orchestras,
followed by string orchestras, other orchestras and accordion orchestras.

Definicije

Glasbena $ola je sestavni del vzgojno-izobrazevalnega sistema in daje
javno veljavno glasbeno izobrazbo.

V osnovnem glasbenem in plesnem izobrazevanju se izvajajo
naslednji programi: program predSolske glasbene vzgoje, program
glasbene pripravnice, program plesne pripravnice, glasbeni program in
plesni program. Program predSolske glasbene vzgoje in program
glasbene pripravnice trajata 1 leto, program plesne pripravnice traja 3
leta, glasbeni program traja 4, 6 ali 8 let, plesni program pa 4 ali 6 let.

Glasbeni in plesni izobrazevalni program se delita na niZjo in visjo stopnjo.

Glasbena $ola izvaja vzgojno-izobrazevalno delo po razredih, oddelkih in
ucnih skupinah.

Razred je vzgojno-izobrazevalna enota, ki v skladu z uénim nacrtom
obsega ucno snov enega Solskega leta.

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS
The purpose of the statistical survey

is to establish the number of pupils attending music schools and to
monitor the activity of music schools.

Observation units

are music schools and units of music schools at elementary schools and
other educational institutions.

Data sources

Data on music schools are collected with the annual SOL-GL
questionnaire for the end of the school year, while data for the beginning
of the school year are acquired from the Ministry of Education and Sports
from the OR Report.

Coverage

Covered are public and private music schools performing basic music and
dance education.

Definitions

Music school is part of the educational system and gives publicly valid
music education.

In the basic music and dance education the following programs are
carried out: pre-school music education, preparatory music programs,
preparatory dance programs, music programs and dance programs.
Pre-school music education and preparatory music programs are one-
year programs, the preparatory dance program is a three-year program,
music programs are four-, six- or eight-year programs, and dance
programs are four- or six-year programs.

Music and dance programs are divided into lower and upper levels.

Music school performs educational work in grades, class units and
educational groups.

A grade is en educational entity that in accordance with the curriculum
covers the subjects of one school-year.

A class unit for individual instructions comprises pupils of individual
instrument or groups of instruments or singing.

An educational group comprises pupils of one or more instruments or
singing at chamber-ensemble performance.
