As we close this series of articles
on traffic safety, I want to thank i
again the editor of this newspaper
for the opportunity to discuss safe-
ty problems with you. Should any
of you have questions on ftraffic, I
am sure that if you send your in- |
quiries to the editor he will be glad |
to forward them to me for further |
attention. For my concluding arti-
cle, I want to discuss the traffic
deaths in the Cleveland area, since
the newspapers have just reported
the forty-sixth Cleveland fatality.

Of 95 people killed here last year,
48 — or approximately one-half of
them — were pedestrians, or peo-
ple not in automobiles.

Red Gross Blood Program
Claims Best Year to Date

The Central Blood Bank collected
39,779 pints of blood during -the
past fiscal year (July 1, 1958 to
June 30, 1959) announced Warren
H. Chase, Chairman of Greater
Cleveland Red Cross. This is 2,000
pints over the amount collected in
the previous fiscal year, Chase
added that 11,168 pints were con-
tributed by donors from communi-
ty blood banks.

Even though overall collections
were 96.9 percent of an arbitrary
quota of 41,000 pints, the amount
collected in Cuyahoga County last
vear by Red Cross was still the best !
12-month collection period to date. |

The 39,779 pints collected last,
fiscal year were suffieient to meet
all requests from the 34 hospitals
in the county which regularly draw
on Red Cross total or partial blood
needs. g

ordings he is playing.

The amount of success of this,
rare hobby inspired radio program '
has been reflected to the highest
degree by an almost immediate re-
sponse from the great artists past
and present. Sgt. Villella has re-
ceived congratulatory telegrams
from Lily Pons, Richard Tucker,
Rosa Raisa, rand 'Bidu Sayoa. Let-
ters of congratulations have been
received from Patrice Munsel, Rise
Stevens.

rontains all of the 257 Caruso pub- |
lished records plus seven titles that |
were never released to the general
public.

His collection is estimated at a
value of over $6000 with two Caru-
so recordings “Boheme-Vecchia zi-
mara” and “Luna Fedele” (a false
start record) as being valued at
over $75 and $100 respectively. The
“Boheme-Vecchia zimara” record-
ing, is a rarity as it contains Caru-'!
so, a tenor sineging in bass voice. Tt
was recorded in 1916 with only 6
copies made. In the recording “Lu-
na fedele” made in 1902, the great
Caruso made a mistake at the start
of the record, stopped in a middle
of a phrase, and restarted.

In all Sgt. Villella has over 1500
rare records dating from 1898 in his
collection. Some of these recorded
gems may be heard as a regular
feature of his “great vocal rarities”
program, on Cleveland radio sta-
tion WERE.

to Polio

With the incidence, in Des Mmnines,

Towa, of 68 cases of poliomyelitis—
3 deaths, 37 cases resulting from
failure to receive injections of Salk
vaccine, Dr. J. Glen Smith, Coma
missioner of Health, this week al-
erts Clevelanders to the great need
of immunization against polio.

Since the development of the
Salk vaceine, a hasty relaxation
of precautions has helped to put po-
lio back in a crucial spot In the
morbidity and mortality statistics,
According to the Public Health
Service of the United States De-
partment of Health, Education, and
Welfare, the number of paralytic
polio cases in the United States at
this time shows an over 100 per
cent increase over the 259 cases re-
ported in 1958! These cases origi-
nated mainly in the South and the
Southwest, where the polio season
occurs earlier than it does in Clevea
land.

Although approximately one-
third of the school children in the
United States has not received Salk
vaccine, the greatest problem lies

|in the immunization of the 20-40

age group. Adults are putting off
protecting themselves until they
can receive the new attenuatedoral
vaccine. The Cleveland polio sea-
son reaches its peak during August
and September. Procrastinating una
til fall will not protect you this
summer!

Children who attend the Well
Child Conferences in Cleveland
Health Centers have, since 1956,

been offered polio vaccination along
with routine immunization against
diphtheria, whooping cough, teta-
nus, and smallnox: It is important
that children receive these immuni-
zations when they are of pre-school
age.

Last week, the Ohio Legislature
passed a bill which requires all chil-
dren entering kindergarten or first
grade this fall to be immunized
against the “childhood diseases” and
polio. There is still time this sum-
mer to consult your phyvsician for
the first two shots of Salk vaccine,
which are given four weeks apart.
The third shot is given six months
after the second, and it is necssary
to complete the entire series for ef-
fective protection. The U. S. Pub-
lic Health Service now recommends
a fourth “booster” shot as sound
immunological practice.

The Division of Health is conduct-
ing free Salk vaccination -clinics
for children whose parents cannot
afford the services of a private
physician. The following two clin-

EALTH TRAINEESHIPS. Both

the House and the Senate com-
pleted action last week on a bill
(H.R. 6325) extending for five years
programs for the graduate training
of professional health personnel and
the advanced training of nurses as
teachers, administrators and super-
visors. The traineeship programs
were established by the Health
Amendments Act of 1956. The new
bill also directed the Surgeon Gen-
eral to call a conference in 1963 to
appraise the programs, and to report

its findings to Congress by January .

1, 1964.
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WARNINGS ON INFLATION

Earlier this year President Eisen-
hower, recognizing the need to
break up the inflationary spiral, es-
tablished a special Cabinet Com-
niittee, headed by the Vice Presi-
dent, to study the Nation’s econ-
omic health. The Committee’s find-
ings, recently released, give pause,
I think, to every citizen who values
the soundness of the American dol-
lar. Recognizing that there is no
panacea—no easy way to control in-
fiation—the Committee has recom-
mended a minimum course of ac-
tion. First, that Congress make it
clear that “all appropriate means”
be used to protect the buying power
of the dollar. Reasonable price sta-
bility, in other words, should be an
explicit goal of Federal economic
policy. Second, that the Congress
hold the line of Federal expendi-
tures to prevent deficits not only
.now but in the future, making
every effort to reduce the national
debt as we go along. Third, that
Congress remove the present inter-
est ceiling on long-term Government
bonds to eliminate the need for
short term financing of the nation-
al debt which contributes to infla-
tion.

Although the average price of
consumer goods were reported to
have been relatively stable during
the past year, the Committee
pointed to serious danger signs

which could threaten price stability
unless the above action is taken.
The Committee concluded their re-
port on this word of warning: If
in” tion is left unchecked, we will
face the very serious risk that a
new price spiral will hit the Ameri-
can people and seriously endanger
the healthy prosperity now develop-
ing. On the other hand, if we join
together in an effort to halt infla-
tion, we can move forward into the
greatest and soundest period of
economic progress and prosperity

in our history.

' the State Seminary of Learning
and Military Academy at Alex-
andria, Louisiana, a post he re-
sxgned to join the Union army.

His war record was climaxed
by the Atlanta campaign where
he led one of the most massive
and lengthy military raids in

Gen. Sherman -Succeeded fel-
low Ohioan, Gen. Grant, as a
commanding general of the
army in 1869, He was the third
American to be commissioned to
the rank of General, only Grant
ard Washington preceded him in
this rank. 3

Sherman House, the birth-
place of Gen. Sherman in Lan-
caster, is maintained today as a
museum by the Ohio Historical
Society and thousands of famie
lies visit this home each year.
