Slovenian Public Life
Before World War |

In 1891, official Slovenian can-
didates for the elections were still
nominated by the central electoral
committee, but the Catholic poli-
tical group demanded an important
influence. In the same year, the
Liberals changed the name of their
society to “Narodno-napredna stran.
ka” (National Progressive Party®,
while the Catholics founded the
“Katolisko-narodna stranka” (Na-
tional Party). In the Vienna Par-

liament, both Slovenian political
groups supported the Austrian
Conservatives who seemed to be
less opposed to the Slovenian na-
tional rights than the Austrian-
German Liberals. In the provin-
cial parliament of Carniola, the]
Sovenians had 2 seperate groups.

In 1892 Slovenian Catholies or-
ganized the First Slovenian Catho-
lic Congress in Ljubljana _which
elaborated a detailed program for
a Catholic activity in the public
life.

In Carinthia, in 1882 Andrej Ein-
spieler established a Slovenian pa-
per “Mir” (Peace) with a Catho-
lic-national program fighting for
the rights of the Slovenians at the
Slovenian enthenical border. Eight
years later, the Carinthian Slove-
nians founded their “Catholic Po-
litical and Economic Society’ as a
central organization of the Slove-
nians in Carinthia.

In 1882, the Slovenians in Styria
established the *“Slovenian Political
Society for Lower Styria”. In the
Coast land, the leader of the Ca-
tholic activity became Dr. Mahnié¢,
who succeeded in directing the
paper “Soca” in Gorica, while a
new paper “Nova Soca” became the
organ of the Liberals, altho it sup-
ported a common political activity.
The same program was also the
tendency of the Slovenian daily
paper “Edinost” (Unity) in Trieste,
that was stopped and confiscated
by the Italians after World War I.

After Taafe, duke Alfred Win-
dischgraetz became in 1893 the
Austrian Prime Minister. In Car-
niola, the-first and the only Slo-
venian provincial president was re-
placed by a German. Windisch-
graetz’s government was support-
ed by a group of Concervatives, the
Poles, and. the Austrian - German
Liberals. In 1895, the Slovenians
aided by the Czechs demanded Slo-
venian classes for the Gymnasia in
Celje. The Parliament voted in fa-
vor of them, but the government
opposed that request and fell.

The new Prime Minister, the Po-
lish count Badeni reorganized the
electoral laws granting more votes
to the peasants. Since he tried to
grant more rights to Slavic langu-
ages, the Germans succeeded in
replacing him with different short-
lasted governments.

During that time the struggle for
the equality of the Savic languages
within the Austrian monarchy gra-
dually increased and the Slavs
defended their rights against the
Germans who tended to trans-
form the state into a German-
speaking country. That national
fight against the inequality of the
languages and national groups last-
ed to the end of the monarchy and
caused the final dissolution of the
Hapsburg monarchy in 1918.

In Slovenia, in 1896, the “Yugo-
slav Socialist Democratic Party”
was founded as the third Slovenian

to win a large number of follow-
ers.

ment throughuot the country. Their
new leaders became the democra-
tic and social educated Andrej Ka-
lan, Dr. Sustersi¢, and Dr. Janez
E. Krek. Due to the fall of the
prices of agricultural products and
the increased taxes, from some part
of Slovenia there was a very im-
portant emigration to Westphalia
in Germany and to the TUnited
States. Since 1894, Dr. Krek, start-
ed to organize groups of industrial
workers and in 1902 the Sloveni-
an Christian -Social Union was es-
tablished as a central Catholic cul-
tural society. In 1906, the Catho-
lics founded their own society for
physical education, “Orel” (The
Eagle).

The division into political groups
increased so far that cooperatives
of the Catholic-National Party be-
longed to a different central or-
ganization than the cooperatives of
the Liberals who organized a num-
ber of cooperatives in the Slove-
nian part of Styria.

The Liberal movement among the
Slovenians stood under the ideolo-
gical influence of Prof. Masaryk in
Prague, where many Slovenians
attended the Czech University. The
younger Liberal Ileaders Gregor
Zerjav, Albert Kramer, and Adolf
Kramer, and Adolf Ribnikar paid
much attention to the development
of cultural and national defense
among the Slovenians.

In 1900, the Catholics organized
the second Catholic Congress in
ILjubljana to develop their program
in all the fields of the national life.
That Catholic organizatoric move-
ment with its center in Carniola
influenced sirgilar movements in
the rest of the Slovenian provinces.
In Styria, Dr. Korosec, the editor
of the paper “Slovenski gospodar”
and the later Slovenian political |
leader, became the organizer of the
Catholic youth agatinst the Ger-
manization, while the Germans fi-
nancially supported by the “Sued-
mark” actually started to -buy Slo-
venian farm land.. Since 1906, the
Slovenians in Styria were divided
into the National Party for Stvria
and the Catholic Peasants’ Union,
while in the Coastland the former
rivalry partlv ceaced.
