To se je zgodilo
Zze prve dni. Carapkin in Stelle

Ca-
sopisje je porocalo, da je Ame-
rika stavila Ze konkreten pred-
log, Rusija ga je pa odbila.

DO YOU REALLY BELIEVE IN DEMOCRACY?

Studies have revealed that the average student in an
American high sehool doesn’t know what you are talking
about when you refer to the Bill of Rights. The average col-
lege student shows the same brand of ignorance. The average
schoolboy in Russia knows what Marxism is all about. He has
been carefully taught.

Authorities in a Midwest university were shocked by the
results of a pool among its students majoring in political
science. They were asked if they believed in the Bill of
Rights. To that question they answered “Yes.” But when
asked if they believed in each individual principle their
answers were shocking. To the amazement and chagrin of
the professors, about half the students indicated they did not
believe in the right of all Americans to peaceably assemble.
They did not believe in the right of every accused to meet his
accuser face to face and subject him to cross-examination,
and they did not believe in the privilege against self-incrimi-
nation. But all of them 100% strong, said they believed in
the Bill of Rights, though their answers demonstrated that
they did not know what the Bill of Rights is.

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ROPOSED TEST BAN TREATY,

In the past several weeks I have
received many letters urging my
vote as a House Member, for or
against the test ban agreement. The
Constitution provides that the Pres-
ident “shall have power by and with
the advice and concent of the Sen-
ate to make treaties, provided two-
thirds of the Senators present con-
cur”, The House of Representatives,
of course, has various responsibili-
ties in the area of foreign affairs;
but it has no vote in the treaty
making process.

Naturally, I believe all Americans
are deeply interested in the proposed
test ban treaty. Each of us cannot
help but look upon the event as a
symbol of hope for the future. How-
ever, at best only cautious optimism
can prevail, America cannot sud-
denly abandon the record of com-
munist treachery and enthusiasti-
cally embrace the enemy. Indeed
wisdom compels us to temper our
hopes. In the coming weeks the test
ban proposals will be debated in the
Senate. Before anyone can make a
sound judgment he must hear all
the evidence that can be brought
to bear on the question. As former
President Eisenhower suggested, “I
am not ready to come out radically
on either side because we still have
to hear military and scientific opin-
fon on the whole thing”. Because
this is such a momentous decision
for our nation, I urge each of you
to become informed on this matter
and to express your views to your
Senators.

INCREASE SERVICE
ACADEMY ROLLS

The House recently approved a
bill (H.R, 7356) to increase the num-
ber of cadets who may attend the
Air Force and Military Academy.
This action, if finally enacted into
law, will bring enrollment at West
Point and the Air Academy to
strength equal with the Navy. At
present, there are 2529 students at
each of the Air Force and Army
Schools. The new figure would
be 4417, the number now at An-
napolis. ESenators and Congress-
men will select about 75 per-

cent of the ca.........5 under the
new plan, compared to 61 percent
at present — qualified alternates
will have a better chance of gaining
admittance. The bill would also re-
quire graduates of the three schooils
to remain in service for at least five
years, compared to the three years
required by regulations at present.
More than 50 young men applied
and were authorized by me to take
the Civil Service competitive exami-
nation for the Academies which was
held recently in Cleveland. Over the
vears I have found this to be the
fairest and best method to make
my celections, as it gives all young
men in the 22nd District who are
interested, an equal chance to be
nominated. In the 23 years I have
served in the Congress, it has bheen
exciting and satisfying to watch one
after another of my West Point,
Annapolis and Air Force appointees
make good. It takes a high scholas-
tic standing to qualify, but even
more, it takes character that shows
itself in high integrity, loyalty and
honor as well, to stay in. The young
men from the 22nd District have a
wonderful way of making good!

THE PRESIDENT'S LEGISLATIVE

RECORD
According to a recent report of
Congressional Quarterly, a non-
government publication, Congress
has approved only 4.7 percent of
the President’s requests — passing

only 19 of 403 legislative proposals
submitted. This is well below his 7
percent score as of July 1962, and his
10 percent score of 1961. It is also
substantially lower than former
President Eisenhower's score of 13.7
percent at the same time in 1955,
during his third year in office. It
1s significant that President Eisen-
hower’'s approval percentage was
much higher in spite of the fact
that he was faced with a Congress
controlled by the opposite political
party. Although President Kennedy’'s
own party controls both Houses, as
well as all Committees by substan-
tial meajorities, it is quite obvious
that his program has not beea met
with the enthusiastic support neces-
sary to move the legislation effi-

elently through Congress.

Standing there with a hose nozzle

Yes, the pity of it all, particular-
ly since he has probably been “wa-
tering” his lawn all summer. Since
many, if not most, of us cither hi#e
or will soon experience the same
disappointment, we offer the sug-
gestions about irrigating your lawn.

There’s ‘a good reason why we
say “irrigate” instead of “water.”
Irrigation means using water to
make plants grow. Standing there
with a hose nozzle is not neces-
sarily the same thing as irrigating,
for casual watering seldom accom-
plishes that objective. The sensible
way to irrigate 1s to follow a system
based on the particular needs of
your lawn and garden, depending
on its size, the soil-type, and the
availability of water, When water
is scarce, it is more important
than ever to make the most effi-
cient use of the limited amount
permitted for irrigation.

