COMPARISON .

Sometimes, we hear people
" advise others not to get into
the habit of comparing them-
selves with men and women

Today, however, 1 am going to compare
not myself with someone else, but rather the
merits and demerits of two young men who
started out the life insurance business with
the same company. Both were smarter and
more intelligent than the average man who
walks the street. Each was gifted with a
pleasing . personality and an endless line of
gab, and their characters were stable enough
to withstand cross-examination by a Darrow
or a Pecora. Equipped thusly, the two of
them began to sell insurance protection
against death, sickness and accident. The
only difference between them was that one
had a slightly different slant on the mean-
ing of the word “Honesty”... Outside of that
they were twins.

After three years of knocking at doors
and talking insurance, one of the men struck
the secret to success; you know which one
that was. He made the discovery that if he
left out explanations of certain unpromising
features of the policies he was handling, and
only hammered and bangea &way on the pro-
vigsions that sounded best, sales were rapidly
increased. Gradually, he learned to leave out
many more of the undesirable features and
even madeup a few good ones of his own
which he added to his pet list. One of his
favorites was the one about the cash surrend-
er value clause. He would approach his pros-
pect in the usual smiling manner, then, be-
come serious as he started to unwind his re-
pertoire of sales tricks and somewhere along
the line he would pop the one about... “If, at
the end of three years, you wanted to drop or
discontinue the payments of your premiums,
you didn't stand to lose a thing. You'd get
your money back, because the cash surrender
clause says so .” That was all true, but the
what he failed to tell his prospects was how
much money would revert to them in case

“they wished to exchange their original policy

for cash. He always left that part of the ex-
planation out, unless he happened to be sell-
ing insurance to someone who understood it a
lot better than the average person does. Only
a very small percentage of people, who meet
up with an insurance man trying to land
them, understood it sufficiently to know what
he is talking about. Knowledge about insur-
ance, in a dozen average peoples’ heads, is so
small that if it were all put into a thimble and
rattled, you could hear the noise many miles

of telling his customer-to-be, how much sick

or accident benefits were being paid and if |

the insured were permanently disabled what
remuneration would be forthcoming, but he

‘disregarded the clauses which disclosed in |

- very unclear terms how long you had to be

sick before you were eligible to receive com-
pensation and under what circumstances the
disability: had to oceur and numerous other
‘catches that take a good lawyer to compre:
hend correctly. He never failed to overlook
the fact that for at least three years his
company reserved the right to declare poli-
cies void. That meant this.. If, during any
time in the first three years, the company
found out that you were not measuring up to
the standards of a good risk prospeet, it could
force you to except whatevens you had paid in
premiums for the surrender of your policy;
and let me tell you, three years is a long time
for a company to reserve that privilege, A
mighty good prospect can turn sour in a much
shorter time.

Another year passed by and we find our
“Don't give a d.. how I get rich, just so I
get rich fellow” asking for bids on a modern
seven room bungalow, buying a late modeled
automobile and other odds and ends that
make life what it is supposed to be. While on
the opposite side of the fence was his pal, who
started out in the same business at approxi-
mately the same time, hardly able to make
both ends meet. His truthfulness and honesty
cost him a fortune. He had
habit of explaining each hi
