Periodically there is agitation to compel electric companies
to put all transmission lines underground. Commenting on this,
the chairman of one of the nation’s largest electric company’s has

are not alone in changing nature.

Does a well-designed electric transmission line damage the natu-

bridge or a superhighway? Can

society afford to place all transmission lines underground any
more than to replace all bridges and superhighways with tun-
nels?” At the present stage of technology, the fact is that we do
not know how to transmit electric power in the multi-hundred-
thousand-volt range for long distances underground. The cost of
doing so and of undergrounding all the nation’s secondary trans-
mission and distribution lines would be prohibitive.

In looking into the matter, a number of utilities have estima-
ted that if all transmission facilities were placed underground,
the rates for electricity would have to be doubled to pay for it.
It is very doubtful that the United States could justify devoting
such a large part of its total resources to a crash program of get-
ting all power lines out of sight.
needs that warrant attention and call for the devotion of a fair
share of the nation’s available financial and technological re-
sources. Individual companies are undergrounding parts of their
distribution systems, where it is practical to do so and as the
funds and equipment become available.

Transmission towers may someday be nonexistent, but who
can say whether the future will bring a time when electric power
is moved most economicallly underground or perhaps by invisible
laser beams overhead. In any event, the job of making electric
transmission lines disappear is not one that can:be accomplished
