Price Increase

It is with deep regret that
we are forced to increase
the price of subscriptions to
the Ameri$ka Domovina ef-
fective Dec. 1.

The cost of newsprint has
gone up numerous times
since our last price hike in
1976, and the cost of pro-
ducing this off-set paper
with chemicals and plates is
about 10 times greater than
the old method.

Although we have spent
more than $150,000 in pur-
chasing new equipment, we
have not as yet increased
the subscription price. We
are at the point now where
we must raise our fees.

The yearly subscription
rate will go up $5.00 from
$28.00 a year to $33.00; it
will be $18.00 for six mon-
ths; and $15.00 for three
months. The Canadian
prices go up $2.00 across
the board. Foreign daily
goes up from $40 to $45.

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Canadian Sloveman raises 10 000 Thankglvmg turkeys

You ever wonder who raises
all those turkeys we consume
for the Thanksgiving dinner?

In Canada Ameriika
Domovina subscriber Stanley
Sajnovic has three turkey
barns on his farm in Sebright,
Ontario, near Orillia, which is
used to raise 10,000 turkeys at
a time.

Besides the turkey barns, Sa-
jnovic has a hog barn where

1,000 porkers are raised, and .

another barn where 40,000
chickens mature.

After each crop of birds is
raised, their manure is remov-
ed, walls and floors scrubbed
and the entire building is
disinfected, ‘‘clean enough for
you to sleep in,’’ he says.

The turkey barns are long
and narrow and the ceilings
low. Dust hangs in the air, stir-
red up by the continual shuffl-
ing of 6,000 turkey feet.

Twenty-five watt bulbs hang
in two long rows from the ceil-
ing dimly lighting the barn.
When the turkeys first arrive
as day-olds the bulbs are 100
watt and bright. But turkeys
(being turkeys) eat anything
shiny — which means other
turkey droppings. Dull lights
are used so nothing shines.

Besides disease, turkeys are
prone to die of heart attacks
when they become excited.
They’ll frequently pile up in a
corner of the barn when
frightened suffocating those
unfortunate enough to be on
~ the bottom.

Sajnovic who was born in
Slovenia raises his turkeys on a
180 acre farm with the help of
his wife, Josephine, son
Stanley and daughter Erika.
Mr. Sajnovic told the
Ameriska Domovina, ‘‘The
farm is called ‘Stanrika’ which
was named after son and
daughter Stanley and Erika.”

He began 20 years ago
somewhat by accident when,
out looking for a cottage site,
he bought  a run-down farm.
He slowly began to improve it
and moved his family up from
Toronto.

Sajnovi¢ said at first things
were 5o tough no bank would
lend him the money to begin
so he had to start very small.

Today, feed bills alone are
$300,000 wyearly. But he
knows that being big doesn’t
mean profit unless the farm is
properly managed. :

““It used to be a farmer was
no good if he didn’t spend all
his time in the fields. Now, a
farmer must spend a lot of his
time in his office if he wants to
succeed.”’ :

Sajnovic has to make sure his
turkeys reach their full poten-
tial in their 14 weeks on his
farm.

He’s obviously proud that his
management allowed a recent
batch of birds to produce one
pound of meat for every 2.24
pounds of feed they ate.
“That’s impossible to beat,”’
he proudly states.

“Mr. Sajnovic is a one-man
walking turkey promoter. He
has served as director of the
Ontario Turkey Producer’s
Marketing Board for the past
six years and makes sure local
meat stores are well stocked
with information about
turkey. He notes the meat is
high in protein, phosphorus
and niacin, but low in fat, and
therefore contains few
calories.

With benefits such as that,
why are turkeys mostly eaten
during holidays? ‘‘People are
hard to educate,”” he says.
““The marketing board is try-
ing to teach younger people
the bird can be eaten lots of
ways, at any time.’’

Mr. Sajnovic maintains a
clean operation. In a letter
from Spruceleigh, a Division
of Canada Packers Limited,
they said ‘““You have every
reason to be proud of what
you have created — not only
its extent, but also the quality
and attractiveness of your
farm and its facilities. It is
without question among the
best and most attractive
poultry establishments we
know of, and a fitting environ-
ment for the excellent perfor-

.mances which we have learned

to expect from your efforts.”
