Gleveland Health Museum
to offer daily pollen counts
for 28th consecuiive year

For the 25th year in a row, the
Cleveland Health Museum will con-
duct daily pollen counts starting on
August 15, the beginning of the hay
fever season. Counts will be taken
up to September 30.

Again  this yeay, Theodore J.
Castele, M. D., head of the Depart-
ment of Radiology at Lutheran Hos-
pital, will be in charge of the test-
ing.

Many people minimize hay fever
and are not aware that it annually
affects seven per cent of the po-
pulation. One out of 12 or 100,000
Greater Clevelanders suffer from
hay fever each summer. Another
popular misconception is that gol-
denrod is the cause instead of rag-
weed.

“We are the first to admit that

it does bring great discomfort. Iro-
rically enough, its victims receive
very little symathy,” said Dr. Geb-
hard. Of importance, too, is the fact
that one-third of the sufferers con-
tract asthma. And this latter disease
can pose some very dangerous com-
plications.

Interestingly, Dr. Gebhard sug-
gests that the term “hay fever” is
a medical misnomer. The term was
introduced by an English physician
named Dr. Bostock in 1820, and this
period in the year is more appro-
priately a period of summer colds.
Dr. Gebhard feels “Ragweed cold”
is a more apt description for this
malady, as the symptoms are much
more those of a cold than of a
fever, especially in the beginning
of the season, and as “hay” has very
little to do with this allergy during
August and September, and the
cause is ragweed.

Improvement Noted

In recent years, the Museum has
noted a decrease in pollen. One
reason for the decrease of ragweed
pollen in the Cleveland area is un-
doubtedly the fact that much of the
wasteland is now built up areas
covered with houses, highways,
factories, ete. Records ~also reveal
that storms affect the pollen count,
though™ never in any predictable

from the air, and wind off the lake
or from the east brings little pollen,
though similar breezes from the
west or south bring great amounts.
“Air conditioning units have spar-
ed many victims considerably,” Dr.
Gebhard added, “and improvements
in medications and vaccines have
been beneficial factors. A lucky few
can go to pollen-free regions and
live at this time of year, while the
ragweed at home flourishes.”

Relief Available

The Museum advises that the
Upper Peninsula of northwest Mi-
chigar, has a zero count, while
Copper Harbor has a count of 5
and Sault Ste. Marie maintains a
count of 4 in the same state. The
entire Adirondack Mountain area
in New York State is also an ex-
cellent hideaway for hay fever suf-
ferers. Recommended areas in Penn-
sylvania include the Kane and Twin
Lakes and Kelly Pines National
Forests, all of which maintain
counts under 10.

“In nearly all cases, mountain
and seashore areas afford the great-
est relief,” assured Dr. Gebhard.

youth, 16-21 years of age. It would
establish a job corps in which young
people would be enrolled for a 2
year period in either a Conserva-
tion Corps or Training Center. This
program would be 100 percent fed-
erally financed. Work-training pro-
grams would be set up whereby
young men and women would be
hired to work in hospitals, on play-
igrounds, etc. with the federal gov-
ernment paying 90 percent of their
wages, and work-study programs
would be established to help needy
college students. Title II provides
that programs in the fields of
health, education, etc. now con-
ducted by local public or non-profit
organizations could be financed in
whole or in part by the federal
government. The Senate added a
“States Rights” amendment in that
the Governor of a State could veto
any projects contracted between
the federal government and private
agencies, otherwise there would be
no say-so at the State level.

