Slovenian Jolanda Čeplak Sets 
World Record in 800 Meter Run
Jolanda Čeplak, a 26-year-old middle distance runner from 
Velenje, Slovenia, set a world record in the 800 meter run 
indoors at the 27th European Games in Vienna on March 3. 
She is shown reaching the finish line just ahead of Stephanie 
Graf of Austria. Čeplak ran the distance in 1:55.82, while 
Grafs time was 1:55.85. Both times were faster than the 
world record indoors, which was held for fourteen years by 
Christine Wachtel of Germany. When Čeplak returned to her 
home town of Velenje, she was greeted by 2,000 fans.

Jolanda Čeplak is the second Slovenian female athlete to 
set a world record. In 1964, Draga Stamejčič set the then 
world record for the 80 meter hurdles at a meet in Celje; her 
time for the distance was 10.5 seconds.

Canadian-born Ferguson Jenkins is the only pitcher in big league 
history to surrender home runs to all three Alou brothers: Jesus, 
Felipe and Matty. No pitcher gave up home runs to all three DiMaggio 
brothers.

V 'lor 52 years (1906 - 1958) the “old 
rH church” served as a place of worship 

JL for the people of St. Mary’s on 
Holmes Avenue in Collinwood. Since that 
time, the building has been used as a gym­
nasium and for a variety of parish func­
tions and activities.

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Mlakar Marches Down
Memory Lane

Well, time for a couple of 
jokes... gotta keep my moral 
up, this will be the final 
week in bivouac in the field. 
A bright pupil looked long 
and hard at the question on 
the exam: “State the number 
of tons of coal shipped out of 
the United States in any 
given year?” After much 
thought, his face brightened 
and he wrote: “1492, none.” 

Before the fall of Com­
munism a boy in Moscow 
answered the door and found 
a stranger asking to see his 
father. “He is not here,” the 
boy replied. “He’s in outer 
space and won’t be home 
until 12:32 a.m. tomorrow.” 
“And where is your 
mother?” the stranger asked. 
“Heaven knows when she’ll 
be back,” the boy answered. 
“She’s standing in line at the 
butcher shop.”

Well, back to the final 
week of outdoor living. 
Monday morning came and 
they trucked us out to the 
rifle range. How thoughtful 
of them, no marching but 
riding in a bumpy 2/2 ton 
truck. We had blisters on our 
butts by the time we got to 
the range with all the bumps 
and ruts. Up until this time, 
we had only simulated “Rifle 
Range Firing,” but this 
would be the real thing with 
real bullets. (Imagine that: 
they trusted us.)

There had to be well over 
300 guys on the range. Some 
worked in the rifle pits pull­
ing targets and marking tar­
gets, while others were on 
the firing line. Our group got

to fire first. We* worked in 
twos, buddy system, one 
soldier coaching you, hand­
ing you the ammo, marking 
the score card while I fired. 
What can I say, except that 
the enemy would be safe 
with me doing the shooting. 
All you heard was, “Get 
down in the kneeling posi­
tion, load your rifles with 
only one round. Ready on 
the right; ready on the left; 
ready on the firing line...

commence firing, boom, 
boom, boom.

They would phone the pit 
area and say, “Mark the tar­
gets.” The target was low­
ered and the soldiers man­
ning that target in the pit 
would paste and cover up the 
hit with black patches if you 
were lucky, or a white patch 
if you bit outside the target 
area. So many times they 
would not have to mend the 
targets at all for you never 
even hit the 4 x 4 foot target, 
period. The detail in the pit 
would then hold up the ap­
propriate number indicating 
where you hit the target.... a 
four, three, two or one and 

. generally you seen him wave 
a red flag which they re­
ferred to as “Maggie Draw­
ers” for you completely 
missed the target.

All day our squad was on 
the firing range for now it 
was the coach’s job to get 
down to fire and I’d coach 
him, handing him the ammo, 
and mark his score card ac­
cordingly. If there were too 
many red flags being waved, 
we just remained in place 
and fired over and over again 
until we at least hit the four 
by four foot target.

It took days to get thru all 
the various positions of fir­
ing, sitting, kneeling, stand­
ing, squatting and the prone 
positions, but then after two 
days, we got to work in the 
pits and those guys would 
now have their turn on the 
firing range.

Then on Friday they said 
we would go on to the ma­
chine gun range. Whoopie, 
this would be firing boom, 
boom, boom, round after 
round.

Well, we were in for a big 
surprise as we were not go­
ing to fire the machine guns, 
but they would fire at us. 
This was the time to make a 
Good Act of Contrition, 
“Oh, my God I am heartily 
sorry for having offended 
thee...” It seems that ding­
bats made up this particular 
area that was approximately 
70 feet long and approxi­

mately 60 feet in width. 
They pounded stakes into the 
ground every 18 inches apart 
and the stakes were ap­
proximately 20 inches in 
height. That may seem high 
to crawl under while the ma­
chine gun rounds were being 
fired right above us. The top 
from stake to stake was cov­
ered with barbed wire. They 
assured us that the machine 
guns would be on a mount so 
that they would always re­
main firing 20 inches above 
the ground and we were to 
crawl under the barbed wire.

Sounds easy, well not so 
when you had to be carrying 
a full field pack on your 
back. “Ok you momma boys,
you can have your choice: 
you can crawl under the 
barbed wire facing up with 
the packs on your back fac­
ing the ground, or you can 
crawl under the barbed wire 
facing up with the packs on 
your back facing the ground, 
or you can crawl on your 
bellies inch by inch with 
your packs on back facing 
the barbed wire. Your 
choice. Odd dam, some 
choice. I took to my belly 
and for the first time in my 
life I hugged mother earth 
for all that she was worth.

Every once in a while the 
dam back pack would get 
hung up on some barbed 
wire and I had to wiggle 
back and forth until it un­
hooked itself. “God how 
much further” Inch by inch 
and those bullets just 
whizzing by overhead. God I 
hope that they are right, that 
the guns cannot shoot any 
lower than 20 inches.

