Naceluje uradu za varnocstne in
konzularne zadeve: the Bureau

of Security and Consular Af-
fairs. Vendar je gotovo, da bo
ta moz pooblastil razne javne in
zasebne organizacije in urade, ki
bodo smele sprejemati prosnje,
jih po predpisih izdelati in odpio-
slati v urad administratorja.
Administrator ima zdaj nalogo,
da izdela in objavi celo vrsto

gre za vlaganje prosenj in ga-
rancij. Na vse to je treba poca-
kati, preden mioremo ljudem, ki
se ze v velikem Stevilu obracajo
na NCWC, Ligo in druge podob-
ne ustanove, dati bolj podrobne
odgovore.

Sister Hears Bad Heivs,
POW Brother Is Dead

The sad news she had been dread-
ing has arrived for the sister of a
Cleveland soldier missing since Ja-
nuary, 1951.

The Defense Department has in-
formed Mrs. Joseph N. Petsche,
1424 E. 84th St. that her brother,
Pfe. Joseph Eckhart Jr. has been
reported dead by his Communist
captors.

The telegram said the Communist
report had not been officially veri-
fied by the U.S. That left a slim
nope for Mrs. Petsche.

Pfc. Eckhart’s name was among
the 1050 non-Korean prisoners the
Chinese Reds said died in prison
camps.

“In January, 1951, the Govern-
ment told us Joseph had been men-
tioned as a prisoner in a Chinese
propaganda broadcast,” Mrs. Pet-
sche said today. “That is the only
word we had heard about him.”

Mrs. Petsche wrote seven letters
to the Chinese prison camp with-
out getting any answer, she said.

Pfc. Eckhart, 19, when he was
reported missing, was born here,
attended East Tech and East High
Schools, and enlisted in May, 1949.
He was in the first group of troops
sent to Korea after the war started.
He served in the Second Infantry
Division.

His father died in March, 1949,
and his mother in February, 1951,
after he was reported missing.

Besides his sister, he is survived
by a brother, Ronald, 15, who lives
with Mrs. Petsche.

all too much state responsibility has
been relinquished to -the Federal
government, just as Washington
has reached in too far to State
prerogatives.

Once we know where we stand
in these matters we can set up the
formulas for Federal assistance
where it is most needed and go
forward in many directions, nurs-
ing training among them.

In the meantime, in the face of
growing shortages of medical, nurs-
ing and technical personnel, it be-
hooves every hospital, public health
group, and private service to study
its organization with the thought
in mind of finding new methods
to use skilled service in such ways
as to make it cover a great deal
more ground. I am quite aware that
such studies are being made in
many places and that .experiments
are going on with such an end in
view. But we should all of us rec-
ognize the fact that skilled per-
sonnel is going to be scarce from
now out and we had better use
what we have to ever better ad-
vantage.

I should like to be able to say
to the Administration when the re-
port of the Commission on Inter-
Governmental Relations—now being
set up—is made to the Congress in
the early spring, that every public
and private organization involved
in the care of the sick is ready
to do its part. And I would like
to be able to say to them that the
Governors and the Legislatures in
every state are ready to assume
their part of the financial assist-
ance that must be forthcoming if
there are to be enough ftraining
schools and sufficient enrollees to
assure our people adequate care
when the shadow of illness crosses
their thresholds.

Yes, I shall be working on a bill
to assist in the training of nurses
which it is my hope will meet the
requirements of the nursing pro-
fession and be in accord with ad-

N_ovelisl Fran Defela

Fran Detela (1850 — 1926), born
in the village of Moravée in the
vicinity of the Slovenian  ecapital,

was among the outstanding Slove-|{
nian novelists during the period of|g
realism. Detela studied = classical |§
and Romance philology at the Uni-|¥%
versity of Vienna to become a pro-|$
fessor in Austria and later a princi- |

pal of the Gymnasium at Novo me-
sto in Slovenia.

As a writer, Detela entered the|{
field of Slovenian literature with |4

the realistic novel “Malo Zivljenje”
(Little: Life), in which he did not
describe life in Slovenia during

the first part of the 19th century

only, but emphasized his deserip-
tion of characters.

Detela was the author of four
historical novels. His “Veliki grof”
(The great count) was a portrait of
the last count of Celje Ulrik II, who
was killed in a duel in Belgrade
in 1456. “Pegam in Lambergar”
(Pegan and Lambergar) described
the fight for the hereditary pos-
sessions of the counts of Celje. In
the novel “Taksni so” (they are
like that) Detela took the interest-
ing period of Slovenian Prostestan-
tism as background, while another
novel,” “Hudi *¢asi” ( Hard times),
dealt with the period of the French
occupation of Sl vema

Better than his historical no-
vels were his novels describing the
contemporary life. “Prihajaé” (The
newcomer) and “Gospod Lisec”
(Mr. Lisec) described the bad for-
eign influences iin the Slovenian
rural life. ‘,

Detela’s masterwork was the no-
vel “Trojka” (The three men), in
which he descrlbéd the life of three
former classmates and their des-
tiny in the life! The novel was
rich on philosophic meditations and

scriptions of the contemporary so-
cial life of the Slovenian intellec-
tuals.

In a large number of short stor-
jes, published in the Catholic li-
terary magazine “Dom in svet” as
well as in books of the “Druzba sv.
Mohorja”, Detela described differ-
ent problems of the contemporary
social life. As an excellent observ-
er of human weaknesses in the
public life, he wrote also three com-
edies: “Ucenjak” (The scholar),
“Dobrodusni ljudje” (Open-hearted
people), and “Dobrodelnost” (Char-
ity).

Detela was a realist in all his li-
terary work. He carefully collect-
ed the material for his novels and
described 'the life as an observer
of human weaknesses and humor.
His novels excelled by a careful de-
scription of the environment were
partly influenced by the French
realism. Also Detela’s clear ideas
and a kind of French “esprit” re-
called the author’s interest in
French literature.
