Tekom svetovne voine je bil Chamberlain minister pri
angleski vladi, pozneje je bil generalni podtni mojster, mini-
ster za javno zdravje in finanéni minister. Navado ima, da
neprestano nosi s seboj deznik. Znano pa je, da z njimi ni
dobro 'Ge3nje zobati.” Kadar se zjezi, ne odneha, dokler ne
doseze svojega namena. Tudi Hitler dobro ve, da ne sme iti
predaled v svojih zahtevali. Za osebne napade se ne zmeni,
toda ima za nasorotnika vedno pripravljen to¢en odgovor.

Joseph Tiso. Bil je ministerski predsednik “neodvisne

ditelja Hlinke, ki je bil pravzapray ustanovitelj slovaskega
-gibanja za aytonomijo. Spfojcc':asno je bil ¢ehoslovaski mini-
ster za narodno zdravje in je poznan kot izvrsten govornik
in posredovalec. Leta 1937 je.bil na Celu slovaske delegaci-
je, ki je obiskala Zedinjene drzave, da dobijo Slovaki moral-
no in finan&no podporo za njegovo gibanje. Bil je imenovan
za ministerskega predsednika Slovaske 10. marca, 1939.

Rudolph Beran. Bil je zadnji ministerski predsednik
Cehoslovaske. Bil je imenovan za ta urad po predsedniku
Hacha kmalu potem, ko je Hitler odvzel sudetsko provinco.
Bil je vodja konservativne GeSke poljedelske stranke. Po
poklicu je veleposestnik. Bil je prvi izmed Cehov, ki so za-
htevali, da se priznajo zahteve sudetskega voditelja Hen-
leina. Poznan je kot politikar, toda ima naziranje in mislje-
nje kot novpreden lastnik kmetije.

Edouard Daladier, ministerski predsednik Francije. V
svojem uradu se nahaja nad eno leto. On je pripadnik moc¢ne
radikalne francoske politi¢ne stranke, katera stranka zasto-
pa povprednega Francoza srednjega stanu. Je sicer jako
zmeren, toda deloma naklonjen k liberalizmu. Ko je el Da-
ladier s Chamberlainom v Monakovo k Hitlerju, je pozabil
na svoje obljube in pogodbe, ki jih je Francija imela s svojimi
vzhodnimi zavezniki, predvsem pa s Cehoslovasko, Romun-
sko in Jugoslavijo. Niti besede protesta ni dvignil kot je
Hitler zalel prvi¢ deliti Eehoslovasko republiko. Sedaj pa,
ko je Hitler kon&no pograbil vso Celko, je Daladier Sel pred
parlament in zafiteval za svojo vlado diktatorske pravice,
katere je tudi dobil. Sedaj se pripravlja, da nastopi v sluCa-
ju potrebe napram Hitlerju. .

Edward Tuka. Je bil vzgojen v Budimpeéti in eden za-
govornikov slovatke avtonomije. Deloval je tako obseZno
za neodvisnost Slovaske, da ga je ¢eSko sodisée radi veleiz-
daje obsodilo v zapor za 15 let. i{o je Benes§ postal predsed-
nik ¢ehoslovaske republike, je odredil, da se profesor Tuka
izpusti iz zaporov. Tuka je obljubil, da se ne bo vee vtikoval
v politiko.

Toda kmalu potem so ga njegovi nasprotniki obdolZili,
da je ponovno deloval za neodvisnost SlovaSke, katero je
pozneje nameraval izrogiti Madzarom. Bil je v resnici po-
znan kot velik prijatelj Nemcev in Madzarov. Hitler ga je
prehitel in pograbil “neodvisno” Slovasko.

Veliko vlogo igra danes v Evropi tudi romunski kralj
Karl, ki je doslej odbil vse nemske zahteve. Novice iz Jugo-
slavije so pa zadnje Gase izredno redke in se sploh ne ve, ali
Jugoslavija mobilizira in kako je sprejela propast cehoslo-
vaske republike, s katero je bila Jugoslavija v najbolj tesnih
zvezah.
