of life in the smouldering area
that was formerly known as a
neighborhood.

A scattering of residents or
friends of the victims were
already burrowing around in
the chaos and debris despite
being constantly warned by
the police and state national
guard of the hazards still re-
maining in the area.

The crumbling walls and
blackened stacks of bricks
along side with the charcoal
colored wooden frames that
had once been home to many
families was more than
enough evidence of the fire
and the fury that had raced
against time and man in
despair to contain this curse
upon me again.

Was not the pit in Kofevski -

Rog enough? Had God no
mercy on my soul? Was I to

endure like Job? Or
Abraham? Or would I bend
and break like Judas?

Had I not seen enough dead
bodies and blood to last two,
three, or four lifetimes.

How much suffering could 1
endure from my Maker?

Sweet Jesus have mercy on
me.

And so that is how it was
when. the fire and the fury
visited Cleveland during the
East Ohio Gas Company ex-
plosion on October 20, 1944.

Father Marko was eventual-
ly transferred to another
parish. I tried to keep in con-
tact with him but over the
years our ways parted into dif-
ferent directions.

I finally found out that he
was at an old age facility,
nearly - blind @ and . in-
capacitated. Long gone were

the early markings of a young
man and priest to that of one
where the final comfort would
be found in his Maker.

Father Marko heard me retell
him how the area came alive
again in the spring after the
East Ohio Gas Company fire
where plans were made for
new houses and even a new
playground for the children in
the area.

Within a few years there were
new brick houses built in the
burned out area and a brand
new playground erected, nam-
ed for Anton Grdina who was
one of the civic leaders who
helped rebuild the area
without a penny of govern-
ment aid of any kind. The peo-
ple rebuilt it themselves.

1904 je prvo slovansko (ker so
bili ¢lani te Zupnije Hrvati,
Slovenci, Cehi in Slovaki) Zup-
nijsko cerkev posvetil $kof Ja-
nez Stariha iz JuZne Dakote.
Znameniti poZar, ki je nastal v
San Franciscu po potresu apri-
la 1906, je unicil skoraj polovi-
co mesta in tudi komaj zgraje-
no cerkev. Kako poZrtvovalni
so bili prvi farani, pove Ze po-
datek, da so kljub gmotni §ko-
di, ki so jo imeli zaradi potresa
in pozara tudi sami; Se istega
leta obnovili cerkev, ez pet let
pa zgradili popolnoma novo.

Za zupnika Turka e danes
povedo stari Zupljani, da je bil
izreden duhovnik in velik na-
rodni delavec.
