* But, best o f all, let them know about the opportunity to connect and network with other Slovenian-Am ericans! Keep 

the Spirit Alive!
In the past issues o f ZARJA w e’ve talked about the progress with the Scholarship Foundation, The Heritage M useum, 

The Survey, New Volunteers, Cookbook Sales, Heritage Sales, Donations, and the list goes on. To put it in a nutshell we 
are doing well and starting to look great! But, there is always that “but” -  we still have our financial area that needs some 
im provem ent. As it stands, our ZARJA publication is, and has always been, our biggest financial burden. W hat we collect 
in dues from each m em ber barely, and in most cases, do not pay for the ZARJA that is sent to each home. As 1 stated in 
the last issue -  each ZARJA costs approxim ately $1.85 to mail out. W hen you multiply that by 6 it com es out to right under 
$12.00 a m em ber for the entire year. Depending on your age and when you joined many o f our m em ber’s dues do not even 
cover the ZARJA. We basically have four choices here 1) let things continue to stay the way they are and how about: 2) 
Review the ZARJA and see what features can be scaled back. 3) cut back on the ZARJA issues to help cover the cost (move 
to four issues per year rather than six) or 4) raise the dues to cover the cost o f the ZARJA. I am not sure what the best 
route is. I think either way you look at it the S .W .U . will lose. If we stay the sam e, we jeopardize our finances. If we cut
back to four issues o f the ZARJA -  well then we all lose out on the link to our members. If we raise the dues, everyone
knows how that works -  no one is happy. It is a hard decision, but one I will need to look at more closely. O ur goal is to 
operate in the black. If you have any feedback on this issue, please send me e-m ail, phone or write to me.

We met in Joliet in August and worked on ways to improve our finances. I will let you know more later in another 
ZARJA issue. Be on the look out.

DUES
I am still missing dues from over 500 members. If you missed the first dues notice, you should have received a second 

invoice by now. Please fill it out and return with paym ent ASAP. Anyone not paid up by October 1, 2001 will be removed 
from our active file. We don ’t want this to happen, so pleased send in your dues.

DONATIONS
I can ’t tell you how proud I am o f everyone out there who added a donation with their dues. Even if it was only $1.00, 

every bit helps. This year was phenomenal! As of August 1, 2001 the following has been donated: ZARJA -  $3,203.00; 
Heritage -  $1,597.00; Scholarship -  $5 ,858.00. The total o f Invoice Donations -  $10,658.00. (See listing on page 12)

W here did I get this idea and how did I know it would 
work?

The online newsletter is one way for S .W .U . members 
to participate more actively in the organization. I ’ve gotten 
many w onderful, positive com m ents that I 
saved. I have PAGES along with interesting 
stories and anecdotes. I d idn’t just get e-mails 
to subscribe or e-m ails that say “I love the 
online new sletter.” I got detailed explana­
tions o f Slovenian backgrounds with lots of 
pride!

Two childhood friends from Ely, M in­
nesota were reunited when one wrote a story 
rem iniscing about eating too many plums 
meant for plum dumplings! A young woman 
researching the Slovenian “unveiling cere­
m ony” for a wedding wrote “ ...it  was very 
difficult to find any inform ation on the inter­
net or in certain books that I researched, and was am azed by the e-mails 
I received from readers o f the new sletter...I am 29 years old, Polish, 
and now know more about Slovenian wedding custom s than Polish 
ones!” M aurice Cashin wrote the newsletter searching for information 
to help with his nine-year old daughter’s project on M ount Triglav. I 
asked for an update when the project was com pleted which was in the 
M ay newsletter. The story and a photo also appeared in the July-August 
ZARJA. M aurice sent an e-mail “W e received ZARJA on Saturday and 
saw that Sabina’s article was included. Sabina was jum ping around for 
five minutes! Thank you for all o f your encouragem ent and assistance 
throughout the project. I hope that Sabina’s efforts will encourage other 
children to explore and discover their Slovenian heritage.”

