Nekaj dni pred koncem so
SS-ovci  hitro evakuirali iz
tabori$¢a Nemce in Ruse razen
tistih, ki so imeli posle, po-
trebne za vzdrZevanje tabori-
$¢a. Kakih 8000 jih je 3lo na
pot proti Alpam. Niso prigli
dale¢. Kam so jih hoteli vledi,
nisem nikoli zvedel. Verjetno
tudi SS ni vedela.

Z vratarjem sva stald na vra-
tih, ko se je pojavila na tabori-
§¢ni cesti nenavadna skupina
ljudi. Vsi so bili v civilnih
oblekah in niso imeli jetniikih
znakov. Prihajali so bliZje. En
sam, neoboroZen SS-ovec je
Sel pred njimi. Prepoznal sem
Ze v daljavi avstrijskega kan-
clerja Schuschnigga in franco-
skega ministra Leona Bluma.
Tekel sem v prvo §tubo in ob-
vestil Alfonza o njihovem pri-
hodu. Vse je pustil in hitel za
menoj. Mol&e sva opazovala
¢udno skupino. Nobenega
znaka nisva dala, da sva koga
prepoznala. Za nafim blokom
je zavila skupina na desno.
Tam sta bili dve stavbi, bordel
in dezinfekcijsko poslopje. Al-
fonz je vedel, da so Ze dva dni
prej izselili dekleta iz bordela.
Tako so napravili prostor za
prominentne jetnike, ki so prej
stanovali v bunkerju.

Par besed o bordelu! Niko-
gar nisem poznal, ki je bil tam.

Po osvoboditvi mi je pove-
dal, da je vedel za Himmlerjev
ukaz in da se je samo delal, da
spi, v resnici pa je bil tako raz-
burjen, da je komaj stal po-
konci. Cakal je, da bodo vsak
trenutek zaregljale strojnice na
straznih stolpih... V&asih je res
boljSe, da ne ve§ vsega!

Po Cetrti uri sem 3el na vrata
¢akat na voz s kotli.

Po tabori§¢ni cesti se je pri-
peljal na kolesu taborii¢ni
vodja Ruppert. Peljal se je po
desni strani do konca, ob na-
$em bloku zavil na drugo stran
in se po tej strani peljal nazaj.
Ko se je pripeljal mimo, sem
snel kapo. Niti ozrl se ni. Tako
se je Ruppert za vedno poslo-
vil od taboris¢a, kjer je gospo-
daril ve¢ let nad Zivljenjem jet-
nikov. Cez dve uri so bili v
tabori$¢u Amerikanci.

Na straznih stolpih so se po-
javile bele zastave. To je po-
menilo predajo brez borbe.
Streljanje, ki se je slifalo s
severa in zahoda je prenehalo.
V tabori$¢u je zasijala v vecer-
nem soncu svoboda! Jetniki so
hiteli na zborno mesto! Tam se
bo odloéilo!

Ko se je pojavila na vratih
»Jourhausa« ameriska patro-
la, je ob pogledu na zbrano
mnoZico sestradanih, razcapa-
nih, udivih, a $e vedno Zivih
okostnjakov onemela. Strmela
je v mnoZico, ki ji je v tolikih
jezikih klicala dobrodoslico.
