From Slovenian Folklore Treasures

Slovenian Easter 
Traditions

by Ed a Vovk Pusl
Slovenian folk traditions are 

tightly interwoven with the 
Christian Easter traditions. In 
Slovenia, Easter season is one 
of the most solemn, but 
joyful, of all holidays.

The true beauty and 
greatness, heart and soul of 
the Slovenian people is ex­
pressed. This thrilling and har­
monious time encompasses 
and involves everyone, from 
the youngest to the oldest 
member of the family. Even 
the most remote mountain 
village is full of Easter spirit.

There is an infinite variety of 
Folk Easter traditions, for 
every region of Slovenia has its 
own unique customs. Even the 
content and use of the 
greenery blessed on Palm Sun­
day differs in almost every 
village, as does the reason for 
their use. Nearly all famous 
Slovenian poets and writers 
immortalize all these customs 
with their work.

BUTARAS ON 
PALM SUNDAY 

Oh! Let the palms, where 
they would be 

Share peace and harmony.
Oh! Let the blessed palms 
Bear peace and prosperity

Simon Gregorčič
There is no village in Slovenia 

that wouldn’t carry bundles of 
various spring greenery to 
blessing on Palm Sunday. The 
holiday is dedicated to the 
solemn arrival of Christ into 
Jerusalem, where the crowds 
welcomed him by laying palm 
branches in front of Jesus.

It seems that the Christian 
traditions copied some older, 
magical power of plants from 
the pagan times, which would

hasten growth, fertility, and 
make the harvest fruitful. 
Plants were also the symbol 
used to drive out evil spirits 
and illness, and guard people 
against natural disasters such 
as lightening, storms and hail.

This roll is navy filled by 
blessed greenery Zegnani les. 
Every part of the Butara has 
its purpose and usage. There 
are countless ways of assembl­
ing it, according to each 
ethnographical region of 
Slovenia. ^

The KOROŠKA region of 
Slovenia calls the bundle 
SNOP, CVETNIK PRA- 
JTELJ. In this region, the 
villagers show their pride, joy 
and wealth by competing 
among each other for the 
longest and most beautiful 
bundle.

Some are eveiijjjght, ten or 
25-meters long, and are car­
ried by two or four men in the 
procession to the church. 
Some were so tall they brushed 
the cobwebs off the church 
ceilings. Despite their length, 
the bundle was only 10 cen­
timeters thick, so it resembled 
a long spear.

The bundle was composed of 
native plants, such as red and 
yellow pussy willows, ivy, 
berry bushes, box tree, juniper 
shrubs, but included fruits 
such as apples, oranges and 
figs. Easter eggs and patriotic 
white, blue and red ribbons 
and flowers decorated the 
snop. On the top they used 
and ornately made a cross, or 
monstrance, like at the top of 
a Christmas tree.

In the village of Koprivna 
they carry baskets of fine cut 
ferns on their shoulders, which

is used for the cattle during the 
year. The most unique bundle 
is made in the cradle of 
Slovenia, the valley of Zilija. 
The villagers cut down a cor­
nel or willow tree, peel the 
branches and hang up to 60 
apples, figs, or oranges on the 
branches. They then fill bet­
ween the fruit with greenery, 
long stem spring flowers and 
colored ribbons.
After the blessing, each fami­

ly representative hurries home 
so he may be the first of all the 
villagers home and thus have 
the best luck in the coming 
season for a bountiful harvest.

Every part of the bundle was 
considered sacred, and was us­
ed throughout the year for 
every sort of help. For exam­
ple, many crosses are made 
from snop. They are used

everywhere, on barns, in 
fields, in stables, over the 
doorways as good omens. 
They even functioned like 
calendars because every year a 
new cross was added behind 
the beam, so that the age of 
the house could be told from 
counting the crosses — some 
had over 80 crosses.

Sticks or branches from the 
snop were often placed in the 
four corners when spring 
plowing and planting was 
done, to insure good crops. 
The fruits from it were used 
for medicinal purposes for 
people, or even sometimes for 
cattle.

fields of the farm. Later, its 
contents are used similarly as 
in Koroška.

^ The traditions unique to the 
ŠTAJERSKA region include 
the use of hazelnut twigs in the 
BUTARA, PECELJ, PU- 
ŠELJC, and they are quite 
thick, two to four meters long 
Each home makes several of 
them to be used for different 
purposes. They are also 
decorated patriotically with 
white, blue and red ribbons 
and then the longest ones are 
leaned against the church wall, 
for everyone’s admiraton 
because they won’t fit inside 
the church.

Sometimes a heart-shaped 
cornellian berry blossom is 
Placed on the top of the 
BUTARA with a banner set in 
't, and hanging from the ban­
ner are holy pictures.

For blessing purposes, a 
nicely-shaped branch is saved

and kept in a wall cabinet, and 
used for various blessings
throughout the year.

In PRIMORSKO, where 

palms and olives grow, 
PALME, OLČNE VEJICE, 
PASI NE are more simply 
made. The most unique 
feature here is a rooster carved 
from fig wood and decorated 
with red cloth for a crown, 
and the flowers used are 
snowdrops, hyacinths and ar­
tificial flowers.

In the alpine area, fir and 
pine trees are used long with 
greenery, paper flowers and 
colored ribbons. In Vipava, 
every holy picture in the house 
is decorated with the PALME
for God’s protection.

made their BEG ANICA, 
HERBICA from seven dif­
ferent kinds of wood to sym­
bolize the seven sacraments.

The result is 
a peculiar, but attractive piece 
of art which decorates homes 
throughout the year in 
Slovenia and abroad.

In BELA KRAJINA, DRE- 

NEK, MOŠKI ZEGEN con­
tain fruits and nuts which are 
painted gold. The very rich 
tradition of DOLENJSKA, 
KR A VJI, or LESENI 
ŽEGEN, has it that they are 
carried on the shoulders, or 
with straps on the back.

In my home town of Ribnica, 
the custom was for children to 
stand at the communion rail, 
and at the time of the blessing, 
raise žegen as high as possible, 
in order to get a better bless­
ing.
If the žegen has a lot of ivy 

with black berries, it was the 
pride of the carrier. As a girl, I 
spent many summer Sundays 
searching in the woods for 
such ivy, so that at Easter 
time, I would know where to 
find it.

Easter time always filled my 
heart with indescribable joy, a 
joy which has stayed deeply in 
my heart wherever I go, or 
whatever I do. But all these 
traditions are the very essence

of my being. Perhaps, this is 
why I have dedicated my life 
to the preservation of them, 
with sincerest love.

