A dozen horticulturists in the
Cleveland area have succeeded in
upsetting the normal processes of
lnature to telescope inlto one nine-
day period the plant growing res-
ults of three seasons—Spring, Sum-
mer and Fall.

This is the nineteenth time since
1941 that these grower members of
the Florists Association of Greater
Cleveland have brought into bloom
thousands of {lowers that never
bloomed together at the same time
in any home garden any place.

Many of these flowers and flow-
ering shrubs were planted months
ago and have been carefully forced
under controlled light, heat and
moisture conditions to mature at
one time for the Cleveland Home
and Flower Show at Public Hall,
March 3 through March 11.

Henry L. Pree, landcape architect
who creates the dozen garden plans
in this huge annual exposition,
points out that work was started
last Spring in selecting the plant
materials and laying out on paper
the colorful home gardens.

The growers exhibiting gardens
in the Show include: Laubinger &
Sons, Northfield, presenting a small
house facade and a large door-yard
garden featuring azaleas, tulips and
flowering dogwoods, which will oc-
cuppy the stage; Sunbeam Farm,
Westlake, showing native plants
and the best of fthe ground cover
plants; Lieuhaven Gardens, West-
lake, with geraniums at their best;
Robert Perkins, Westlake, demon-
strating the beauty of -chrysan-
themums in the formal garden; Hi-
Way Nursery, Westlake, showing

ABRAHAM LINCOLN AND THE
100TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE
EMANCIPATION PROCLAMATION

This past week we celebrated the
153rd Anniversary of the birth of
Abraham Lincoln. Our 16th Presi-
dent was born February 12, 1809,
on a farm in Kentucky.

How many of you are aware that
1962 also marks the 100th Anniver-
sary of the first reading of the
Emancipation Proclamation? On
September 22, 1862, President Lin-
coln called his Cabinet together in
the White House for a first reading
of the Proclamation, and then the
historic paper was finally issued on
January 1, 1863. Here in Washing-
ton very special attention is be-
ing given to this year which marks
a “century of freedom.”

You will recall that in 1960 the
Congress passed my bill (Public
Law 86-484) to authorize the Sec-
retary of Interior to grant authority
to the National Counecil of Negro
Women to erect in the District of
Columbia a memorial in honor of
their founder, the late Mary Mc-

versary of the signing of the Eman-
cipation Proclamation. The law
provided that the memorial is to
be erected on public ground at no
expense to the United States.

It is the hope of the Council that
the statue of Mrs. Bethune may be
placed in Lincoln Park on East
Capitol Street in Washington. This
is the location of a dramatic statue
of President Lincoln and a freed
Negro slave, known as the Emanci-
pation Group. The Lincoln statue
was dedicated on April 14, 1876, by
a great Negro leader, Frederick
Douglas, and was built with funds
contributed solely by emancipated
citizens.

The Bethune Memorial will be
most fitting at this same location.
Among the Negro people who have
truly shared the American dream
of freedom, none stands higher
than the late Mary McLeod Beth-
une — educator, civic worker, and
advisor to Presidents. Rightly called
the “First Woman of Her Race,”
her life work stands as a testimonial
to selfless dedication in behalf of
her people.

Since the passage of my bill, wom-
en everywhere have been working
to raise the necessary financing for
the Bethune Memorial. The Na-
tional Council of Negro Women has
moved ahead on the project and
they have commissioned a sculptor
—Robert Berks of New York—to do
the statue. Mr. Berks did the head
of President Lincoln for the Lin-
coln Center in New York. Every-
one here is hoping that the statue
will be ready for unveiling in 1963.

Feet First for Comfort,
Docltor Warns

Americans must “learn to buy
shoes to fit their feet, not their
eyes,” warns a leading foot spe-
cialist,

Podiatrists’ offices are crowded
with men and women—particularly
women—who buy shoes that are a
“little snug but look so good” in
the hopes that they'll break in
after wearing, says Dr. Benjamin
Kauth, national foot health author-
ity, in an article in Science Digest.

“Don’'t ‘believe it,” says the doctor. ‘

The mistakes which bring Amer-
ican women limping into the doc-
tor’s office are made in shoe shops,
according to' Dr. Kauth, director of
the American Foot Care Institute
and author of “Walk and Be Hap-
ny”, a foot specialist’'s guide for
laymen. To sidestep such mistakes,
he says, keep thece two bagsic things
in mind when you select shoes: con-

Dealing with the question which
currently intrigues women shop-
Kauth suggests that |
a woman can wear a shoe withl
any toe silhouette—pointed, square
or rounded—if the shoe is sized
correctly. Be ‘sure the longest toe
of your foot—(usually the second,
after the Lig toe)— is comfortably

jaccomocated and that the width

across the ball of the shoe is slight-
ly wider than the ball of your foot.
After that, says the doctor, let your
I fashion sense be your guide.

When it comes ito construction,

he insists, “is the ideal
material for both Shoe uppers and
soles. Resilient, porous, sturdy and
lightweight,

leather shoes conform
| to the shape of your feet—in motion

or at rest.” The other “components” |
of the sole—the lining and the in-

sole should also be of leather, Dr.
Kauth advises.

The foot health educator cautions
the consumer against wearing shoes
of “substitute materials which at
first glance look like leather. Actu-
ally these materlals come out of a'
