Cleveland, O. — It has come
to my mind many times in the
past that we second generation
Slovenians rarely remember
our deserving old timers in
print, the pioneers who came to
this country many years ago to
flee oppression and poverty,
and try to find a better way of
life for themselves and their
families. Many of us only re-
member them after they have
taken farewell from us. I helieve
that we will never fully appre-
ciate the enormous sacrifices
our forefathers made for their
families, churches, fraternal or-
ganizations, Slovenian Homes
and cultural groups. Most “of
our Slovenian pioneers had the
hardest and lowest paying jobs
in mines and factories, and un-
employment was very much
rampant in those earlier years.
They lived in an entirely differ-
ent economic era than we do,
and their lives were an almost
iconstant battle for survival
}Welfare payments were practi-
cally unknown to them, and
they had to make every penny
lcount, Many of us second gene-
ration Slovenians remember vi-
vidly the conditions when we
were youngsters,

Today, I would like to pay tri-
bute to a man who with his wife
Anna, and their children, exper-
ienced many such hardships in
their earlier years. He is Anton
Zallnick, of 1058 E. 72nd St.,
Cleveland, Ohio, who celebrated
his 85th birthday on April 6,
1975. Born in Dobrepolje, Do-
lenjsko, Sovenia, where his fa-
ther Joseph later served as
Mayor, he migrated to the land
of opportunity on April 1, 1914,
after he had served his country
for 3 years in the armed forces.

Originally he came to Sparta,
Minnesota where he had friends
but later also lived in Eveleth
and Gilbert. Mr. Zallnick, as
did many others, worked in the