Here are some points to consi-
der before you hook that hose to
the outlet,

Seil type

Light sandy soils take up water
quicker than heavy clay soils, but
they also dry out faster. Lawns on
hezvy soils may take longer to
show the effects of drought, but it
takes longer to replice moisture
because of the slow rate of absorp-
tion. Soil-type thus affects how of-
ten and how long to irrigate,

Timing ‘

The better turfgrasses, like fes-
cue and bluegrass, can stand con-
siderable drought and still recover.
To muaintain steady growth, how-
ever, you should begin irrigating
before the leafblades show signs of
serious wilting. Continuous irriga-
tion, ‘encourages weeds, crabgrass,
and fungus "diseases. Once every
week or ten days during prolonged
drought should be often enough,
providing you apply enough water
at a time.

figure that it will take about four
or five inches per month of rain
and irrigation to keep a lawn at-
tractively green, though this figure
will vary with the soil type and
climatic conditions. If you let the
soil dry out five or six inches deep,
a light. watering probably does
more harm than good. Before irri-
gating, then, probe with a trowel
in several places. Place empty con-
tainers nearby, before turning on
the sprinkler. After half an.hour,
see how deeply the water has pen-
etrated the soil and compare with
the amount of water in the con-
tainer, This will tell you how much
longer to irrigate. It will also help
you as a guide for future irrigation,

Equipment

Installed irrigation systems are
popular: in some areas, but for
most homes, irrigating equipment
consists of a length of hose and a
sprinkler. There are several types
and many brands of sprinklers, but
experience indicates that the most
effective and also the most efficient
are those which distribute the water
uniformly and in_a way that will
penetrate the seiliquickly. You can
determine the distribution pattern
by noting how nilich water is col-
lected in the conthiners mentioned
above,

If your sprinkler makes too fine
a spray, the water may drift and
begin to evaporate before it hits
the ground. A sprinkler which de-
livers a lot of water in a limited
area may causé puddling; or the
water may run offif the soil is oo
heavy to absorb it,

The point to remember is that
you can improve the efficiency of
your' equipment, by observing how
it works: and using it to take ad-
vantage of its best features,

From the Indian Tepee

The Clevelard Indians designated
Sunday, September 1 as Hall of
Fame Day at the Stadium and El-
mer Flick, who last Monday was
inducted into Baseball’s Hall of
Fame at Cooperstown, N. Y. will be
honored hetween games of the Cle-
veland-Detroit doubleheader.

The 87-year old Flick, a native
of Bedford, Ohio and an Indians’
area scout for many years, will be
inducted into the Cleveland Base-
ball Hall of Fame at the Stadium
with appropriate ceremonies. In ad-
dition, Flick will be presented a
gift which the Cleveland club
awards each player upon his se-
lection td the local Hall of Fame.

Flick played in the majors from
1898 through 1910, originally with
the Philadelphia club of the Nation-
al League and from 1902 with the
Cleveland Naps. With the Naps, he
led the American League in hitting
in 1905 and his lifetime average
was .315. In 1900, he hit .378 for
Philadelphia.

For three straight seasons from
1905 through 1907 he led the Amer-
ican League in triples, once he led
in stolen bases and in another year
he tied for leadership. He was so
outstanding that at one time, the
Cleveland elub refused to trade him
to Detroit for Ty Cobb.

Flick is the sixth former player
with a lengthy Cleveland playing
record to be voted into Baseball’s
Hall of Fame at Cocperstown. Oth-
ers were Napoleon Lajoie, Tris
Speaker, Jess Burkett, Cy Young
ard Bob Feller.

He becomes the 15th player to
enter the Cleveland Hall of Fame.
Steve O’Neill, Young, Mel Harder,
Hal Trosky, Lajoie, Joe Sewell, Ken
Keltner, Joe Jackson, Earl Averill
and Speaker were the first selestees
when it opened in 1951 and Feller,
Bob Lemon, Bill Bradley and Lou
Boudreau. were voted in later.

Diseases which once ravaged the
carth can now be controlled by
man.

Tetanus is a disease which is not
communicable  from . man to man,
but is very easily acquired, and,
very serious. Smallpox spreads ra-.
pidly from man to man, and .can
result in death. Both these diseases
are preventable by immunization.

Immunization against smallpox is
required by United States law for
all those who enter the United
States from another  country. Uni-
ted States citizens who travel
abroad must be immunized against
smallpox in order to return. This
dread disease,
forgotten, was brought to the
world’s attention. wvery recently
when two outbreaks occurred. Dr.
J. Glen Smith, Cleveland's Com-
missioner of Health, reminds tra-
veling Clevelanders that the small-
pox international vaccination cer-
tificate for overseas travel is valid
for only three years.

Tetanus = immunization is re-
quired by Ohio State law (along
with
whooping cough and diphtheria)
for the school-age child. For those
school-age children whose parents
cannot afford the 'services of a
private physician, the Cleveland
Division of Health maintains spe-
cial immunization clinics in each
of its seven Health Centers. Dr.
Smith urges that people of all
ages maintain. the proper level of
immunization against tetanus. Te-
tanus is caused by a bacillus
which lives in dirt and contamina-
ted metals and other materials.
When the dirt is forced into the
body by a puncture, such as that
of a rusty nail, the tetanus bacil-
lus causes acute spasms, often in
the jaw; and, if untreated, death.
The cure for tetanus is much less
convenient than the immunization.
In summer partcularly, when peo-
ple are. traveling, boating, barbe-

cueing, and exposed to the out-
doors, immunization against teta-
nug is wise.