Title III provides that farm fam-
ilies certified as needy would be
eligible for $1500 loans (as origin-
ally reported the Bill provided
grants instead of loans) to acquire
or improve real estate, to operate
or improve the operation of farms,
and to participate in Farm Co-ops.
Title IV would create authorized
government loans to expand or es-
tablish business enterprises in order
to create additional jobs, individ-
uals could also obtain loans to es-
tablish small business enterprises.
This, of course, duplicates the ef-
forts of the Small Business Admin-
istration. Under Title V the federal
government, in cooperation with
the States, would establish pilot
projects to help unemployed fath-
ers find work, and Title VI would
establish the “Volunteers for Amer-
ica”, a Domestic Peace Corps to
work in community projects, on In-
dian reservations, etc. This proposal
has been pending for several years
in the Congress as a separate Bill.
The whole is estimated to cost $963
million the first year. In addition
to these provisions, the Bill also
creates a new and unbelievably
powerful Office of Economic Op-
portunity, whose Director has ab-
solute power and absolute control.

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Use bountiful tomatoes in a variety of ways. Bake them, scallop

them, and stew and can

too. When canning tomatoes,

boost the flavor with the addition of 1 tablespoon of light ar
dark corn syrup to each quart of tomatoes.

The tomato is ‘a food that has
been, just about everywhere and is
still traveling.

Cultivated tomatoes began as wild
tomatoes in South America, travel-
ed northward to Central America
and then gradually to all parts of
the world. Today, they travel shor-
ter distances — from breakfast to
lunch to dinner, for example, and
to picnics and outings and back-
yard barbecues.

Let's begin with fresh homemade
tomato juice. It travels anywhere.
If you have your supply of garden.

tomatoes and a food mill to do the
¢training, you Can process your own
tomato juice for use all winter long. '
For breakfast, broil or fry sliced
tomatoes, broiling the ripe ones and

frying the green ones. Use the green
{omatoes, too, to make a pie for a
delicious and unusual dessert.

For lunch, make tomato sand-
wiches by the dozens and when a
hot lunch is in order, stuff and bake
whole tomatoes. As a side dish at
suppertime, count on old favorites,
such as scalloped tomatoes, tomato
pudding and tomato and cottage
cheese salad. Or make a main dish
Jambalaya casserole.

Then while tomatoes are still
plentiful, ecan them to enjoy long
after the traveling season is gone.
Whether you can tomatoes whole
or cut, or make tomato juice, the
additior, of just a little light or dark
corn syrup does wonders for flavor.
Use one tablespoon of corn syrup
to each quart of tomatoes or juice.

Stuff tomatoes with a mixture of ground beef and bread crumbs
seasoned with chunk chicken noodle soup mix. They make a
satisfying lunch dish or a light supper dish.

STUFFED TOMATOES
large tomatoes

HOME CANNED TOMATO JUICE
For each quart of tomato juice,
you will need 3 to 32 pounds of
tomatoes. A bushel of tomatoes
will be enough to make 12 to 16
quarts of juice. Select firm, red-
ripe tomatces avoiding those with
cracks or decayed spots. Prepare
only enough for one canner load at
a time. Wash and rinse the toma-
toes; quarter and cut out core and
stems. Place in a kettle and simmer
over low heat, stirring occasional-
ly until soft. Put tomatoes through
a foecd mill. Add 1 teaspoon salt and
1 tablespoon corn syrup for each
quart of juice. Reheat juice just to
boiling. Pour the hot juice into hot
scalded jars to within Y-inch of the
top. Remove air bubbles. Wipe a-
round top of jar. Cover, following
manufacturer's directions. Process
15 minutes (pints and gquarts) in
Loiling water bath. Take jars from
bath and set 2 or 3 inches apart on
several thicknesses of cloth; let cool,
about 12 hours. Test for seal, fol-
lowing manufacturer’s directions

To prepare Boiling Water Bath:
If you don’t have a boiling water
bath canner, an ordinary kettle with
a cover and a-rack in the bottom
may be used. The rack should hold
the jars aboyt %-inch above the
hottom of the canner and the kettle
should be deep enough for the
water to cover the jars at least one
inch over the top without boiling
over. Before filling the cans with
the juice, fill the canner about half
full of water and heat the -water
over low heat. The water should be
hot but not boiling when you put
in the jars for processing. After the
jars are in the canner, add boiling
water to cover. Cover kettle and
when water comes to a fast rolling
poil, start counting the time.