So, Therese 
and I got into our beater car 
and drove away from home. 
It was 3:30 a.m., and we 
were on our way to St. John 
Hospital, arriving in plenty 
of time for the birth of our 
daughter, Monica, the baby 
of our family. She was 22 
days late, and still has a 
problem with tardiness.

That was on March 22, 
1976 and that is why I 
sometimes refer to her as the 
spirit of ’76.

Escape from Communism
PART II

(Continued from last week)

Thursday, June 28,1945
300 people left for St. Vid 

this morning. The camp now 
seems empty. This after­
noon, the authorities counted 
who was left. A few hundred 
are not accounted for. Six 
from our group left for Spit- 
tal, even though they weren’t 
on that list.

Again, there was no food 
for our group today. I went 
to the camp office this 
morning, and they told me 
they first had to make a new 
list of everyone in the camp. 
By evening, there was still 
no list and no food. Wc be­
came very hungry and very 
impatient.

I went to the warehouse 
where I saw loaves of bread 
stacked up against a wall. 
The ones at the bottom of the 
pile were already becoming 
moldy. But they wouldn’t 
give us so much as a crumb.

Since our group is com­
posed almost entirely of 
men, I think some of the 
other refugees suspect us of 
being communists, or com­
munist sympathizers. If we 
are not communist sympa­
thizers, why were we not 
included with the Domo­
branci who were sent back to 
Slovenia? Now these other 
refugees are acting on their 
suspicions by not letting us 
have any food. (The food 
distribution is run by our 
own refugee leadership.)

I know that even the most 
conscientious people can 
make mistakes, but not al­
lowing us to have food in a 
situation like this is unfor­
givable. I no longer have 
faith in our refugee leader­
ship.

Friday, June 29, 1945
I got up at 5 a.m. and went 

to the camp office. I was in­
formed that everyone in our 
group was designated to be 
moved to Judenburg at 8 
a.m. I was told that our food 
was already packed and that 
we would get it later in the 
day, when we stopped to 
rest.

At 9:45 a.m. we were part 
of a group that was loaded 
onto 9 trucks with about 25 
people on each truck. We 
were still worried that we 
might be taken back to 
Slovenia, so we made a plan 
for our escape: if the truck 
should turn towards Slove­
nia, Pavel Kokelj would 
throw a blanket across the 
windshield and stop the 
truck. But the truck headed 
north and we began to think 
that this time the British 
were being truthful.

At 11 a.m. our convoy 
stopped near Althofen. The 
British made some coffee

with milk for everyone. It 
was the first real coffee we 
had in a long time. But still 
no food - we were told there 
was not enough time to open 
our food packages, and that 
we would get food when we 
got to Judenburg.

At 1 p.m., we arrived in 
Judenburg. For some reason, 
they took us past the city 
towards the river Mura. 
When we saw a red flag with 
a hammer and sickle on the 
other side of the Mura, we 
became very worried that the 
British would take us across 
the bridge to the Russian 
sector. Again, Pavel got 
ready to throw a blanket 
across the truck’s wind­
shield. But - thank God - he 
didn’t need to use it. At the 
last intersection before the 
bridge, the trucks turned 
back towards the city to a 
former army barracks. It was 
the same barracks that my 
father had been in as a sol­
dier for three years during 
his first period of military 
service around 1900 (he was 
drafted a second time for 
World War I.)

When we arrived, we had 
to give up our packages of 
food. Then they sprayed eve­
ryone with DDT insecticide, 
wrote down all our names 
and assigned us to a room - 
number 63A. Our group of 
20 men and 3 women were 
all assigned to one room! My 
sister Mici was very upset. 
She thought I should have 
been able to arrange a sepa­
rate room for the women.

At 7 p.m., we finally got 
something to eat, at the same 
time they fed everyone else 
who was already there. We 
were upset to see that our 
special food packages, which 
we had awaited for so long, 
were simply included with 
the rest of the food. But 
thank God, after 3 days we 
finally got a decent meal.
• At night our room was so 
crowded that the Kokelj 
brothers, the tallest members 
of our group, had their feet 
sticking out the door. But we 
soon fell asleep. Compared 
to the wet fields of the past 
month-and-a-half, it was a 
huge improvement to have a
dry floor and a solid roof 
over our heads.

Senator George V. Voi­
novich (R-OH) said, “First 
of all, I think the country 
should thank President Bush 
for responding to the call by 
me and other steel advocates 
for a Section 201 investiga­
tion as allowed by the anti­
surge provisions of the 
GATT, NAFTA, and WTO, 
something his predecessor 
refused to do. Without the 
201 the ITC would not have 
determined that US steel­
makers have been harmed by 
foreign steel and would not 
have recommended tariffs to 
protect our industry from the 
surges of steel imports.

Despite urging from 
many comers to reject the 
ITC’s recommendations, the 
President exceeded the 
Commission’s recommenda­
tions. I believe the President 
has done very well under the 
circumstances without dam­
aging our country’s credibil­
ity to insist that other coun­
tries reduce their steel pro­
duction and subsidies.

A Short visit 

to London

Tuesday we bought tick­
ets for that evening’s per­
formance of Mama Mia. 
Then we took the tube to the 
Tower of London. Since it 
costs $15 to go inside the 
Tower, we decided to simply 
walk around it and read the 
signs. I had always thought 
the Tower of London was 
one building, but it has 20 
towers connected by massive 
walls surrounded now by a 
grass moat. This is the home 
of the famous Beefeaters, 
who guard the fortress.

From the area around the 
Tower you can walk under 
the famous Tower Bridge. 
Near the bridge is the area 
where bodies used to wash 
ashore.

After lunch at a McDon­
ald’s, my husband went back 
to the condo. He successfully 
changed trains in the tube 
and didn’t get lost.