As the S .W .U . continues to add program s and services, 
like the online new sletter, and our m em bers believe more 
strongly that they belong to a worthwhile organization, then 
everything else will follow. I will be more excited to go to 
a branch m eeting or event and it will be that m uch easier 
to get people to jo in  and volunteer!

Here are a few highlights from  the first year:

* To get the new sletter o ff to a good start and to be 
sure everyone understood what it looked like, how it worked, 
etc. -  a copy was mailed last fall to each branch president. 
The stamp affixed to each envelope was designed by M ateja 
Prunk o f Piran, Slovenia. This was the winning design from 
the United N ations “Olym pic Peace Flag Contest” described 
in the N ovem ber-D ecem ber 2000 ZARJA . I hope each 
branch president kept her envelope and showed her branch 
m em bers the stamp. (The U .N . stamps can only be purch­
ased and mailed from the United Nations in New Y ork City, 
G eneva and V ienna!)

* There are some perks that go along with being the 
newsletter editor and it’s been fun! In D ecem ber I was 
invited to a reception for S lovenia’s Independence Day at 
the U .N . (United Nations) Plaza Hotel where I met Dr. 
Davorin Kračun, Am bassador o f the Republic o f  Slovenia 
and M rs. Kracun. Mrs. Kracun now receives the newsletter 
as do several other people I met at the event. This spring I 
was invited by LaM aM a Experim ental Theatre Club in New 
York City to the opening night perform ance o f “Silences” 
by Theatre M ladinsko o f L jubljana, Slovenia. In June I 
attended a reception to celebrate the tenth anniversary of 
the independence o f Slovenia in the United N ations Dele­
gate’s Dining Room  where I met the Consul General o f 
Slovenia in New York, M r. Andrej Podvrsic and Mrs. 
M ateja Podvrsic.

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* Perhaps the biggest surprise was getting some native 
Slovenians on the newsletter. It all started with an e-mail 
from Ksenija Batic last fall “A friend from Am erica sent 
me a few issues of your online new sletter and I liked it so 
much that I would like to subscribe to it.” In D ecem ber a 
small tour group from Slovenia was at the Slovenian church 
in New York City and I got a few more e-mail addresses. 
This spring a 26-year old native Slovenian who has been in 
the States for a few years paid me the greatest com plim ent 
“I adm ire what you ’re doing. Y ou’ve managed to bring two 
worlds together. I don ’t feel so alone here.”

The newsletter readership grew when Bonnie Pohar 
Prokup sent the S .W .U . dues statem ent out to members 
with the question “Are you interested in receiving the online 
newsletter?” The newsletter is close to 500 subscribers and 
will continue to grow, but where does that leave our members 
who are not on com puters? I do not want to see anyone left 
out and I offer the following suggestions:

a) Learn how to use e-mail! Libraries all across the 
country offer free or inexpensive classes on how to use 
e-mail and surf the internet. M ost libraries offer com puter 
time with a library card. Please check with your local library 
and see what they have to offer.

b) Find someone to help you. I taught my parents to 
use e-mail with a few lessons (if they can do it, anyone 
can). They check their e-mail at their library. After ju st a 
few lessons, they told me a staffer at the library said: “Here 
com e the experts!” This is a great opportunity to involve 
our younger members who have grown up with computers
-  ask them to “show you” -  what a switch for them to be 
the teacher.

This could be a great goal fo r  each branch -  to get as 
many members as possible up to speed on e-mail and know ­
ledgeable about how to navigate the sw ua.org website! 
Please let me know i f  you m ake p lans to set up training fo r  
your members.

c) Ask a child or grandchild to receive the newsletter 
for you. The recipient can print out the newsletter and mail 
it to you. This is one way to expose another family m em ber 
to the S .W .U . They may get curious and read the newsletter 
too!