Some 25 years ago, I made 
two butaras in the Ribnica 
tradition for St. Vitus church, 
and they were the very first 
ones ever introduced at the 
Easter ceremonies there. They 
were carried by my sons, Leo 
and Marko, and blessed by 
Pastor/Monsignor Louis Baz­
nik.
Just a few years ago, in 1981 I 

also introduced Butara tradi­
tion at St. Mary’s church in 
Collinwood, organized by the 
Slovenian Folklore Institute. 
My son Leo conducted a

Horseradish!
Just a little 
adds a lot 
of zip to 
salads,
sauces, glazes ^
Horseradish, the "ugly f Jr
duckling" vegetable,
may look uninvit-
ing. but its fiery fla-
vor adds a welcome jpy
zip to many foods!
It is the root of a plant of the mustard 
family—long (about six to 12 inches) 
and t.ipered—with round knobby 
ends and scruffy brownish skin. But 
once you scrape, then shred or grate 
it. the silvery white strands make a 
handsome, refreshing accompani­
ment for many foods. Here, more 
about horseradish, and tasty ways to 
use it.
Fresh horseradish: Buy roots that are 
firm—not soft, spongy, with 
sprouts, or a greenish tinge. Refrig­
erate. covered in plastic wrap, and 
use within three weeks. Scrub and 
scrape, then grate or shred it—pref­
erably in a blender or food proces­
sor. because its pungent smell may 
cause tears.
Prepared horseradish is grated and 
preserved with vinegar: the red vari­
ety is colored with beet juice. Refrig­
erate opened jars and use within four 
months, since it loses potency. 
Dried, powdered horseradish—best 
for liquids, such as sauces and 
soups—can be found in the super­
market spice section. Keep tightly 
covered in a cool, dry place and use 
within a few months.
Try these suggestions with fresh or 
prepared horseradish—you will find 
a Hi lie can make a bi/’ difference! 
*Stir horseradish into applesauce or 
cranberry sauce its an accompani­
ment to pork. ham. or poultry.
*Mix tt few tcaspoonfuls into sour 
cream or yogurt and serve on beef, 
ham, pork, potatoes, vegetables. 
"Add even more "bite" to mus­
tard—for corned beef, frankfurters. 
*For instant seafood cocktail sauce, 
add a little to chili sauce—great on 
burgers, too!
‘Blend a small amount with potato, 
egg, or tuna salad.
*Orange marmalade or fruit pre­
serve becomes a quick glaze for 
roast pork, baked ham. or corned 
beef with a little horseradish.

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Danes bo 

zvezni senat glasoval za potrditev kongresni­
ka Richarda Cheneyja za obrambnega tajni­
ka ZDA. Včeraj je senatni odbor za obramb­
ne zadeve soglasno glasoval za Cheneyja in 
ga priporočal celotnemu senatu. Tudi v sena- 
tu pričakujejo, da ne bo nihče od senatorjev 
glasoval proti 48-letnemu Cheneyju. Včeraj 
je senatni odbor za zunanje zadeve prav tako 
soglasno glasoval za potrditev Lawrencea 
Eagleburgerja za namestnika državnega se­
kretarja. Tudi Eagleburgerja bo senat po 
vsej verjetnosti že danes potrdil.

Konservativni senator Jesse Helms je bil 
2elo kritičen do Eagleburgerja na včerajš­
njem zasliševanju. Helms je jezen do Eagle- 
bnrgerja, ker je Eagleburger najtesnejši so­
delavec Henryja Kissingerja, ki ga Helms in 
mnogi konservativci ne morejo trpeti.

APRILje, da Srbija na Kosovu še ni 

državno čisto propadla. Saj ta­
kratni, zdaj odkriti beneški in 
francoski viri govore o krščan­
ski zmagi. Vendar Srbija se ni 
več opomogla zaradi notranjih 
slabosti, drobljenja, dočim je 
Turčija prebolela kosovski 
»poraz«, Muratovo smrt.

Dr. Remec je dejal, da je 
bila Turčija v tistem času bolje 
urejena od Avstrije, in tako so 
jo Turki ogrožali pred Duna­
jem. In če sem malce slovan­
sko napihnjen, bo poudaril 
zgodovinsko dejstvo, da smo 
Slovani — Poljaki rešili nem­
ški Dunaj pred Turki. Dejstvo 
je tudi, da je Srbija čisto pred 
Turki šele leta 1459. Ne samo 
kosovska bitka, ampak po­
manjkanje močnega vladarja, 
kot je bil slučaj v močni fran­
kovski državi po smrti Karla 
Velikega in v malem pred Ko­
sovem v Makedoniji po smrti 
carja Dušana Silnega, je pov­
zročil težave. Potem je prišlo 
zmotno zgodovinsko bežanje 
Srbov pred Turki, naj večje 
šele leta 1690 pod vodstvom 
patriarha Arsenija III.

Tako so Srbi sami zapustili 
tudi svoje cerkveno središče 
Peč. Statistika pova, da seje v 
tem poznem času s Kosova iz­
selilo okoli 80.000 Srbov. V to 
praznino so s turško pomočjo 
naseljevali Albanci, ki so spre­
jeli islamsko vero. Leta 1915 
jih je bilo tam že 500.000. Da­
nes jih je že dva milijona, ker 
imajo visoko nataliteto.

Tu je zdaj tretje dejanje srb­
ske kosovske tragedije. Alban­
ci so postali večinsko prebival­
stvo srbsko zgodovinskega 
Kosova, ki je bilo v času carja 
Lazarja upravno in cerkveno 
središče srbske srednjeveške 
države.

In zdaj, če gremo malo v 
našo slovensko zgodovino, ali 
nismo Slovenci že veliko prej, 
nekako kar brez odpora, razen 
dveh poskusov, zgubili svojo 
sveto državno ozemlje — 
Koroško? Srbi pa doživljajo to 
travmo zdaj, v času, ko se naj 
na splošno uveljavlja načelo 
— človekovih pravic! Dejstvo 
je danes to, da na Kosovem 
danes živi skoraj dva milijona 
Albancev in da so Srbi manjši­
na, kot smo Slovenci na Koro­
škem. Tudi v tem imamo Slo­
venci neko skupno zgodovin­
sko usodo, pa naj potem nek­
do reče tudi kaj drugega.

Tudi zame je bil to srečen 
dan, ker z Burgarjevimi sem 
preživel precej lepega, ko so

bili še vsi v Ridgewoodu. Zdaj 
pa ni nobenega več. Skorajda 
samevam. Veliko se jih je pre­
selilo. Se več pa sem jih po­
spremil v štiridesetih letih na 
razna pokopališča.