After consulting a pam­
phlet called London Walking 
Tours, we decided to take the 
tour titled, “Christopher 
Wren’s London.” We had 
intended to also take the 
“Jack the Ripper” tour, but it 
conflicted with our other 
plans.

Each day there are at least 
10 walking tours offered. 
You simply pick the one you 
want and show up at what­
ever tube station is listed, 
meet your guide, pay your 
fee and off you go for two 
hours of strenuous walking. 
You never know in advance 
how many people will ap­
pear.

We met with the guide at 
the Tower tube station and 
she showed us the parts of 
London that existed at the 
time of the Great Fire in 
1666 and the churches that 
Christopher Wren had 
worked on during that time. 
We visited at least 6 
churches on this tour and 
finished at St. Paul’s, Wren’s 
most famous work.

The guide informed us 
that if we waited a few min­
utes, we could attend Even­
song, without paying the 
entrance fee. The short wait 
was well worth it. The inside 
of St. Paul’s with its massive 
dome was truly awe inspir­
ing and coupled with the 
voices of the boy’s choir it 
was an unforgettable experi­
ence.

I wondered why St. 
Paul’s had not been damaged 
during the Blitz in World 
War II. I discovered that 
members of the church kept 
a constant vigil during the 
war to put out any fires that

were caused by bombs. 
Luckily St. Paul’s was never 
directly hit by any of the 
bombs.

Tuesday night we went to 
another old theater to see the 
hit musical Mama Mia. Se­
curity was very tight. Before 
we could go to our seats we 
first had to change the tickets 
we had gotten from the bro­
ker for seats from the box 
office. Then we had to go 
through a security check, 
where our purses were care­
fully examined. My purse set 
off all the alarms, because 
my umbrella was inside. 
When it was determined that 
we were not terrorists our 
purses were banded with 
white paper, which we had to 
show before we could go to 
our seats. This contrasted to
our experience on Sunday 
where there appeared to be 
no security.

Mama Mia was wonder­
ful. We again sat in the first 
balcony and could see and 
hear everything. Although 
the musical is based on the 
songs of ABBA I still en­
joyed it, even though I only 
knew three of their songs. 
My favorite number was 
when all the young men in 
the cast dressed for saorkel- 
ing, complete with flippers 
did a dance. At the end of the 
show, when the performers 
came out to take their bows, 
they actually put on another 
show lasting almost half an 
hour complete with ward­
robe changes. By the time 
they were finished the entire 
audience was on their feet 
swaying to the music. It was 
great fun.

We were waiting to take 
the double-decker bus back 
to the flat, when two buses 
with the correct number ar­
rived. I hurried to the first 
bus, which loaded from a 
back platform, got my hand 
on the inside pole and dis­
covered that the bus was 
moving and 1 was still not 
aboard, just my arm. Now 
why I didn’t think to let go 
of the pole is beyond me. I 
was kind of running along 
beside the bus, when I sud­
denly shouted STOP and the 
bus driver actually did stop. 
My son-in-law, who was 
always telling us to board the 
bus quickly, had momentar­
ily lost sight of me and was 
horrified to see me being 
dragged along. He never told 
me to hurry again.

Wednesday we hired a 
driver and went to Stone­
henge, Bath, and the Cots- 
wolds. It was the only day 
that it didn’t rain. The sun 
was shining and it was warm 
for October.

When you arrive by car,

Stonehenge just suddenly 
seems to rise out of the 
Salisbury Plain. It was 
thrilling to walk around the 
stones that make up Stone­
henge and marvel at how it 
was created sometime be­
tween the Stone and Bronze 
ages.

Because visitors had been 
chipping off pieces of the 
22-foot-high stones, tourists 
can no longer walk among 
the stones, but are confined 
to a circular path outside the 
henge. Visitors are provided 
with audio tour which ex­
plains exactly what is seen at 
various points along the 
path.

We arrived at Bath at 
lunch time. We walked 
across a bridge over the river 
Avon that was decorated 
with pots of flowers. Below 
on the banks of the river, we 
could see people sitting on 
blue and white striped lawn 
chairs. Our driver told us that 
the city provides the chairs 
and rents them for about $2 
for the day.

Bath was founded by the 
Romans in 43AD. The Ro­
mans picked this spot be­
cause it is the only place in 
England that has hot springs. 
We viewed the original Ro­
man Baths before we visited 
Bath Abbey.

The Abbey constructed in 
the 1500s was particularly

interesting because the 
stained glass windows above 
the altar contain 56 scenes in 
the life of Jesus. On the west 
side of the tower we saw 
stone angels climbing up to 
heaven and two angels 
climbing down.

Finishing our tour of 
Bath, the driver took us up to 
the Royal Crescent above 
Bath which is filled with 
beautiful Georgian type 
homes.

Our final stop of the day 
was the Cotswolds. The 
Cotswolds are a popular 
destination for hikers. These 
are picturesque little villages 
in England that haven’t 
changed in hundreds of 
years. They still have cob­
bled streets and thatched roof 
houses. The villages look 
like something out of an 
Agatha Christy mystery. We 
walked along the streets and 
peered into windows of the 
shops and bed and break­

fasts. There were so few 
people around that we almost 
felt as if we were on some 
movie set.

Premier Janez Drnovšek je ocenil, da je 

bilo izvzetje slovenskih jeklarjev pri ukrepih 
za zaščito ameriške jeklarske industrije, ki 
jih je sprejel predsednik George Bush, veli­
kega pomena za slovensko jeklarsko indu­
strijo, Busheva gesta pa tudi znak dobrih 
odnosov med ZDA in Slovenijo. Metal Ra­
vne naj bi letos brez omejitev (brez dodat­
nih carin) izvozil v ZDA za 12 milijonov 
dolarjev orodnih jekel, Acroni Jesenice pa

za okoli 800.000 dolarjev nerjavne pločevi­
ne.