Native Slovenians describe Slovenia as being very 
sm all, a country o f only 2 million. I told a native Slovenian 
“But I grew up the same way” -  with people who never 
heard o f Slovenia, feeling sm all/unknown with more recog­
nized ethnicities like the Irish, G erm an, etc. But there is a 
large Slovenian population in the United States; there is a 
Slovenian population in Canada, Australia and South 
America. There are Slovenian populations in the neighboring 
countries of Slovenia. Should we really think we are “so 
sm all” when you can find those o f Slovenian descent all 
over the world?

Thanks to everyone who has made the first year o f the 
online newsletter a success -  by subscribing, submitting a 
message or story, or just by telling someone else about it. 
W e are all learning so much from each others contributions 
so please continue to support this endeavor!

You are lucky to have found so many genealogical 

treasures. Now to get them in order to be o f additional help 
to you! Last issue we discussed interviewing and recording 
information.

STEP TWO:

Purchase a multigeneration family chart and fill it in 
with all o f the information you have gathered. Charts can 
be purchased at the Family History Library (M ormon

Church) or through our SW U Heritage M useum  as a geneal­
ogy packet (ours are four generation). These charts are num ­
bered for each o f your ancestors. Your own nam e, date of 
birth, m arriage will be entered in line num ber one o f the 
chart. As you continue to enter names on a chart you will 
find that males are always even num bered and females odd 
num bered (who devised this system?) Therefore your 
father’s name will be entered on line 2 and your m other’s 
nam e will be entered on line three. Paternal Grandfather 
will be entered line 4, etc. Genealogists always write dates 
in this fasion: 12 July 1893 or 12-7-1893 . It is universally 
easier to interpret the dates in this manner.

A fter you have com pleted the chart with as much infor­
mation as possible, you can then begin to use it as a guideline 
for further work that needs to be done. You may note that 
grandfather has siblings and may want to contact their de­
scendants to see if they have a family historian in their c lan .

Photographs, original docum ents, letters, w ills, should 
first be photocopied and the originals wrapped in acid free 
paper before being stored in a cool dark container which 
permits some air circulation. N ever use pen, paste, paper 
clips, scotch tape on or in contact with these valuable papers. 
To identify people or places or backgrounds o f your collec­
tion, attach a piece acid free paper, with information written 
in pencil, plastic paper clips used for this purpose.

Photocopies o f your docum ents will then be arranged 
in acid free paper liners in a three ringed binder in chronolog­
ical order. Begin with your earliest docum ent, a family chart 
o f your first ancestor (also provided in our SW U genealogy 
packet) and perhaps a map of the region, it’s history, etc. 
in which this family originated. All other information on 
that family will be inserted in pages to follow. The second 
generation will have a chart, and include it’s inform ation, 
continuing down to the present generation. The charts will 
follow one surname down to present tim e, usually it is the 
name on line 2 on your chart. There will also be charts 
made for the m others and grandm others o f those who have 
married into this same surname and they will be entered at 
the back of the book or can be made up separately. With 
the com pletion of this book you will then be able to begin 
recording on the com puter, or writing yourself a personal 
history o f your family, beginning with the first ancestor 
known down to present times.

Notes from  the Southland

Louise Zelesnik Bagdonas, pictured right, told me she’d been waiting 
for 13 years to meet a fellow Slovenian in southwest Florida. Her long 
wait ended recently when I joined the Guild of O ur Lady at Sacred Heart 
parish in Punta G orda, FL. Louise, a sprightly 88, approached me after 
learning that 1 was from Illinois. She told me she was from W aukegan 
and thought perhaps I might be, too. She noted that my last name sounded 
“fam iliar” and wanted to know if I had any relatives in W aukegan. I replied 
that I did but that I’d lost contact a long time ago. In any event, their last 
name would not have been Gudac since that’s my husband’s name and 
h e 's  Croatian. I told her that the relatives I was referring to were on my 
father’s side o f the family and that they were Slovenian.

She immediately started hugging and kissing me, then proceeded to 
tell me that she’s Slovenian, too. “You know there aren’t too many of us 
down here,” she said as she squeezed my hand.