Drugi nedelji je sledila tre­
tja, za katero smo vsi gotovi, 
da bo pri Sv. Cirilu lepo po 
udeležbi, pa še kaj izrednega 
povrh potem v dvorani.

Many Families Help Promote 
Activities of Lorain Slovene Hall
So many families have been 

and still are involved in sus­
taining and promoting the 
Lorain Slovenian Home that it 
would be difficult to single out 
any one family, or two, or 
three for special attention.

From the very beginning, 
back in 1917, the drive to 
establish the Home, sell shares 
and raise funds to erect a 
building, has always been a 
family effort. Until World 
War II, the Lorain Home and 
the Church were the social 
centers of the Slovenian fami­
lies. Dances, concerts, plays, 
dinners, card parties, break­
fasts, lodge affairs, school af­
fairs, social, political and dra­
matic clubs, the Slovenian 
Library, singing groups, all in­
volving families, were held at 
the Home.

With the dispersal of Slove­
nians to other areas of the city, 
state and country — we have 
shareholders scattered 
throughout the United States 
— it is difficult to maintain the 
Lorain Home. Many of our 
young people have other in­
terests. We are pleased that we 
have some third and fourth 
generation Slovenians in­
volved. We have three genera­
tions working in our fish fry 
crew. Our board of directors 
has several third generation

members. Children and grand­
children of our shareholders 
are members of our Slovenian 
Folk Dancers. The Lorain Slo­
venian Button Accordionists 
and the Erie Shores Button 
Box Club also have second 
and third generation members.

Because of the changing 
neighborhoods surrounding 
the Home, most of our social 
members are of other nationa­
lities and our social affairs 
draw from these also.

In an attempt to involve 
more active people in the 
Home, we have asked our in­
active and out-of-town stock­
holders to donate or sell their 
shares back to the Home. In 
turn, we have limited purchase 
of shares to two per family in 
order to involve more people. 
We are hoping for more dona­
tions of shares.

The second generation 
group is aging and it is diffi­
cult to foresee who will take 
over the reins in the years to 
come.

Almost a year ago, we asked 
our shareholders for dona­
tions and some special fund­
raisers, we raised approxi­
mately $12,000. The building 
foundation had to be sealed 
from the outside. Two walls 
have been completed; new 
sidewalks put in; storm win- .

dows installed; some windows 
are being replaced. And still 
the repair and renovation 
work goes on.

The spearhead for all this 
work is Stanley Mramor, who 
is chairman of the House 
Committee for the Home. He 
has never charged a cent for all 
his hours of work. It’s a labor 
of love for him. He has able 
helpers who assist him.

Our bar managers do much 
to involve all our members. 
They sponsor three dart 
teams, two bowling teams, 
two golf teams, 66 tourna­
ment, buses to football and 
basketball games, a pool tour­
nament, a weekly Dog and 
Suds Night, and special din­
ners.

Our weekly fish fries are 
bringing in more customers 
every week. And our steak 
dinner dances always draw a 
crowd. Our jam session 
crowds fluctuate, but we hope 
to do better this year.

Of the 299 original share­
holders, only 15 survive today; 
most of them live in or near 
Lorain. They are up in years, , 
however, and cannot be active 
any longer. They gave the 
Home their all in their day. 
Now their sons and daughters 
are carrying on.

In 1978, Joanne Cifranic be­

came Auxiliary president. 
Zena Sesek and Janet Lachow- 
ski took office as recording 
secretary and financial secre­
tary, respectively. Eventually, 
in 1977, the women decided to 
begin making poticas, though 
in a small way, as the facilities 
to do this were in effect non­
existent. They had to grind the 
walnuts using an old hand 
crank mill and did their pre­
paring and baking at the Slo­
venian National Home on St. 
Clair Avenue.

Finally, enough funds had 
been generated to buy needed 
kitchen equipment for the 
West Park Home. Stella and 
Pauline continued their fish 
and goulash dinners side by 
side. Every Easter and Christ­
mas potica baking became and 
remains a tradition. Over 90 
poticas are always pre-sold.

For a while, when ambitions 
were greater and before arthri­
tis affected limbs, krofe (raised 
doughnuts) were made for spe­
cial occasions.

In the spring of 1975, before 
her untimely death, Josephine 
Zakrajšek of the Progressive 
Slovene Women of America, 
and then Jean Križman, came 
to demonstrate baking bread, 
strudel and poticas. There 
were three such sessions. Anna 
Kosak taught the art of noodle 
dough and cutting. The classes 
were well attended and much 
appreciated by those present.

As a result of the Auxiliary 
fundraising efforts, the floors 
in the dining room and kitchen 
were re-covered, a dough mix-

er and many utensils and 
cooking pots were purchased, 
and an extensive renovation of 
the kitchen was achieved. The 
Auxiliary, by means of its 
rummage sales, baking, 
dances and other events has 
assisted the West Park Home 
with meeting mortgage pay­
ments, paying taxes, helping 
cover the cost of general re­
pairs to the Home and parking 
lot, as these needs arose.

Throughout these years, 
three men, husbands who had 
retired, were very helpful to 
the Ladies Auxiliary, as they 
did the heavier work, lifting, 
carrying and hauling. Two of 
them, John Žnidaršič and 
George Meyers, are now de­
ceased. Joe Peresutti is the last 
of the male hands and much 
appreciated.

Theresa Krisby and Joanne 
Cifranic have been officers for 
many years and continue to 
serve. Other members, not so 
far mentioned, are Donna Oil­
man, Albina (Bea) Zakrajšek, 
Rose Žnidaršič, Molly Sanker, 
Marge Peresutti, Rose Kosko, 
Edith Garsteck, Ella Sama- 
nich, Bea Capek, Anne Zaletel 
and Theresa Stefanik. Inactive 
for some time now are Leona 
Blatnik, who is ill, and Marge 
Meyers and Rose Slapnik, re­
siding in Florida.

place, a Home for our 
emigrated Slovenian parents. 
Our parents wanted a central 
location, a building of shelter 
from the cold, and a place 
lodge members could gather 
under one roof.

In 1919 several men pooled 
their efforts to assemble a 
small wooden structure on a 
back lot on the corner of W. 
130th St. at McGowan 
Avenue. In 1920 their first 
president was Peter Perusek, a 
carpenter builder.

We honor those men and 
women and their families now, 
at a time when we as second 
generation offspring continue 
their dream.

Those long ago families in­
volved and active were the An­
ton Hostas, Tom Barberies, 
Peruseks and L. Sinkovics, 
and most especially Cecelia 
Brodnik herself.