Skoraj 90 milijonov potnikov lani
Lani je prišlo v Slovenijo v vseh promet­

nih panogah - cestnem, železniškem, po­
morskem in zračnem transportu - malo več 
kot 89 milijonov potnikov (2,2 odstotka 
manj kot leta 2000). Največ potnikov se je 
pripeljalo čez cestne mejne prehode (87,4 
milijona, od tega 61 milijonov s tujo regi­
stracijo vozila). Po državi registracije je na 
prvem mestu Hrvaška z 21,3 milijona pot­
nikov, nato Italija s 15,8 milijona, Avstrija 
z 9,9 milijona in Nemčija s 6,5 milijona 
potnikov (za tretjino manj kot leta 2000). 
Več kot milijon potnikov (okrog 1,2 milijo­
na) je lani prišlo v Slovenijo prek cestnih 
mejnih prehodov le še iz Bosne in Herce­
govine in Češke.

Rak kosi na Slovenskem
Po podatkih registra raka za Slovenijo 

pri onkološkem inštitutu na leto zboli na 
novo 9000 ljudi, večina moških (leta 1998 
je za rakom zbolelo 8411 ljudi, 4209 moš­
kih in 4202 žensk), kar Slovenijo "uvršča 
med dežele s srednje 'visoko obolevnostjo 
in umrljivostjo za rakom.

Med najpogostejše rake sodijo tisti, kate­
rih nastanek je povezan s kajenjem (pljučni 
rak, rak grla, sečnega mehurja in ledvic), 
in raki, ki so povezani s prekomerniim u- 
živanjem’alkohola (rak jezika, ustne votline, 
žrela, grla, požiralnik, trebušne slinavke in 
jeter). Med najpogoštejše oblike bolezni so­
dijo tudi tiste, katerih nastanek je povezan 
z nepravilno prehrano (rak debelega čreve­
sa in danke) in prekomernim sončenjem.

Poslavljamo se od 
izredne žene, matere, stare 
mame, sorodnice, dobrotnice, 
prijateljice in zveste faranke 
župnije sv.* Vida.

Albina se je rodila 
v družini Pograjce pred 94 
leti v Motniku pri Kamniku. 
Že zelo zgodaj ji je umrla 
mama.Vkljub razmeroma 
dobri mačehi je nepozabno 
mamico vse življenje zelo 
pogrešala. Bila je odlična 
učenka in želela je postati 
učiteljica, poklic, ki ga 
zaradi siromaštva ni mogla 
doseči. Tako je postala 
trgovska vajenka in 
pomočnica. Leta 1936. se je 
na Rakovniku poročila s 
Stankom Osenarjem, ki je 
zaradi jetike po nižji 
gimnaziji v škofijskih 
zavodih v Šentvidu opustil 
študij, se doma počasi 
pozdravil in postal brivec v 
Cerklajh pri Kranju, s 
podružnico v Komendi.

Rodili so se jima 
štirje otroci: Milena, Peter, 
Breda in Stanko. Družina je 
srečno živela v lepem novem 
domu v Cerkljah. A že pet 
let po poroki je prišla druga 
svetovna vojna s kruto 
nemško zasedbo in zločinsko, 
krvavo komunistično
revolucijo. Moža Stanka so 
najprej zaprli Nemci. Ko se 
je vrnil iz zaporov, so ga 
snubili partizani, kjer pa je 
hitro izgubil vsako zaupanje, 
ko je opazil pri krajevnem 
vodstvu znane delomržneže 
in nepridiprave. Kmalu je 
zvedel, da tudi na samem 
vrhu vodijo lažno imenovano 
Osvobodilno fronto zagrizeni 
kumunisti z glavnim ciljem, 
da bi prevzeli absolutno 
oblast, vkljub temu, da so 
bili le neznatna manjšina, ki 
celo v poznejši komunistični 
Sloveniji ni nikdar dosegla 
niti sedem odstotkov 
slovenskega prebivalstva.

Tako se je Stanko pridružil 
domobrancem in dočakal 
konec vojne kot priljubljeni 
in pravični poveljnik 
domobranske posadke v 
Cerkljah.

Družina se je v 
prvih dneh maja 45. leta 
umaknila v Avstrijo, na 
Vetrinjsko polje, z izjemo 
sinčka Stanka, ki je imel ob 
umiku zelo visoko vročino in 
bi gotovo dolge, naporne poti 
ne preživel. Lahko si 
mislimo, kaj je pretrpelo 
Albinino materinsko srce, ko 
je morala Stanka pustiti v 
Sloveniji, kjer pa se je po 
povratku iz ujetništva 
očetovsko zavzel zanj njen 
svak Rudi Kolarič starejši. In 
koliko je pretrpela, ko je 
mož Stanko, ki bi se bil 
lahko rešil, na vse prošnje 
odgovarjal le: “Kamor so šli 
moji fantje, tja grem tudi 
jaz!” Skoraj leto dni so 
skušali komunisti pregovoriti 
povsod priljubljenega
Stanka, naj se jim pridruži 
in sodeluje z njimi, pa ga 
bojo takoj izpustili iz 
zaporov. A ko je ostal 
neomajen in jim je znova in 
znova jasno povedal, da kot 
katoličan ne more sodelovati 
z brezbožnim komunizmom, 
so ga 30. aprila 1946.1eta 
proglasili za izdajalca in 
ustrelili. V globoki veri, da 
se pridružuje trumam 
slovenskih mučencev in da 
bo Bog poskrbel za njegovo 
družino, je po pripovedovanju 
sojetnikov mimo in brez 
strahu odhajal v smrt.