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Nurse’s spirit soars on helicopter

W ILLOUGHBY -  M aria Podmore traded in her nursing 
whites and the hospital em ergency room three years ago for 
a blue flight suit and a 47-foot-long yellow helicopter.

Each year, three M etro LifeFlight helicopter crews 
stationed in Cleveland, Solon and Lodi make about 3,200 
runs from Canada to Kentucky and Pennsylvania to Indiana. 
Podmore is there for her share o f the flights, operated by 
M etroHealth M edical Center.

The three most com mon calls are to transport cardiac 
patients to Cleveland C lin ic’s famous heart care center, and 
traum a patients, including car accident and bum  victims.

Podmore describes herself as quiet, but her job  aboard 
the helicopter, which flies up to 180 m ph, is anything b u t.

“I ’m a low profile-type person. I just like to help 
people,” she said. She added that the job  offered plenty of 
excitem ent, stress and rewards.

Podmore, 33, grew up in M ayfield Heights and lives 
in W illoughby. She graduated from Notre Dame Cathedral 
Latin Academy and earned her nursing degree from Bowling 
Green State University.

As a teen, she helped care for her grandm other, who 
had cancer.

“The experience pointed me in this direction,” she said 
o f her reason for becom ing a nurse.

A fter returning to Cleveland from a nursing job in 
Texas, Podmore joined M etroH ealth’s em ergency depart­
ment in 1990. Three years later, she becam e a LifeFlight 
nurse.

The job requires advanced training and a minimum of 
five years’ experience in critical care, she said.

Podm ore, who is 6 feet 3, jokingly noted she made the 
pilots nervous when she showed up for work.

“They were worried about the ro to rb lades,” she said.

A normal crew consists o f two pilots, one nurse and a 
doctor.

“One o f the biggest adjustments is, it’s just you and a 
doctor,” she said. “You are isolated. There isn 't a whole 
hospital o f people backing you up.

“You are working in an unstable environm ent in an 
em ergency room without w alls.”

M aria is the daughter of Marge Križm an, m em ber of 
SW U Branch 50, and Allen Podmore, and granddaughter 
o f well-known Clevelanders, the late Emery and Louise 
Križman. Her family and friends com mend her and laud 
her exceptional courage and dedication!

M aria Podmore: “You have to contain your em otions to 
do this every day, but for m e, that’s the greatest fear 
and the hardest part.”

CHERRY CHOCOLATE  
SWIRL PIE

1 cup dark sweet cherries
1 9 inch chocolate crum b crust
1 quart vanilla ice cream
2 tablespoons rum or brandy
1 ounce square sem i-sweet

chocolate
1 tablespoon milk

Prepare cherries and chocolate 
crum b crust. Soften ice cream . Fold in 
cherries and rum or brandy. M elt 
chocolate over low heat and blend in 
milk. Spread ice cream  into chocolate 
crumb crust. Swirl chocolate mixture 
through ice cream . Freeze until firm. 
Remove from freezer a few minutes 
before serving. Garnish with fresh 
cherries.

Chocolate Crum b Crust

Crush chocolate wafers to make 1S  
cups o f crum bs. Com bine crum bs with
3 tablespoons, soft butter until crum ­
bly. Press on bottom and sides o f 9 
inch pie pan. Bake at 375 degrees for 
8 minutes.