Not to be forgotten are the 
merchants of the day who gave 
and donated their goods, 
namely grocers Santa, Kuhar 
Stoyanoff, Kovacic, Katie 
Recreation, Brodnik gas sta­
tion (and Jursek), Caroline,

This year we are planning to 
celebrate our 50th anniversary. 
It was as a result of the efforts 
of Mr. Paul Oblack, Sr., that 
back in 1930 a meeting was 
called for representatives of all 
Slovene fraternal lodges on the 
West Side of Cleveland to at­
tend. This was the beginning.

A second meeting was held

from 1938 thru 1942 with
Branch 21.

Cecelia Brodnik was a civic- 
minded woman of vision. She 
was a Democrat whose in­
fluence made a difference in 
Politics. Another civic-action 
citizen, John Mismas, was a 
long term Financial Secretary 
°n the Board and was with 
AMLA Lodge 35.

Mrs. Brodnik with her hus­
band, Steve, and daughter, Lil 
and their sons Steve, Ed and 
Leonard made up the family. 
Mr. B. operated the local gas 
station for many years, a land­
mark, while his wife actively 
Participated in the community 
lodges, SNPJ, Progressive 
Slovenian Women and the 
Club of Slovenian W. Union. 
Being a good Christian,

Matt Poturica managed the 
small Home in 1936 and more 
years very well. In 1945 Jacob 
Vidmar was custodian 
manager with his wife, Anna. 
In three years they operated so 
efficiently with the dinners, 
they showed a profit of 
$40,000 which went toward 
the new building. In 1938 
when John Mismas was presi­
dent, shares were being sold as 
a building fund raiser.

Checking into the records 1 
found lodges paid a percent of 
the profit from social events, 
as one (recording secretary) 
earned $40.00 per year in 
1935. Coal was delivered by 
their own men. Members who 
solicited ads earned 15%. Bar 
managers were paid a commis­
sion. Mrs. Tomazic washed 
the linens used at dinners and 
fish frys. Frances Blatnik 
assisted in the kitchen with

In the midst of the greatest

economic depression the 
United States has yet ex­
perienced, the new group set 
out to raise the funds needed 
to achieve the goal of creating 
a new Slovenian National 
Home on the West Side of 
Cleveland.

In April, 1932, a Charter

The Federation of Slovenian

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9 At 92, Frances Legat Enjoys Legacy of Dedication

Although Frances Legat will 
be celebrating her 92nd birth­
day this coming September, 
her energy and enthusiasm for 
life make her appear half her 
age. A cracked vertebra in her 
back (as a result of taking care 
of her husband) and a broken 
hip ten months ago have not 
stopped this spry “young” 
woman from bouncing back 
and attending concerts, meet­
ings and fraternal affairs 
whenever she is able.

Frances was born on Sep­
tember 26, 1897 in the village 
of Ostrožno Brdo, not far 
from Postojna, Slovenia. The 
nearby postal office was in the 
village of Kpsana. She arrived 
in America on February 22, 
1913, when she was fifteen 
years old. She settled in the St. 
Clair area on East 61 Street, 
by her cousin Jennie Drobnick 
and became involved in frater­
nal activities soon after she ar­
rived.

Frances married Anton Pir­
nat on October 31, 1916 and 
has one daughter, Florence; 
however, she was widowed by 
the time she was 24 years old, 
when Florence was only five 
years old.

She remarried, this time to 
Tom Legat, on September 20, 
1924. They had a happy mar­

riage for 63 years, until his 
death on February 7, 1986. 
Her daughter has two children, 
John and Linda. John is a Na­
tional Accounts Manager for 
Northern Telecom and has one 
son and two daughters. Linda 
is a Doctor of Psychology and 
has a son and five daughters, 
giving Frances a grand total of 
nine grandchildren. She is 
justly proud of all of them.

Frances worked at Atlas 
Bolt, then at Richman 
Brothers, for 17 years, before 
she went to work in the meat 
market her husband and she 
owned. She worked there for 
ten years. Frances and Tom at­
tended many cultural and fra­
ternal programs, especially 
since they both enjoyed dan­
cing tremendously.

In Slovenian circles, Frances 
is best remembered for her in­
volvement with Slovenske So- 
kolice, SNPJ 442, where she 
held every office from ser­
geant-at-arms to president. 
She was president from 1940 
until the lodge merged with 
SNPJ Lodge 147 Vodnikov 
Venec in 1982. During her 
tenure, she increased lodge 
membership from 48 to 125 
and was the recipient of many 
awards from the SNPJ as be­
ing one of the leading cam­

paigners in many contests. She 
was also a frequent scribe to 
the Slovene section of the Pro­
sveta newspaper.

In its heyday, Slovenske 
Sokolice lodge members were 
front-runners in innovative 
ideas for helping to raise 
funds, whether it was for the 
purchase of land for the SNPJ 
Farm on Heath Road or the 
purchase of land and the 
building of the Slovene Home 
for the Aged on Neff Road. 
Frances, together with her 
friend Cecilia Subel, collected 
over $3,000.00, going from 
house to house to solicit funds 
to help this project get off the 
ground.

As early as 1916, when the 
Slovenian Home Committee 
was renting the picnic grounds 
of the Slovenska Čitalnica (at 
that time on E. 61 St. and 
Glass Ave.) in order to raise 
money to build a Slovenian 
Home (now the Slovenian Na­
tional Home on St. Clair 
Avenue), Frances helped by 
preparing and selling tickets 
for fund raisers and drawings.

Frances is also active with 
the Progressive Slovene Wo­
men of America Circle 2, on 
St. Clair Avenue. Having join­
ed in 1938, she was vice presi­
dent from the very first meet­

ing Until 1972, at which time 
she received a commendation 
making her a lifetime honor­
ary vice president of the Cir­
cle. While actively involved, 
she was a top seller of tickets, 
whether admission tickets to 
the Circle’s annual bazaars or 
their many drawings. Here too 
Frances was succesful in ob­
taining new members. She was 
responsible for the enrollment 
of at least 20 women into the 
Circle.

She continually promoted 
the propagation of the Slovene 
language and was among those 
responsible for founding Cir­
cle 2 of the SNPJ (the Slovene 
Junior Chorus), which cele­
brated its 50th anniversary last 
November.

Frances was ahead of her 
time in that she was driving a 
car (since 1924) long before 
most women, or their hus­
bands, even considered it as an 
option or a necessity. One 
might say Frances practiced 
“women’s lib” long before it 
became the fashionable thing 
to do. Because she could drive, 
she would pick up Mrs. 
Josephine Tratnik and to­
gether they drove house to 
house soliciting potential 
members.