Ni bilo brez 
preizkušenj, a vendar je dobri 
Bog res vedno lepo poskrbel 
za pogumno vdovo in njene 
otroke. Po bivanju v 
taborišču Špittal se je 
družina s pomočjo sponzorja 
Antona Grdine preselila v 
Cleveland, kjer je Albina, 
prav skromno plačana po

v cerkvi sv. Vida, 23. 
številu izdelanih komadov, 
garala v tovarni kot šivilja, 
poleg tega pa s hčerkama 
ponoči čistila pisarne in tako 
prihranila potrebni denar za 
predplačilo za lastni domek 
na cesti Norwood, v bližini 
svetovidske cerkve. Vedno 
se je hvaležno spominjala 
sester Ivanke Pograjce in 
Mici Kolarič, ki sta ji v tistih 
težkih letih zvesto stali ob 
strani. In vedno je bila 
prepričana, da je poleg vere 
v Boga in Marijo, značaja in 
poštenja prav dobra vzgoja in 
izobrazba dragocena dota, ki 
jo je želela pokloniti 
svojim osirotelim otrokom. 
Sama v Sloveniji ni mogla 
postati učiteljica, a po božji 
Previdnosti sta postali vzorni 
učiteljici v Ameriki njeni 
hčerki Milena in Breda.

1418. Iz sedme številke tednika Družina,

sem glavne misli vzela za ta dopis, da kdor nima tega 
tednika, bo vsaj nakratko ugotovil težave našega misijonar­
ja Danila Lisjaka, ki še ni dolgo v državi Kongo v Afriki 
in je pisal dolgo pismo o naravni nesreči, ki je prizadela 
njegovo okolico.

Misijonar Lisjak je že šel skozi hudo težavo, ko sta se 
dva rodova stepla in je komaj odnesel glavo, kakor reče­
mo za tak slučaj. Njihov center je blizu mesta Gome, ki 
se razprostira pod vznožjem ognjenika Nyiragongo. Že več­
krat se je po malem ognjenik oglašal, tako tudi tokrat ni­
so kaj več važnosti polagali, ko sta dva kraterja ob vznož­
ju oživela. Ponoči sredi januarja sta oživela, a okrog pol­
dneva je že postal kar ognjen klobuk. Misijonar je zaslutil 
nesrečo in odpeljal sirote - 250 otrok - v 5 km oddaljeno 
uršulinsko šiviljsko šolo.

Čez dve uri so se morali znova umakniti v tehnično 
šolo onkraj letališča. A tudi od tu so morali oditi proti 
prehodu v ruandski Gesenyi, kjker se je na 7 m širokem 
prehodu gnetlo kar 300.000 ljudi, avtomobilov, koles, koz 
in krav ter še vojakov. Ognjeni plameni so grozili od za­
daj, tako, da so otroci kar poskakali in peš odšli čez me-, 
jo. Po naključju, čez neke gmajne, njive, je le prispel mi­
sijonar do župnišča, kjer je našel otroke, utrujene od pre­
rivanja.

Po dveh dneh se je ognjenik umiril in ljudje so se 
pričeli vračati na svoja zemljišča, saj hiš niso našli, ko je 
vse lava uničila. Mesto je do polovico uničeno, ni cest, ni 
vode, ni elektrike. 44 šol je pogoltnila lava. Ljudje so vse 
zgubili, a so veseli, da so živi. Lava je poplavila od dva 
do štiri m visoko, vmes je bil pa še hud veter, da je še 
ta pomagal uničevati. Center je ostal, a zgubil je streho, 
katero bo treba nadomestiti. V njihovi tehnični šoli se 
gnete več kot 5.000 ljudi, katerim je treba dati tudi hrano 
in tako se ves dan kuha in deli, tudi še pri sveči. V gne­
či so se zgubili otroci ali starši, tako, da računajo, da se 
bo dvignilo število sirot okrog tisoč.

Misijonar Lisjak že trka na vsa možna vrata za po­
moč, ki je zares nujna. Tudi mi mu pri tej težavi pristopi­
mo in pomagajmo. Nekaj dobrotnikov se je že oglasilo s 
svojim darom, vedo, da kdor hitro da, dvakrat da. Vsaj 
najmanjši dar bomo z veseljem naprej posredovali, da bo 
prišlo do misijonarja. Bog pa, ki vse vidi in vse ve, bo 
najboljši plačnik za vsa dobra dela in že vnaprej: Iskrena 
hvala!

In 1943, he 
j^aduated from Euclid Shore

'8h School, which he 
fended K through 12. He 
!;en enlisted in the U.S. 

avy, at age 17, and served

three years as a flight 
mechanic/propeller specialist 
in the Aleutian Islands. He 
knows how 40 degrees below 
zero feels.

Telich is in the Sports Hall 
of Fame of Case Western 
Reserve University. He 
earned the honor for his 
record-setting track and field 
skills and as a football player 
at the former Western 
Reserve University, where he 
enrolled after discharge from 
military service.

He was the Mid-American 
Conference discus champion 
in 1947, 1948, and 1949, All- 
Ohio Meet discus champion 
in 1948, broke the CWRU 
discus record in 1947, and 
was captain of the track team. 
Telich established field 
records at five universities. 
John finished 10th in the 
nation for discus in the 1949 
Penn Relays. He was a 
member of Beta Theta Pi and 
member of an honorary, 
Omicron Delta Kappa.

He married Janet (Town) in 
1947, while attending
college. Jan also attended K 
thru 12 at Euclid Shore and is 
a Baldwin Wallace graduate. 
Telich was able to graduate 
with the aid of a veteran’s 
allotment of $105 per month, 
and with Jan working as a 
secretary at Carling’s
brewery.

Telich is a past two-term 
president of the Case Western 
Reserve Athletic Club, 
chairman of the Visiting 
Committee and Athletics, and 
the Board of Overseers. He 
received the Newton D. 
Baker Distinguished Service 
Award from CWRU in 1998.

He also funded the John R. 
Telich Golf Center at 
Cleveland State University.