CHOCOLATE  
POUND CAKE

2 cups (12 ounces) milk 
chocolate chips 

l , 2 cup butter or m argarine, 
softened

2 cups sugar 
4 eggs
2 teaspoons vanilla extract
1 cup butterm ilk
2 tablespoons water
2 'i cups sifted cake flour 

'i teaspoon salt 
!/j teaspoon baking soda 
l'i cup chopped pecans 

C onfectioner’s sugar

In a saucepan m elt chocolate over 
low heat. Remove from heat. In a mix­
ing bowl, cream butter and sugar until 
light and fluffy. Add eggs one at a time, 
beating well after each addition. Blend 
in melted chocolate and vanilla. C om ­
bine butterm ilk and water. Com bine 
flour, salt and baking soda; add to batter 
alternately with the butterm ilk mixture. 
Fold in nuts if desired. Pour into a 
greased and floured 10 inch tube or 
fluted tube pan. Bake at 325 degrees 
for 1 ! / 2 hours or until a toothpick in­
serted near the center com es out clean. 
Cool for 10 m inutes; remove from pan 
to wire rack. Dust with confectioner’s 
sugar, if  desired.

CHERRY CREAM DIP

Dark Sweet Cherries

1 cup sour cream
1 tablespoon fresh lemon juice
1 tablespoon powdered sugar
1 teaspoon grated orange peel

Dash o f salt

Blend together all ingredients except 
the cherries. Chill and serve with chil­
led cherries as a dip.

BUTTER RUM SAUCE

(M akes l 3/< cups)

cup packed dark brown sugar 
l'i cup (lstick ) butter 
l'i cup dark rum  
l / 2 cup Dijon m ustard

tablespoons cider vinegar 
l / 2 teaspoon black pepper

Com bine all ingredients in medium 
size saucepan. Bring to boiling, reduce 
heat to medium-low and sim m er 20 mi­
nutes or until thickened, whisking to 
m ake sm ooth. Refrigerate, covered, for 
up to 2 days.

Pork chops with snow peas

Brush sauce over four 1 inch thick 
pork chops on bone. Grill or broil 6 to 
7 minutes per side.

S lom šk eva  v lo g a  v alrabetskom  sporu je m n ogo  
bolj p om em b n a  kot mu literarna zg o d o v in a  priznava. 
S problem i s lo v e n sk e g a  črkop isa  s e  je ukvarjal dolgih  
23  let, od  o n e g a  d n e v jesen i leta 1824, ko je leto dni 
pred izidom  M etelkove slovn ice  dobil v roke njen prvi 
krtačni odtis p a  v s e  d o  leta 1847, ko je na n jegov  
p red log Študijska komisija na Dunaju priznala gajico. 
Ob pojavu m ete lč ic e  je bil S lom šek  njen zagovornik. 
22. sep tem b ra  1862, d va dni pred smrtjo, je v svojem  
vinogradu ob  vznožju hriba Sv. Urbana pri Mariboru 
pripovedoval družbi b ogoslovn ih  profesorjev, kako s e  
je jim je tudi, d a  je takrat napisal č lanek  v obram bo  
m etelč ice . Soditi m orem o, d a  je aprobacija izvirala ne  
toliko iz n avdu šen ja  z a  M etelkov črkopis, am pak skoraj 
gotovo  iz n a č e ln e g a  od pora  d o  d ajn čice. Kmalu pa  
so  s e  mu jeli pojavljati pom isleki o  vrednosti m ete lč ice . 
Edini razlog, d a  s e  ž e  takrat ni obrnil proti njej, je bilo 
njegovo, kakor je p ozn eje  doznal od  Prešerna, zm otno  
prepričanje, d a  je m ete lč ica  na Kranjskem sp lo šn o  
sprejeta. O tem  je P rešeren  iz C elovca  pisal Č opu 5. 
februarja 1832:

"Hier ist man fiir  das idle Alphabet; allein um kein 
Schisma zu verursachen, hdtte man sich der M etelčica in 
der Meinung gefiigt, dass ganz Krain an die Sendung des 
Lettermessias glaube; nachdem aber der Schriftgelehrte 
Jakon wider den Herrn und M eister aufgestanden, sind sie 
von der neuen Lehre abgefallen .”