Her association with SNPJ

FRANCES LEGAT
Circle 2 was while the Circle 
had its headquarters at the 
Slovenian National Home on 
St. Clair Avenue and was 
under the direction of Anton 
Schubel. Frances was a tre­
mendous asset, especially 
helping with the handicrafts 
that the Circle members ex­
celled in making and display­
ing at the numerous SNPJ Na­
tional Days handicraft exhi­
bits.

Although her work among 
the Slovenes is highly recog­
nized, Frances had time to ex­
pand her horizons to include 
working unselfishly for the

Our Slovenian national 
homes have been among the 
pillars of our community in an 
organizational sense. Each of 
the Slovene settlements in the 
Greater Cleveland area estab­
lished its own home and sup­
ported it over the long years 
and decades. That these na­
tional homes still serve a vital 
purpose in our community is 
shown by their resilience in the 
face of constant economic 
pressures, changing communi­
ties and, not least, by the ef- 

. forts of some to downplay 
their significance or complain 
about lack of “security”, lack 
of adequate “parking”, and 
“outdated” or “run-down” 
facilities. There is always a 
tendency to go after the bird in 
the bush or the pie in the sky 
and take for granted what al­
ready exists. The result gene­
rally is to lose both. As in the 
case of Slovene language 
newspapers and Slovenian na­
tional parishes, so too with 
our Slovenian national homes. 
Once they are gone there is lit­
tle chance they’ll ever appear 
again. We would be better off 
building on what we have and 
preserving what can be pre­
served as long as we can.

Once strangers, now friends, 
these once immigrant people 
have bonded themselves to a 
small memory of their 
homeland - dearly missed.

But, this Home has given 
them a purpose to work for 
and hold the fraternal and 
cultural heritage so loved by 
all. These outstanding at- 

, tributes have given the city of 
Euclid peoples of Slovenian 
origin, who have strengthened 
this growing community with 
leaders in city government, 
business, churches, and 
neighbors, who are reliable 
friends, caring, ready to help 
at the time of need. Pages are 
written of accounts about 
them and pages are still blank 
waiting to be filled by Slove­
nian Home members at dif­
ferent times.

This writer will not attempt 
to document at this time a con­
tinued history, but will give his 
impressions of families who 
have impressed him and have 
shared his ideas and actions to 
assist with others like himself 
the place called Slovenian 
Society Home on Recher 
Avenue and Ljubljana Drive.

These families of Slovenian 
Society Home are ideally com­
pared to the yearly growth and 
cycle of a tree. Inch by inch, 
branching out, new growth 
budding every spring, matur­
ing in summer, coming to the 
Pinnacle of beauty in fall, and 
the barren, empty cycle only to 
show the basic structure of 
i'fe, which will begin again.

Hands 
clasped behind his back as he 
makes his way to the other side 
of the court to throw his only 
ball to make a point.

Yes, that’s John Mršnik play­
ing his favorite game at his 
favorite Slovenian Home. 
Always ready to come running 
to the assistance of John 
Troha, House Chairman, or 
helping park cars.

Wife, Albina, is made of the 
same fabric; always ready to 
pitch in with auxiliary 
members for fish fries, bake 
sales, parties. Albina’s famous 
roast beef and krofe always 
make the events worthwhile.

Later, their youngest, 
Rosemary, picks up the spirit 
and now goes from one activi­
ty to another, serving for 
whatever cause there may be.

His wife, Monica, a bubbly 
individual, always had some 
very educated subject matters 
to discuss. She reads a great 
deal. Yes John was very cons­
cientious and a good director 
until the end. God bless him. 
His memory will guide me 
always.

— Remember the Adams 
family on TV? Our Slovenian 
Home has its Adams family, 
but they are the complete op­
posite of the TV entertainers. 
A beautiful example of Slove­
nian class, John and Ann are 
active in all fraternal and club 
activities with mama Cebul, 
always with a pleasant smile 
and a helping hand.

An Early History of Slovenski Narodni DomC4_________________________

By the early decades of the 
1800’s, resourceful men 
sought the Bedford gorge, built 
several mills along the creek. 
and used that power to grind 
the wheat from the fields in 
Bedford and surrounding areas 
including Northfield and 
Twinsburg. German Lutheran 
farmers dominated the western 
portion of the Township; the 
Millers and Freunds were found 
in the NW section which later 
became the Slovenian enclave.

By the turn of the 19th cen­
tury, the ABC line brought many 
people from the fast growing 
industrialized areas of the SE 
part of Cleveland to the Bedford 
area. The Poles were attracted 
to the Fleet Avenue area by 
agents of the steel mills. They 
displaced many resentful Irish 
by accepting work at lesser 
pay. The Slovenes in the 
1890’s and early 1900’s also 
came to the Newburgh area
and settled in the former 
houses of some of the Irish who 
moved on to the present Holy 
Name area.

These Slovenes immedi­
ately built their own church and 
organized St. Lawrence parish 
in the Aetna, Union and 81st 
area. These same people built 
a national home, a unique so­
cial polestar combining the 
conviviality of an English pub 
and the intimacy of a German 
dancing hall.

Before the beginning of 
WWI a number of Slovenes fol­
lowed the ABC line to the 
Greenhurst allotment in 
Bedford Township, recently 
opened by developers of the 
Miller farm. They sought more 
room and cleaner air in contrast 
to the air spoiled by pollutants 
emanating from the powerful 
blast furnaces of Republic and 
American Steel. Along Miller 
Avenue came Martin Potisek, 
John Fortuna (Poputnik), and 
Ignac Baznik, the saloon entre- 
preneurwho was besieged with 
the scourge of TB, an especial 
Slovene proclivity. Along 
Stanley Avenue came Louis 
Lipoglašek, Joseph Boh, and 
Frank Stavec. They referred to 
their new home as Bedford and

indeed it was, Maple Heights 
not being formed until 1915.

The Greenhurst allotment 
attracted many Slovenes in the 
1920’s. Almost all had 
Newburgh and St. Lawrence 
connections. Greenhurst Dr. 
charmed Ludwig Vrček, his 
brother Michael Vrček, Mike 
Femec, and Fred Filips. On 
Raymond Street it was the 
Prosen family.