In 1949, Telich began 
representing the Sun Life 
Assurance Company of 
Canada, following his father 
Michael. He has a long 
record of service to the 
industry. At age 30, he was 
president of the Cleveland 
Life Underwriters. He also 
served as president of the 
Ohio Association of 
Underwriters, and on the 
National Board of American 
Society of CLU.

Telich earned his CLU 
designation in 1958 
(Chartered Life Underwriter) 
and his ChFC (Chartered 
Financial Consultant) in 1983 
and his Master of Financial 
Services (MSFS) from the 
American College in Bryn 
Mawr Pennsylvania

Telich was the 6lh member 
to be named to the Sun Life 
Hall of Fame, inducted in 
1980. He recently received 
the Cleveland Association of 
Life Underwriters “Third

Life Award”, awarded 
annually to one of 900 
members. The Third Life 
Award highlights corn- 
mutiny, charitable and public 
service, rather than John’s 
‘first life’ family, and 
‘second life’ his business. 
Telich has been a member of 
the “Million Dollar Round 
Table” for insurance sales for 
39 years.

He celebrated 50 years in 
the insurance business a few 
years ago with a reception at 
the Henn Mansion in Euclid, 
where John and Jan have 
contributed to the renovation 
of the building. He has 
backed Euclid Boys League 
baseball teams each year for 
over 50 years. John chaired 
the first Carlings Open at old 
Willowick Golf Course for 
the Euclid Jaycees in 1952 
(another 50 years). His 
membership in the Euclid 
FOPA approaches 40 years.

Family and church life are 
an important part of the 
Telich way of life. He and 
Janet have five children and 
16 grandchildren, all reside in 
Ohio. John Telich, Jr., is a 
well-known television sports 
anchor at Fox8; daughter 
Patricia Jakimowicz is in 
financial planning; Michael, a 
CPA, operates seven 
McDonald’s restaurants in 
the Worthington area; 
daughter Mary Jo Taylor, 
mother of seven children, 
works as an interpreter at the 
Ohio Hearing and Speech 
Center; and daughter Beth 
Ann Potulski is an 
occupational therapist at the 
Rosemary Home.

Telich is proud of the fact 
his father, Michael, was able 
to visit Slovenia with his 
family and 1929 Hupmobile, 
a mere 20 years after 
emigrating to the United 
States. No doubt John 
learned about charitable 
deeds from the elder Telich, a 
contributor to the Slovene 
Home for the Aged at its 
inception, and throughout the 
rest of his life. Michael was 
already donating to good 
causes in 1924, when he paid 
for the privilege of one of the 
first dances at the opening of 
the Slovenian National 
Home, at East 65,h Street as 
well as other halls.

At age 76, John is still in 
sports, competing regularly 
on a curling rink at Mayfield 
Country Club where he also 
plays golf. He exercises and 
walks daily, and rides a bike 
-outdoors.

But most Fridays John is at 
a fish fry at one of the 
Slovenian homes. The next 
time at Recher Hall, with a 
little coaxing he may break 
into a Slovenian song.

The Slovenian National

year in 2001.

We were fortunate to em­
ploy our new custodian Jerry 
Nelson who has proved to be 
a valued employee. To­
gether with Bob Mills, many 
day-to-day projects were 
completed without the ex­
pense of outside contractors. 
Both these men work well 
together, have an extensive 
knowledge of the various 
jobs, and accomplish their 
tasks efficiently. This main­
tenance team is currently up­
grading our heating system 
by installing control valves 
on all the radiators through­
out the complex. This will 
continue to improve the effi­
ciency of our heating system. 
We were also required by the 
City of Cleveland to install a 
manual pull fire alarm sys­
tem. This was installed by 
ADT at a cost of over 
$12,000 including the usual 
and customary hidden fees. 
Although this was necessary, 
it was an unexpected ex­
pense.

Our monthly raffles con­
tinue to sell out and our an­
nual fall raffle was a success. 
Both of these benefits con­
tribute immensely to the op­
eration of Slovenian Na­
tional Home.

We continued our Lenten 
Fish Fries which were suc­
cessful.

which included New Eng­
land Clam Chowder and a 
tasty dessert.

Our Annual Thanksgiving 
Eve Jam Session was packed 
again.

Always Something New At Fairport
The American Slovenian 

Club.located at 617 'A Third 
Street in Fairport Harbor, 
Ohio was founded in 1947. 
The club was founded by a 
group of Slovenians that 
wanted a place to meet and 
promote our music and 
heritage.

As the years went by, they 
were able to purchase the 
property where the club 
stands today. They raised by 
holding dances at Plum Street 
Hall in Fairport, or at the St. 
Clair Riffle Club, with bands 
like Pecon, Vadnal and 
Yankovic providing the 
music The men and women 
would make the Slovenian 
Sausage, Roast Beef etc. for 
sale at the picnics. All this 
money went to the purchase 
and building of the American 
Slovenian Club in 1954.

There have been many 
changes over the past 48 
years. The club had growing 
pains and expansion was 
inevitable but limited. The 
club also went through a 
couple of stages of 
remodeling. In the last couple 
of years the focus was on the 
-exterior of the club with the 
covering of the Balina 
Courts, adding the privacy 
fence, which make the grassy 
area like an outdoor hall. We 
have leased some of the land 
to the East of the club to add 
additional parking. This year 
we hope to build a new' bam 
to house some equipment and 
to also double as an outdoor 
bar facility during the 
summer months. Balina is 
one of the big events during 
the summer with about 22 to 
24 teams participating. “The 
outdoor bar will come in

handy” say Directors John 
and Lou Grzely and Joe 
Meglen.

The “Slovenian Club” has 
approximately 375 regular 
and social members. 
Everyone joins in on most of 
all the activities, whether it 
be Balina, Puck Bowling, 
Monthly Saturday Night 
Steak/Pork Chop Dinners, 
Making Klobase, Friday 
night Jam sessions Jed by 
Ann Barbish and Frank Sajn, 
or just working on some of 
the outdoor projects.