Ko je prišel P rešeren  v C e lo v ec , je po prvih 
razgovorih sp ozn a l, d a  delita s  S lom škom  v vprašanju

pism enk  d o c e la  isto m nenje. O b em a je bil a b ece d n i 
boj neljub. P rešeren  je to nakazal v son etu  ‘Črkarska 
pravd a’ in v članku v “Ilirskem listu". O Slom šku pa  
pravi dr. Kovačič: “S lom šek u  je bil ta boj zoprn, bil pa  
je nasproten  dajnčici in je zagovarjal bohoričico , dokler 
ni prišla v veljavo gajica". Po nadaljnjih razgovorih in 
izmenjavi misli p a  sta  o b a  m odificirala svoje  tedanje  
sta lišče . Kakor izpričujejo sp od aj n aved en i zaključki, 
sta  uvidela, d a  je v najboljšem  interesu s lo v en sk e  
književnosti in jezikovne unifikacije, d a  s e  vsaj z a č a sn o  
ohrani bohoričica. Približala sta  s e  torej Z upanovem u  
sta lišču . P rešeren  je ž e  v om enjem  pism u nagovarjal 
Č opa, ki je od  v s e g a  p očetk a  sk ep tičn o  sodil o  
m etelčici: “Lasse einmal deine Ansichten iiber die Lettern 
drucken, ut infirmi corroborentur” . S lom šek  pa je, 
verjetno na P rešernovo p obu do, napisal pod  
p sed on im om  ‘Ljubomir' članek, v katerem  je n aved el 
razloge, ki velevajo, d a  s e  b ohoričica  ohrani kot v sem  
skupni črkopis. Članek, ki je bil objavljen 2. m arca  
1832  v “Carinthiji", je zaključil z od ločnim , jedrnatim  
naznanilom : “Wir b leib en  beim  alten A lp hab et”. S tem  
je dejansk o zad al smrtni u d arec m etelč ic i in dajnčici. 
Tudi Č op s e  je od zval Prešernovem u pozivu, v "Ilirskem 
listu” je napisal c e lo  razpravo proti m etelčici. Študijska  
dvorna komisija je potem  6. novem bra 1833  
p rep oved ala  tiskati šo lsk e  knjige v m etelčici.

V č a so p isn e m  prerekanju d ajn čica  ni bila niti 
om enjena, tudi P rešeren  s e  je ni dotaknil v svojem  
son etu . V se d o  današnjih dni s e  je ohranilo v literarni 
zgod ovin i zm otno m enje, d a  je bila d ajn čica  le 
n ep om em b i p osk u s a m b ic io zn eg a  avtorja. Z godovinar  
dr. Josip  Mal jo naziva "manjnevarno p osestr im o” 
m etelč ice , Slodnjak p a  pravi, d a  je bila d ajn čica
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“m alop om em b en  p osku s, d a  s e  z nekaterimi Vukovimi 
črkami izpopolni v fonetsk em  sm islu  ortografija 
vzh od n ošta jersk ega  narečja". P om em b n ost d ajn čice  
ni v njenih črkah, njena važn ost je v nevarnosti, ki jo 
je predstavljala v svoji nam em bi. Ker je bila prirejena  
za  vzh od noštajersko  narečje, bi s  svojo  vpeljavo v šo le  
in s  sprejem om  v lokalno versko in p o sv etn o  literaturo 
odtrgala zn aten  k os od  s lo v e n sk e g a  jezik ovn ega  
te le sa . Dajnko je bil čezm ern o  am b ic iozen  in je storil 
v se , d a  bi n jegov  črkopis bil uradno priznan. Obiskal 
je župnike m ariborskega okrožja in pobiral p o d p ise  na 
izjavo, d a  so  n jegove p ism en k e za  jezik, kakor g a  
govori ljudstvo, najprim ernejše. N ašel je pri tem  polno  
za s lo m b o  in p odp oro  pri d eželn ih  in cerkvenih ob lasteh  
v G radcu. Dajnku s o  tudi pom agali nekateri vplivni 
o seb n i prijatelji, m ed  njimi Vid Rižnar, šentlenartski 
dekan Franc Lajh in lektor s lo v e n sk e g a  jezika na graški 
univerzi Kolom an Kvas. Značilno pa je, d a  s e  je proti 
dajnčici izrekel vzhodnoštajerski poljudni pisatelj 
Anton Krempelj. Glavni nasprotnik d ajn čice  pa je bil 
S lom šek . Z avedal s e  je njene nevarnosti z a  integriteto  
sloven stva . Stopil je ce lo  v p ism eni stik z Dajnkom. 
Hotel g a  je pregovoriti, d a  bi s e  z a  skupni b lagor 
o d p o v ed a l svoji o seb n i sam oljubnosti. S ep tem b ra  
1837  g a  je prav s  tem  nam enom  tudi o se b n o  obiskal 
pri Veliki Nedelji, a  Dajnku je bilo očiv idn o neljubo o 
tem  govoriti s  S lom škom , zato  o  stvari nista  
razpravljala.