On MillerAvenue the follow­
ing families settled: Ignac
Baznik, Luka Gorup, John 
Breznikar, Frank Perko, Andrej 
Rezin, Ignac Novak, Jos. 
Pečjak, Martin Potisek, John 
Fojluna (Poputnik), Anton Pe­
rused vFrank Jelušic, Frank 
Kovačič, Frank Škufca, Mike 
Plut, Jos. Boh, who moved from 
Stanley Avenue, Louis Simon­
čič, Louis Prhne, and John 
Fortuna who married the widow 
Ana Baznik.

On Stanley Avenue, the fol­
lowing families built their 
homes: Frank Stavec, Alojze 
Kastelic, Geo. Craider (Ger- 
man-Croation family and part of 
the Slovenian community since 
they spoke Slovenian), Jos. 
Legan, Louis Lipoglavšek, 
John Cesnik, John Kern, Frank 
Legan, Jacob Jemec, Johan 
Hrovat, Andrej Hočevar, Vin­
cent Zimšek, Frank Volkar, the 
Zabukovic family,v vRudy 
Franetič, Louis Zupančič, Gre­
gor Hribar, Martin Martinček, 
Domen Pečnik, Jos. Zakra- 
ješek, Anton Gorenc, Mike 
Hrovat and his brother Vincent 
Hrovat, Rudy Pole, Jos. Link 
and Frank Vrček on Broadway 
and Jos. Ponikvar.

A line of elm trees running 
north and south served as a 
boundary between the Miller 
and Freund farms. In the 
Freund area on Raymond St. 
were the Hočevars, both 
named Charles and each mar­
ried to a wife name Mary. Frank 
Gorše lived across the street 
and Anton Steržaj on Charles 
Street. John Glivar lived on 
McCracken, the Glavič family 
on Erwin Street and the Louis 
Fink family built on Stanley.

Slovenian youngsters at­
tended St. Wenceslaus and the 
public schools. Before the first 
Maple Heights graduating 
class of 1925, students at­
tended high school in Bedford 
and temporary classes were 
held in Liberty Hall across the 
bridge in the Grove area, 
Herbkersman’s store on Broad­
way near Ponikvar’s and the 
Village Hall built from gambling 
proceeds of the Golden Oval 
racetrack on Rockside Road.

Beginning of the 
National Home

Written records are not exis­
tence that could verify the pro­
ceedings of Ihe first meeting of 
men who were interested in 
organizing and subsequently 
building a national home. The 
Slovenian community in Maple 
Heights was and is an 
extension of the Newburgh 
community. Slovenes in Maple 
Heights continued to partici - 
pate at mass at St. Lawrence, 
baptisms, confirmations, wed­
dings and funerals were all 
conducted in the Slovenian 
parish church. Social events

such as veselice (neighbor­
hood festivals) were held in the 
Newburgh national home.

With nearly (60) families in 
Maple Heights, the Slovenes 
thought of organizing both a 
parish and a national home. 
Realism vetoed the idea of a 
church but the creation of a 
Dorn gained strength after the 
first meeting in John 
Breznikar’s house on 17 Janu­
ary, 1926 when 35 <t was col­
lected to begin the building 
fund. From statements re­
corded in later minutes we 
know that Anton Pelko was the 
first president and Frank Legan 
the secretary.

Very sketchy minutes are in 
existence beginning 21 April, 
1928. These minutes record 
social activities such as 
veselices held in Newburgh, 
picnics at Maple Gardens on 
Raymond Street and at Anton 
Gorisek's prostora in Nord Ran- 
dol. Raffles were popular. One 
was held for the purchase of a 
clock, another for carpeting 
which implies that the meetings 
were held in a shareholder's 
house. Some meetings were 
held in the store v part of 
Meznar’s house (Sturman), 
Johan Hrovat. Shares for the 
new corporation began building 
up a treasury. In May, $33.50 
was collected and the charter 
obtained from the State of Ohio.

The Board of Directors in 
1928 included Anton Gorenc,
Ludwig Vrček, Mike Femec, 
Ignac Novak,^Frank Volkar Q£ 
Frank Kovačič. The recording 
secretary was Frank Vrček and 
the president Vincent Zimšek. 
The other board members are 
not listed. Temporary secretar­
ies served as zaoisnikars such
as Gorenc and Volkar, Alojze 
Kastelic showed his Croatian
influence when he wrote the 
preposition and as i rather than 
in.

Martin Potisek carved a 
wooden frame which later en­
closed the pictures of Ivan Zor­
man, Ivan Cankar, President 
Roosevelt and the Slovene 
ensign. He was paid $2.00 for 
his artistic efforts.

In July 1928, the pravilo 
(rules) were passed recording 
the spirit of the democratically 
inclined Slovenes. The first 
paragraph clearly states that 
the Board will be neutral in poli­
tics and religion. Such a pre­
cautionary resolution seemed 
unnecessary since allthe direc­
tors professed Catholicism and 
were registered Democrats. 
But the anti-clericalism of the 
European Slovenes carried 
over to America, especially 
those from the socialist hot-bed 
near the Italian border. Al­
though Democrats, many 
leaned heavily towards the 
socialism of Eugene Debs and 
became much enamored of 
Louis Adamič in later years 
when an open cleavage was 
seen in Yugoslavia between 
the new order Partizani and the 
clerical Domobranci.

Meetings were now held in 
Corse's house, 15901 Ray­
mond Street. The order of

business included reports from 
the audit committee plus build­
ing and finance and reports and 
admonitions from the various 
lodges.

In December 1928, zap­
isnikar Frank Volkar wrote that 
a shareholder’s meeting would 
be held next month and that a 
small lunch (malo lončal would 
be served free of charge but the 
special ham sandwiches would 
sell for 150.

Market Crash of 1929 
In the years after the col­

lapse of the stock market on 
Wall Street veselices and 
raffles continued to be the pri­
mary activities of the Board. It 
promoted a social conscious­
ness which in turn gave vent to 
the Slovene tradition of neigh­
borhood entertainment.

Two lots were purchased on 
Stanley Avenue between the 
Lipoglavšek and Stueve house 
and the men began clearing 
them of brush to build a dance

platform enclosed by cut 
branches. The abandoned 
outhouse lying on its side was 
uprighted and although not 
normally used as originally in­
tended, it presented a more 
respectable picture.

The vinska trgatev was held 
in October of each year to cele­
brate the harvest of grapes and 
an arbor erected with luscious 
bunches of Catawba and Con­
cord grapes hanging just be­
yond reach of the covetous 
hands of the youngsters who 
jumped to snatch a handful of 
the Bacchus gift when they 
thought nobody was watching.