The year 2001 was a 
challenge for us all. The 
month of January we started 
back up with our monthly 
steak and pork chop dinners. 
These dinners are becoming 
more and more popular.

In Febmary, we had our 
annual meeting with the 
election of a new Board of 
Directors for 2002. Elected 
were Joe Meglen, John 
Grzely, Lou Grzely, Ann 
Barbish. Joe Barbish, Frank 
Sajn, Carl Golinar, Jean 
Fabian and Warren Fabian. In 
February, we held our annual 
Sweetheart Ball.

March and April were just 
normal months with our last 
Saturday of the month steak 
and pork chop dinners. All of 
our events are usually on the 
last Saturday of the Month.

In May, our Balina League 
started ' with 20 teams 
competing. With our covered 
and semi-enclosed Balina 
courts, weather is not a 
problem. The teams play 
once a week from Monday 
thru Friday. Starting times 
are at 7 o’clock. We installed 
state-of-the-art lighting and 
you would think you were at

Jacobs Field since the courts 
are so bright.

June, July, and August 
were busy times at club with 
Balina in full swing. A new’ 
roof was put on the club in 
July. This was a tremendous 
job since the old roof had to 
be removed, sheeting 
replaced and a new roof put 
on. This is one project that 
we contracted out. It was just 
too big of a project to have 
members take on. .

In September, we held our 
annual clambake. This is a 
big event at the club and 
about 150-160 dinners were 
served. Again, the Board of 
Director with the help of 
some of the social members 
put this event on. People 
remark that “This is the best 
clambake and Chowder that 
they ever had”.

In October, we held a pork 
and beef dinner. This event 
was held on a Sunday and we 
honored our Man of the Year 
Joe Meglen. We also 
designated this day as 
appreciation day of those 
who helped throughout the 
year.

hi November, we started 
the Puck Bowling League 
and continued with the 
Monthly Steak and Pork 
Chop Dinners.

JOAN ROGERS- LORAIN SUPER STAR
Joan Rogers was bom in 

Logan, Ohio on September 
25,1948. She was the second 
child of Charles and Mary 
Smith. Joan was named after 
her mother’s favorite histori­
cal figure, Joan of Arc. She 
also had bright red hair, an 
inherited trait from her mater­
nal grandmother.

Joan was the second of 
four children. Charles, Jr., 
was the oldest, Gaynelle was 
third, and Pamela was the 
youngest.

The Barberton Slovene 
Center had another successful
year in 2001---- thanks to the
collaborative efforts of the 
Executive Board and the 
strong support of the mem­
bers of the Slovenian Inde­
pendent Society Home, pro­
prietors of the Slovene Cen­
ter.

Each of the business opera­
tions ----  hall, bowling and
private club ---- recorded im­
proved revenues despite the 
downturn in the economy.

A marketing program to im­
prove the business operations 
appears to begin paying divi­
dends. The program featured 
ads in the local weekly news­
paper, plus a direct mail cam­
paign to more than 280 busi­
ness, churches and local or­
ganizations in Barberton and 
six neighboring communities.

, “A marketing plan is now in 
! place for each of our business 

operations,” says Art Doney, 
Society President. “We are 
also surveying individuals 
and organizations that use our 
hall facilities in order to de­
termine how they evaluate our 
food, facility and employees. 
To date, those responses have 
been very favorable.”

Plans for 2002 call for con­
tinued advertising and a direct 
mail campaign promoting the 
bowling operation.

“One of our most important 
efforts in the past year was to 
upgrade and modernize our

facilities,” Doney says. “A 
substantial sum of money 
was allocated to purchase 
new chairs for the ballroom, 
improve the entrance to the 
old hall, replace beer coolers 
in the ballroom and private 
club and seal and stripe the 
parking lot.”

Two lodge programs were 
initiated in the past year. A 
membership campaign was 
launched in November to 
attract children and grand­
children of members in an 
effort to offset an aging 
membership,” Doney says. 
The campaign runs through 
March 31, 2002 and includes 
the award of U.S. Savings 
Bonds as an incentive to sign 
up new members.

The second program in­
volved development of a 
committee structure in the 
Executive Board to encour­
age and increase involve­
ment of society members. In 
all, there are sight commit­
tees, including Finance, Mar­
keting Communications, 
Membership, Facilities, Hu­
man Resources, Scholarship, 
Long Range Plan & By- 
Laws and Nominating and 
Cultural.

“We are strongly encour­
aging those members who 
have an interest in any of these 
committees to contact me,” 
Doney says. “Their support 
will be critical to our future 
success.”



Gabrosek Takes Pride In Slovenian Heritage
Few take more pride in 

their Slovene heritage than 
Edward F. Gabrosek, the 
Barberton Slovene Center 
Person of the Year.

Gabrosek, a first genera­
tion American-Slovene, can 
still recall participating in 
the Barberton “Slavčki” 
youth chorus in the late 
1930’s, then later singing 
with a chorus group that per­
formed in both plays and 
other cultural events at the 
Slovene Center. Among his 
fondest memories is singing 
“Moj Oce Ima Konjski Dva” 
with his long-time friend, 
Emil Blazich, at a perform­
ance in the original Barber­
ton Slovenian Home.

“Singing was a particular 
love of my father, who sang 
tenor for many years with 
the Barberton men’s
‘Javornik’ singing group,” 
Gabrosek says. “My 
brother, Joe and I now and 
then still warble one of dad’s
favorite songs-----
’Pastirček’.”

Dad passed away in 1987 
at the age of 89 while his 
mother, a much respected 
seamstress, died in 2000 at 
the age of 97.

Gabrosek says his early 
years centered around the 
Slovenian Home. “The 
home seemed so large back 
then, but today it is what we 
would call a match box,” he 
says. “But it was the center 
of our social and cultural ac­
tivities and a place where our 
parents and their friends

could gather and share memo­
ries of the ‘old’ country.”