Na Kranjskem s e  nevarnosti d a jn čice  n iso  
zavedali, tudi Prešeren  ne. Odkril mu jo je š e le  
S lom šek . Prešeren  je doum el S lom škovo bojazen  in je
o zad ev i poročal Čopu:

"Nun einen Kniff von Dainko. D ie ser hat alle Pfarer 
des M arburger Kreises besucht und sich von jedem  die 
Bescheinigung geben lassen, dass man die Einfuhrung seiner 
Lettern allgemein sehnlichst wiinsche. Mit diesen 
Unterschriften hat er seine Reforming Bill beim G ratzer 
Gub. iiberreicht und es eurchgesetzt, dass die Schulbiicher

mit seinen Krevlje gredruckt wurden. Nichtsdestoweniger 
strduben sich die Pfarer ge gen Einfuhrung derselben."

Š e le  po večletn ih  protestih šolnikov, katerim sta  
s e  pridružila tudi lavantinski in ljubljanski ordinariat, te 
Študijska komisija julija 1838  d ajn čico  d okon čn o  
odpravila iz šol. Č e bi d ajn čica  bila res tako 
"m alopom em bna", kot jo prikazujejo nekateri literarni 
zgodovinarji, bi p a č  n e bilo potrebno boriti s e  proti njej 
š e  celih  pet let p o  prep oved i m ete lč ice .

Z od pravo m ete lč ice  in d ajn čice  iz šol je bil 
a b ece d n i boj zaključen, vprašanje črkop isa  pa s  tem  
š e  ni bilo d ok on čn o  rešen o . Čehi s o  ž e  ob  a b e c e d n e m  
boju predlagali, d a  S loven ci p revzam ejo njihovo 
a b e c e d o , s  katero s e  po sod b i slav ista  Pavla Šafarika 
radi svoje  enovitosti in pravilnosti ne m ore kosati 
n ob en a  druga p isava  v vsej Evropi. Ko s e  je o b n e sla  
pri Hrvatih, za  katere jo je priredil Ljudevit Gaj, je pod  
im enom  gajica  n ašla  pot tudi na S loven sko. Uveljavila 
s e  je b rez v sa k e g a  boja. “N o v ice” so  jo z a č e le  
p o sto p o m a  vpeljevati leta 1845. P rešernova prva 
p esn itev  v gajici, hudom ušni ljubezenski d v o sp e v  “Od 
ž e le z n e  ceste" , je bila p riob čen a  v “N ovicah ” aprila 
1845. Leta 1847  je tudi S lom šek  sprejel gajico  v 
drugem  letniku “Drobtinic”. Kot cen zor  šolskih knjig je 
is teg a  leta pregled oval M očnikovo računico, ki je bila 
prirejena v gajici. O b tej priliki je pred lagal, d a  s e  gajica  
u v ed e  tudi v šo le . Centralne šo lsk e  oblasti s o  njegov  
p red log sprejele. Tako je gajica  dobila  sp lo šn o  veljavo  
na v sem  S loven skem .

September 20th is my f irs t day o f  
college.