John Breznikar was the self 
appointed judge since he had a 
discarded cap of a trolley con­
ductor which gave him an aura 
of authority. Those who were 
caught “stealing" grapes or 
chickens or klobase hanging in 
the arbor and refused or 
feigned refusal to pay a fine 
were promptly jailed in the out­
house and kept there until a 
change of heart was perceived. 
The jailer, Anton Gorenc, per­
mitted the offender to rejoin the 
festivities amid the laughter and 
friendly taunts of the revelers 
who applauded the offender’s 
courage and willingness to suf­
fer such an embarrassment.

Kres was a celebration of St. 
John’s Day. In the summer 
months a big pile of branches 
and small trees from the woods 
was made in the center of the 
lots and that evening after work 
men gathered at the door of the 
men with the Christian name ol 
John, serenaded him to the

accompaniment of Louis 
Kastelic’s button box accor­
dion, Andrej Rezin’s wash­
board, and John Kern's drum­
ming on the kitchen kettle. The 
celebrants went to several 
houses since there were sev­
eral Slovenes named for St. 
John and they all gathered be­
fore the kres where the women 
had prepared klobase vinarce. 
and strudel and someone rolled 
in the full barrel of cviček, the 
tasty red wine of Dolenjsko 
vintage. The blaze attracted all 
the neighbors who joined in 
toasting the party-boy. It also 
attracted the lone policeman 
who often celebrated with the 
dancers into the small hours of 
the night. It was not unusual to 
find, the next morning, several 
men sleeping in makeshift hay 
mounds, having been unable to 
walk home the previous eve­
ning because of the heady ef­
fects of the wine. Some people 
still remember the game of 
koza which was played that 
evening. It involved throwing a 
heavy stick against a tripod of a 
cut tree.

The stock market crash 
presaged the oncoming eco­
nomic depression but the Slo­
venes continued their activities. 
Because Frank Gorše was 
moving back to Minnesota and 
Louis Kastelic built a new 
house with a very 
accommodating Jsiei (base­
ment), the meetings and 
veselices were held in his 
house. There were usually (2) 
veselices each year and the 
one scheduled for 31 January, 
1931 had the following assign-

musical talents of F. Novak or J. 
Sulen).

This veselica proved to be 
very successful. At the next 
meeting, Jos. Legan moved for 
another veselica for 28 March.

In the meantime the 
abstracts for the purchase of 
the lots had been made and 
signed by Ludwig Vrček, Frank 
Perko, and Frank Gorše.

Two (2) vrtni veselice (gar­
den parties) were planned 
each year, the one in the Spring 
at Maple Gardens and the fall 
veselica at Gorišek’s. Raffle 
tickets for live hens were sold at 
the door of St. Lawrence 
Church and these were often 
times sold by Louis Lipo- 
glavšek. Prices dropped 
quickly because of the depres­
sion. A quart of wine went from 
75c to 25C and the dance 
charge from 25c per person to 
15C.

For more accurate financial 
record keeping, Martin Martin- 
sek moved to keep veselice 
accounts and the sales of 
shares separate. Moneys were 
placed in the Maple Heights 
Bank, the North American 
(Slovenian) Bank, and the 
Cleveland Trust. Accounts in 
Maple Heights and North 
American were frozen and the 
Board unable to withdraw some 
of their funds. The Cleveland

Trust Company remained sol­
vent. This did not escape the 
attention of the frugal Slovenes 
who developed the habit of 
saving 25% of their income.

The number of activities 
increased and more wine was 
ordered each year. In Septem­
ber of each year, Frank Legan 
orderedv(2) barrels of mošt from 
Jos. Košak and (2) from the fruit 
and poultry peddler Rudy No­
vak, both in Newburgh. Collec­
tions for payments on shares 
were curtailed, waiting for bet­
ter economic times.

Plans for a Building
During the annual 

shareholder’s meeting ^f 24 
January, 1932, Andrej Žagar 
moved for the building commit­
tee to ready plans for the con­
struction of a Dorn. New direc­
tors included Mike Plut, Andrej 
Hočevar, Jacob Jemec, and 
Ana Fortuna who promptly 
moved to have kitchen facilities 
planned for the building and 
pots and pans purchased for 
the newly organized cooking 
club. This club began with (14) 
members and established a 
cuisinary reputation excelling in 
the preparation of fried chicken 
and roast beef.

A pall of deep sorrow befell 
the community when Louis 
Lipoglavšek died in early 1932. 
A garland of flowers was sent to 
his home where his body was 
resting in the front room and 
where the family received the 
sympathies of friends who rec­
ognized his devotion and la­
bors in keeping the traditions of 
the peasant Slovene. His place 
could not be filled. His early 
death left a deep void in the 
neighborhood.

Renewed interest in Building
The annual meeting of 1935 

voted in new members Fred 
Filips, Jos. Lekan, Frank Perko, 
Karel Hočevar, and John Cvet. 
Zimšek remained president 
and Anton Perušek became 
recording secretary. The min- 
utesv recorded by Mssrs. Si­
mončič and Perusek are com­
plete and stylishly penned in 
contrast to the minutes of ear­
lier years. They displayed 
techniques of bright and open 
minds.

For several years the (3) 
men on the building committee 
studied plans and examined 
other national homes for de­
signs to be adopted by Maple 
Heights. Their drawings were 
presented to the Board but 
each time the cost was deemed 
prohibitive. Frank Jelusic’s 
house on Miller Avenue be­
came available for $4,600.00 
plus the (2) lots. A school build­
ing was being dismantled and 
the lumber offered for sale.

special shareholder's meeting 
was called and the only lodges 
favoring Mr. Oldencamp’s offer 
were sv. družina (John For­
tuna) and dr. Mir (Mr. Meljac). It 
was finally agreed at this meet­
ing to make plans for a Pom 
with a price tag of $4,500.00

No plans were forthcoming. 
At the annual meeting of 1936 a 
motion was made to buy the 
Jelusic house for$4,000.00 but 
the motion was defeated. 
Asked by the president how 
many people were prepared to 
co-sign for a loan in order to 
build a Dorn, only (4) people 
raised v their hands. Martin 
Martinček recommended the
idea of building be held in 
abeyance for a year. At this 
meeting, .Albert Vrček and 
Frank Košak were elected to 
the Board. Fred Filips was 
elected secretary.

Reports were made at the 
1937 annual meeting that the 
Broadway block was again 
available. The price was given 
as $7,000.00 plus back taxes of 
$4,000.00 were due. Share­
holders voted 37-0 in favor of 
offering the owners $6,500.00. 
There were (9) absentees. 
The Board learned laterthat the 
block was sold for $7,700.00. 
At this meeting the following 
people were elected to the 
Board. It remains a significant 
list because they became the 
builders of the Home and the 
photo is included in this article.