Following graduation from 
Barberton High School in 
1948, Gabrosek attended Kent 
State University where he re­
ceived his B.S. degree in 
Journalism. On the day he 
graduated in 1952, he re­
ceived orders to report to 
James Connally Air Force 
Base in Texas where he com­
pleted training and received 
his wings as a Radar Intercept 
Officer.

Immediately following his 
honorable discharge in 1956, 
Gabrosek embarked on a five- 
month bicycle tour of Europe, 
which included visits to his 
parents’ birthplaces in Podpeč 
and Vrhnika. Upon his re­
turn, he held positions as re­
porter and copywriter before 
once again embarking in 1958 
on a trip to Slovenia where he 
attended the University of 
Ljubljana for one year, study­
ing history and traveling 
through Yugoslavia, Italy, 
Austria and Greece.

In the late fifties, he served 
on the Administrative Com­
mittee of the Slovenian Inde­
pendent Society Home, pro­
prietors of the Slovene Cen­
ter. He was elected president 
in 1965, serving in that posi­
tion until 1971, when he was 
named Public Relations man­
ager at the Bailey Controls 
Company in Wickliffe from 
which he retired in 1996. He 
was re-elected to the Soci­
ety’s Administrative Commit­
tee in 1997 where he contin­

ues to serve in this capacity.
In addition to Bailey Con­

trols, Gabrosek’s career in­
cluded stints in public rela­
tions with B.F. Goodrich and 
The Babcock & Wilcox Com­
pany. While employed at 
Bailey Controls, he was ac­
tive in the Wickliffe Chamber 
of Commerce, Lake County 
YMCA, United Cerebral 
Palsy Association of Cleve­
land, Lake Educational Assis­
tance Foundation and the Wil- 
loughby-Eastlake Arts Task 
Force.

Among his honors are 
Wickliffe Chamber of Com­
merce Business Man of the 
Year, West End YMCA and 
Lake County YMCA Board 
Member and Board of Direc­
tors Member of the Year, re­
spectively.

He is also a member of 
SNPJ, AFU, Slovene- 
American Heritage Founda­
tion and Society for Slovene 
Studies.

Gabrosek is a sports enthu­
siast and an ardent back­
packer. Along with his close 
friend, Robert Okolish, he is a 
member of the Adirondack 
46er Club, having climbed 46 
peaks 4,000 feet or higher. 
Among his most proud 
achievements was climbing 
Mt. Triglav during one of his 
visits to Slovenia.

Gabrosek is a resident of 
Eastlake and is married to the 
former Martha Stephens of 
Talimadge, Ohio. The couple 
has two daughters, Elizabeth 
and her husband Patrick 
Vihtelic and Kathleen.

Hattie (Vercek) Mussig is Newburgh’s25 
Slovenian Woman of the Year 2002

On October 1, 1919, on 
Osage Avenue in Newburgh, 
Ohio I was bom to the family 
of Joseph and Julie Vercek. I 
was their fourth child, with a 
brother Eugene and sisters 
Albina and Josephine. 
Sadness came upon our 
family when our mother 
passed away during a flu 
epidemic. My father married 
Mary who became a mother 
to all.of the Vercek children. 
Another sister named Marie 
was later added to our 
family.

While attending St. 
Lawrence School, I belonged 
to the Sodality of The 
Blessed Mother. St.
Lawrence had a school band 
under the direction of Mr. 
Becaj. I played the bugle in 
the band and was the drum 
major. We were in many 
parades throughout the city. 
I also sang in the Junior 
Chorus under the direction of 
Mr. Ivan Zorman. At the 
start of the Junior Chorus, 
there were six pupils. Mr. 
Zorman composed the song 
“MLADI SMO
AMERIKAN SKI” or in 
English, “WE ARE YOUNG 
AMERICANS”. I was the 
pupil chosen to sing Mr.

Zorman’s song. My parents 
were very proud of me.

My mother belonged to the 
cooking club at the Slovenian 
National Home in Newburg 
fondly referred to as the 
“Nash”. My friends and I 
would help serve at weddings 
and other functions at the 
Nash. After we finished 
serving, we were allowed to 
dance and sing which we 
really enjoyed and was the 
best part of the evening.

After graduating from St. 
Lawrence School, I attended 
South High School and 
graduated in 1937. We then 
moved to Maple Heights, but 
my heart was always in 
Newburgh.

During World War II, I 
volunteered as a nurse’s aid 
at St. Lukes Hospital in the 
morning. I worked the 3P.M. 
to 11P.M. shift at the 
Thompson Products Co. 
This is where I met my 
husband Louis Mussig. 
Louis and I were married at 
St. Lawrence Church in 
1950. We have four 
children: Marlene, Julie,
Michael and Mark. And are 
blessed with twelve 
grandchildren. While our 
children were in elementary 
school, I collected leftover

Halloween candy and 
clothing from the children 
and parents of the school. 
The candy and clothing were 
then sent to the Navajo 
Indians.

My husband Louis was on 
the Board of Directors of the 
Slovenian Home for 10 
years. He was the Newburgh 
Slovenian Man of the Year in 
1984. I was also on the 
Board of Directors for many 
years. My cousins Sophie 
Sever (deceased) and Eleanor 
Grozdanik, and I were 
known as the Birdie Ladies. 
These are a variation of krofe 
(donuts). We made them for 
bowling tournaments at the 
Nash, for the A.M.L.A. 
Newburgh picnics, and many 
functions at St. Lawrence 
Church or wherever someone 
needed us.

I am a member of A.M.L.A 
Lodge #24 Queen of Peace 
and also a member of the 
Newburgh-Maple Heights 
Pensioners Club. My whole 
life has been based in 
Newburgh, between the 
church, St. Lawrence and the 
Nash. I still attend all the 
events at Newburgh and still 
enjoy singing, dancing and 
reminiscing with my friends.