In June Mr. Oldencamp 
came to the Board and pre­
sented plans for a 24' x 60' 
wooden building at a cost of 
$5,766.00. The plans were 
accepted and Anton Perušek 
began talks with SDZ to secure 
the necessary loan. Excite­
ment increased. On 10 July, 
Mr. Oldencamp attended a 
special meeting of the Board 
with plans for a 24' x 60’ build­
ing, full basement of block con­
taining a bar room, kitchen fa­
cilities, (2) toilets, a boiler room 
for a steam fu rnace and storage 
room for coal. The wooden 
upper part would consist of one 
large dvorana (hall) and a 
check room. With the installa­
tion of window screens, the cost 
reached $6,500.00. The con­
tract was signed by Vincent 
Zimšek, Fred Filips who came 
from his barbershop, and 
Jacob Jemec who came from 
his butcher shop store. 
The signing was witnessed by 
Anton Perusek and Louis 
Kastelic. Discussion followed 
the signing as to which side the 
Pom should be built. A very 
close vote determined the right 
side by Stueve’s house. The 
final sight was selected by the 
women in the neighborhood 
who discussed the actual con­
struction amongst themselves. 
It was decided to excavate 25' 
from the north side and 20’ from 
the sidewalk. The work began 
immediately, hallelujah in hvala 
Bogu.

Actual Construction 
The Board members got 

down to serious construction 
business. They decided to 
place the joists on 12" centers

ratherthan 16" as per the plans. 
They knew the foot stomping 
Slovene polkas required a 
stronger dancing platform than 
the plans offered by Mr. Olden­
camp.

While the construction was 
proceeding at a rapid pace and 
Breznikar retrieved some of 
the lumber taken by the boys in 
the neighborhood to build the 
best-ever camp in Stavec’s 
woods, plans were underway 
for a grand opening. Program 
books with whole page adver­
tising at $10.00 and congratula­
tory statements at 500 were 
being designed under the care­
ful eye of Martin Martinček. The 
directors assigned themselves 
to scour the entire county for 
ads to fill the program but in 
reality were acting as public 
relations men touting the 
achievements of the Maple 
Heights Slovenestotheirfellow 
rojaki. The vogel kamen (cor­
ner stone) was ordered and 
invitations sent to choral 
groups including Zvon, Slov­
enija, and Cvet. Orders were 
given to purchase (1,000) 
badges to sell for 100 each. To 
officially open the front en­
trance to the new Pom the 
Board decided the honor 
should go to the woman or 
young lady who sold the most 
ads. Mrs. Mary Hrovat (Stur- 
manca) achieved that honor.

Festivities were planned for 
1:30 p.m. on 3 October, 1937 
with a parade of automobiles at 
the corner of Raymond and 
Stanley and proceeding to Lee, 
Libby, Broadway, Greenhurst, 
Raymond, Miller, Broadway, 
and up Stanley to the Slovenski

Narodni Dorn. The marching^ 
band from St. Lawrence was to* 
lead the parade of proud Slo-š 
veneš and the L. Sadarorches-3 
tra engaged for the evening 
dance.

The first dance on the brand 
new floor would be performed 
by the person who offered the 
largest monetary bid. The head 
speaker was Judge Frank J. 
Lausche, the boter (Godfather) 
Dr. Anthony Perko. Mayor 
Pekarek, auditor Gerald 
Mansell and councilman Tho­
mas Murray were invited to 
represent the city of Maple 
Heights. Fr. Oman was invited 
to lend a credence of spirituality 
to this auspicious occasion. 
Speaking also were Mssrs. 
Zulič, Ferfolia, and Jos. Lekan, 
president of the SND in 
Newburgh. Ivan Zorman was to 
play the piano on the klavir 
bought from John Glivar for 
$5.00.

Two (2) young ladies, Vida 
Perusek and Agnes Vrček, 
were chosen to receive guests - 
at the front entrance. The 
Board, sensing the historic na­
ture of the event, decided to 
have a photograph taken at the 
Beros studio on St. Clair. The 
picture is included with this ar­
ticle. Martin Martinček pre­
pared the^ program and asked 
Albert Vrček to find a loud­
speaker for the benefit of those 
unable to enter the expected 
crowded hall. Jos. Legan se­
cured the parking area and 
announcements made on (2) 
radio programs plus both Slov­
enian v newspapers, the 
Ameriška Domovina and

Enakopravnost. Two (2) flags 
were purchased, one “Ameri­
can” and the other a Slovenian 
zastava made by the local tailor 
Frank Vrček.

Board members now as­
sumed roles of businessmen. 
Applications for rental use were 
being quickly received. Regu­
lations needed to be stipulated. 
Weddings rented for $25.00, 
including kitchen facilities, 
catechism classes were $2.00 
for each child per year. The 
children were not to be permit­
ted until the presence of the 
priest. Mike Plut was hired as 
bartender manager at $25.00 
per week and was also respon­
sible for the operation of the 
boiler room.

Fred Filips was finally able to 
secure the liquor license with 
the help of the mayor. He paid 
$200.00 for the certificate al­
lowing the sale of alcohol and 
was later reimbursed by the 
Board.

Final preparations were 
made at the 26 September 
meeting. The souvenir booklet 
printed by Enakopravnost and 
(500) program sheets printed 
by Ameriška Domovina were 
accepted. Johan Hrovat made 
flower and palm arrangements 
and the opening key was made 
the responsibility of Albert 
Vrček. Fifty chairs were bor­
rowed from Louis Ferfolia and 
orders made for (23) half bar­

rels of beer with (3) coil systems 
to pour the beer; (75) cases of 
pop and (4) barrels of wine were 
stored in the basement as re­
serves. Rudy Franetič was
asked to paint the šenda and 
$2.00 sent to the Stueve's for 
use of their water during con­
struction.

The weather cooperated for 
the grand opening. Even if it 
had rained, it would have been 
a bright, sunny day. The open­
ing day festivities make for 
another story to be told by an 
obliging participant.

The history of Bedford 
Township could now record in 
its annals the surveying party of 
Moses Cleaveland and Seth 
Pease in 1796, the organiza­
tion of Bedford in 1837, the role 
of its citizens during the war 
years of 1861-1865, the laying 
of the electric car line, the ABC, 
in 1896, the first Slovenes to 
settle in 1911, and the building 
of the Slovenski Narodni Dom 
in 1937. The Slovenes of 
Maple Heights became a part of 
a larger community, the pano­
ply of America, and contributed 
their own poetry, music, and 
fraternal organizations tq the 
American scene.
